The answer may lie in an assistant to our clergy. His duty 
being to work with the youth and to strenghten the youth ofi 
our church. We all know what a large ~arish ours is and we are 
cheating and fooling ourselves until we realize that one clergy 
connot cove~ it completly. 

We must take some of the presure off of paying off the 
morgage and put some attention on the youth. If this is not 
done,soon (and I mean real soon) there will be no sence to pay 
off the morgage because there will be no people to attend the 
church.
