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PASTOR'S REPORT FOR THE YEAR 1971 

-----o-----
By the grace of God we have survived the year 1971 in good health. The 

resume of the activities for the year are as follows: 

1. CHURCH SERVICES.- On all Sundays and on main feast days we had Divine 
Liturgy and other special services in the church. Sermons in English and Armenian 
were delivered on all occasions by the Ver,y Reverend Oshagan Minassian and ~self. 
The topics of some of these sermons were about present social problems. 

2. CHRISTENINGS. - Apparently many children were not born this year in our 
parish. Last year we had 40 christenings while this year we only had 21. We are 
happ,y that parents are bringing their children to be christened. On the other 
hand we also know that there are many children who have not yet received the 
blessed sacrament of baptism. Parents are responsible for the Christian life of 
their children, therefore, please bring your children, whatever their age, so that 
they may receive the Grace of God. 

). WEDDINGS. - This year we performed only 11 weddings. We know that many 
Armenian young people get married in other churches. This shows the weakness of 
the Armenian church education and training. The unanimity of the American School 
education given to the youth is ver,y strong which keeps the youth in one group, 
also the present day youth movement effects deeply on the new generation. It is 
not a secret that our parishioners live in a vast area, the children and teenagers 
are not able to come to church, unless their parents transport them. Th~·Armenian 
church cannot reach all the Armenian families, it is up to o~r families to help 
their children by bringing them to our Sunday School and Armenian School, 

4. FUNERALS:- The number of deaths has decreased to 41. We are happy for 
this, but on the other hand, we notice that the old generation is coming to an 
end. Twenty years ago during the morning services usually we had 60-70 persons. 
Today we have only 2-3. Most of them are gone and the rest need transportation 
to come to church. At all funerals we have delivered eulogies in Armenian or in 
English. We have visited the families to comfort them. 

5. OFFICE WORK.- Though the ritual activities are diminished, the office 
work has multiplied. In the past one telephone line was plenty, at present two 
lines are not enough. The mailings are ~ltiplied, and according to the Cambridge 
Post Of£ice we have the most mailings in this area. This in itself explains our 
o£fice situation. We have enough work in the office, to occupy a full time mana­
ger, and the o£fice personnel. Besides the parish duties we have done all the •. 
work of a manager with grea~·love and devotion for the welfare of our beloved 
church. 

6. PARISH COUNCIL.- We have presided at all Parish Council meetings, and 
helped this boqy by undertaking some of its duties. In recent years, our Parish 
Council has included some young men. It is presently chaired by Mr. Arthur A. 
Apkarian who is the youngest Inember. We had increased our membership to 15, but 
found that it wasn't practical, so it will be decreased to 11. Many important 
duties were undertaken b.1 the Parish Council, Diocesan delegates (who were in­
vited to each Parish Council meeting and ~self, with a sense of brotherhood and 
good fellowship. 

Special commendation must be made to Mr. Nubar Hint1ian, Diocesan dele­
gate, who has attended every meeting and has fulfilled, with devotion, all re­
sponsibilities with which he was charged. 
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7. OFFICE PERSONNEL. - Our daily activities are handled by Mrs. Grace Ha­
gopian, bookkeeper, and Mrs. Rose Mamishian, secretary. Mrs. Hagopian, who works 
~·.;;o days a week as accountant, is very critical towards her job. She keeps all 
her books with great care in perfect regularity. She writes checks for bills on~ 
if they have received our signed approval. Our auditing committee commended high­
~ her capable ability at keeping the books. Mrs. Mamishian works five days a 
week. She is ever,ything in the office. She is a walking machine. We mean that 
she works while talking, while walking, while sitting. A wonderful atmosphere 
reigns in our office. Both girls feel themselves as authentic daughters of this 
spiritual House. 

B. DEACONS. - We have four deacons and four subdeacons who serve on the 
altar on Sundays during the Divine Liturgy. Due to the knowledge of sharagans we 
have the morning services in good order. Our deacons are Leon Terzian from Brock­
ton, Deran Dinjian, Peter Arakelian and Vahe Tashjian from Peaboqy. Due to a 
heart condition Mr. Tashjian was hospitalized for several months. B.Y the Grace 
of God the prayers of our congregation were answered and he is present~ back 
performing his duties. The subdeacons are Karekin Bedrosian, Souren Medzorian, 
Roupen Kiredjian and Gregory Krikorian, who participate by singing, incensing 
and ho1-ding ·~he Kushotz. Our acco~tes are Sunday School students, who we be­
lieve will lt~arn and love their duties and in the future will serve various in­
tegral roles in the church. 

9. CHOIR. - Our choir is the splendour of our church. In the Armenian 
church the choir plays a great role due to the fact that all the services are 
by chanting. We would say that the beauty and the myster,y of our church is there 
because our flervices are mostly worship. We praise God by worshipping Him. Our 
choirmaster, our brother-in-Christ, t~e Very Reverend Oshagan Minassian, is doing 
his best to emcourage the young people to join the group. With the addition of 
the new members and the faithful attendance of present choir members, we know 
that then our choir, under his capable leadershiBwill become the best in the 
Diocese. The executive boqy of the choir keeps the social and organizational 
activities alive. During the year the choir did have the misfortune of losing 
one of their long-time members, Ned Haroutunian, who had served his church, with 
~ove for near~ fort,y years, starting at a very ear~ age. 

10. SEXTON. - One of our assistants is the sexton of our church, deacon 
Peter Arakelian, who keeps the church clean and everything in order. He also 
participates in all church services and rituals. He prints all the addresses of 
the mailings and cleans the parish house. To serve his church is a great spiri­
tual comfort for him. 

11. GUEST CLERGYMEI.- May 23, Der Vasken, the pastor of the city of Kirova­
kan in Armenia, who was sent by His Holiness Vasken I Catholicos of All Arm~~~o=d 
to participate at our Diocesan Clergy conference, visited our church. He cele­
brated the Divine Liturgy and delivered the sermon. July 25, Arclt.J;l~~l:!QP Tiran 
Nersoyan, one of our former primates, gave a surprise Visit to our church. He 
delivered the sermon. Septemb_er 2_Q..,_4_~C1Pb_~_4_op __ $i~:r:!.~no~gian, our former primate, 
was invited on the occasion Ol'tne tenth anniversary or our church. He celebrated 
the Divine Liturgy and delivered the sermon. 

12. DIVINE LITURGY CElEBRATION IN OTHER CHURCHES. - During the year we ce­
lebrated the Divine Liturgy and delivered sermons in the following churches: 
Februa~ 18, at the St. James Armenian Church, in Watertown on the occasion of 
the feast of Vartanantz. June 13, at the Episcopal Church of the Incarnation, in 
Lynn, for our parishioners of the North Shore. June 27, St. James Ar.menia~-~P~~~­
again due to the fact that our church was in the progress of being painted. 
December S, at St. Vartan Cathedral, New York, and in the same afternoon our 
Erevan chorus presented a concert at KavoQ~jian Auditorium. 
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13. TENTH".ANNIVF..RS.ARY OF OUR CHURCH. - On September 26 we solemly cele­
br3ted the tenth annive~~ary of the conssecration of our church. ~ are happy 
that our Catholicos, the Supreme Head of our church, had taken into considera­
tion this celebration and had congratulated our parish b.1 sending a telegram. 
And also, on this solemn occasion, He had sent his gift, the beautiful painting 
of the Madonna for our main altar, which was consecrated on the same morning b,y 
His Grace Archbishop Sion Manoogian. His Grace also had consecrated our church 
ten years ago when he was the primate of our diocese. On the same afternoon a 
grand banquet was held at the Statler-Hilton Hotel with a noteworthy program. 
The highlight of the evening was the burning of our mortgage in the most beauti­
ful way. On the occasion of the celebration we published a program book which 
contains the histor,y of our new church. 

14. CHURCH SUBORDINATE BODIES. - We wish to 
a. Women 1 a Groups: - We wish to commend our Senior and Young Women 1 s Auxi­

liaries, who serve their church with unselfish devotion throughout the year. We 
all admit that these two groups are the backbone of the church. 

b. Youth Groups: - We are also satisfied with zealous movement of our 
A.C.Y.O.A. Juniors. We hope that in the future they will be the babkbone of our 
church. The Seniors need help for re-organization. Their argument is that when 
they start to attend college they are disr-ersed here and there in different sec-
tions (or milieus). · 

c. Sunday School. - During the first half of the year we made our month­
ly visits and talks to the children instructing them on religion. But beginning 
the present school year we stopped our visits due to the ne system of organi.zing 
the school. We have a young seminarian, Mr. George Krikorian, as Reli.gi.ous Youth 
Coordinator, who is practicing this new method. we hope and believe that he will 
succeed. He sends the children to the church at different hours, so that they 
learn and stuqy abouth the various parts of the Divine Liturgy. 

d. Armenian School. - The Armenian School has a new Committee under the 
able chairmanship of Jack Papazian. The school superintendant, Mr. Roupen Ki­
redjian, changed the system of the classes. He decreased the number of the tea­
chers, but formed a stronger program for the teaching. We also participate in 
teaching the Armenian language and culture to the alumni class on Saturday morn-
ings. · 

15. DAJAR NEW5LETTER. - Dajar is printed ten issues during the year. We 
are happy that all parishioners are interested in its news. Though it is a small 
magazine, it takes too much time to compile. SpeciallY when our organizations 
do not send their news at the right time. It is a bilingual paper and it is our 
desire to enlarge it but would be and expensive proposition. 

16. VISITATIONS. - We have visited our members who have been hospitalized 
whenever we were informed about .them. It must be known to all parishioners that 
our church is not a local church, so that we may visit a certain hospital on a 
certain day during the week and look for patients. The area which belongs to 
our church is very vast and our parishioners are dispersed over at least one 
hundred towns. ~ cannot go to all hospitals and ask for Ar-menian patients. In 
order to help us and save our time, we beseech our parishioners to telephone the 
office and give the names of the patients and the hospitals. They may be sure 
that each patient will be visited and prayed for. We have visited all mourners 
to comfort them. Also, we have prepared all the "in lieu of flowers' donation 
lists. 

17. APPRECIATION. -We appreciate heartily the Parish Council and all church 
sub-ordinate bodies and our parishioners for their untiring activities, unselfish 
devotion, sacrifices, and church lovingness, through which our community, our 
church and the Armenian Nation became the owners of this magnificent edifice. 
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!wy the Good Lord keep our beautiful church for centuries, so that coming gene­
rations may pray in it and be proud of it. Many donors and people who sacri­
ficed to build it, are no longer with us. May the Almighty Godd keep their 
souls in peace in eternity and grant long, healthy and prosperous lives to tlose 
who still worship Him in this church and Keep it for His Glory. 

18. THANKS. -We express our sincerest thanks to our Parish Council, Dio­
cesan Delegates, Sub-ordinate bodies of our church, to our brother-in-Christ the 
Ver,y Reverend Father Oshagan Minassian, to our brothers, the deacons, our choir, 
our organist, our gracious secretaries, our sexton, the custodian, parishioners, 
and all those who helped in facilitating our duties for the progress and the 
welfare of our church. 

May the Good Lord be aware of their sacrifices and grant them accordinglY.

We appreciate heartily the devoted activities of our subordinate bodies which 
are of great help to our church. Each organization has its own report in this 
booklet. 

5. DIOCESAN DEIEGATES. - During the last four years our delegates have been 
Messrs. Nubar Hintlfan, Archie Kolligian, Charles Garabedian, John Davagian and 
Haig .Tamgochian, They attended all annual assemblies, and it would be appropriate 
here, to inform you, that all expenses are incurred b.1 each individual delegate. 
This is election year for the delegates. Charles B. Garabedian and Haig Jamgoch­
ian, who have served their terms faithfully, are not running for re-election. 
The 1972 Diocesan Assembly will be held in Trqy, New York on the first week-end 
of May. 

6. CHURCH RENOVATION. - During the months of May and June the interior of 
the church was painted. All the chandeliers were washed and the bulbs were re 
placed by new and better ones. Also, the loudspeaker system was improved upon. 
The beautification of the church cost us $17,000.00 

7. REPAIRS. :: The church was repaired and many cracked slates were replaced. 
The edges of the dome windows were re-inforced. This repair cost us $2,700.00, 
the insurance company paid us $1,650.00 towards this repair. Some z-epal.t·t=~ wc1·o 
done to the Parish House. 

8. TENTH ANNIVERSARY CELEBRATION. - September 26, we celebrated the tenth 
anniversary of our church. In the morning, the :former primate of our diocese, 
His Grace Archbishop Sion Manoogian, who had consecrated our church ten years 
ago celebrated the Solemn Divine Liturgy and delivered the sermon. ~e Supreme 
Head of our church His Holiness Vasken I, Catholicos of All Armenian donated a 
beautiful painting of the Madonna for the main altar as his personal gift on this 
momentous occasion. The painting was consecrated by His Grace. In the afternoon 
a grand banquet was held at the Statler-Hilton Hotel of Boston with a most in­
teresting and beautiful program. The highlight of the evening was the burning 
of the mortgage. On the occasion of this celebration a pictorlal history book 
of the church was published. 

9. LANDSCAPING. - One of our neighbors, Mr. Graham Gund, a prosperous ar­
chitect generously donated about $5,ooo.oo for the beautifl~ation of our church 
grounds •. Recently he called again and told us that he is going to make another 
donation for future use. He con.rnenced to t.vansfer, in the name of the church, 
stocks valued at $4,600.00. 
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10. HILIS .AND DONAT!CNS. - During the year we received the following bequests. 

a. $5,000.00 cash and two stock certificates from the ''Puzant Beshge­
turian will. All the details of this donation will be give~ when we receive our 
share in full. 

b. $4,590.99 bequeated by the late Hagop Avakian from Florida, who w~s 
a former resident of Everett, Massachusetts. 

c. $1,032.24 from the bequest of the late Nazareth Jeranian. 
d. $100.00 bequeathed by the late Manuel Ounanian. 
e. $100.00 a gift given by a wife, upon the wishes of her late husband, she 

wished to remain anonymous. 
f. $50.00 from the bequest of the late Paul Jaferian. 

We have been informed that we will be the recipients of bequest from 3-4 wills 
in the near future. 

All received stocks are kept in a safe deposit box under the name of our 
church at the Coolidge Bank & Trust. 

11. DONATIONS.- During the year 1971 we have made the following donations.

c. $25.00 toward the A.C.Y.O.A. Armenian research program. 
d. Basketball uniforms to ptrr A.C.Y.O.A. Boys - Cost $90.00. 
3. $200.00 to our Armenian School. 
f. $100.00 to the Istanbul Holy Cross Seminary Fund. 
g. $10.00 - Diocesan Raffle ticket. 
h. $100.00 to the Young ~men's Cotillion program book. 

12. STOCK COMMITTEE. - Due to the fact that the church possesses several 
stocks, a Stock Committe was appointed to handle them. When they sell the stock, 
: because the prices have gone up, they are to place the money in the Sinking 
Fund. Members of this committee are: Messrs. John Soursourian, Gregory B. 
Khachadoorian, Peter Talanian, John Davagian and Richard Zeytoonjian. 

13. ARMENIAN MARTYRS DAY. - This year we did not organize any banquet on 
"Martyrs Day" •. On Sunday, April 25, the sermon was about the martyrs, and in the 
Rf·ternoon Erevan Choral Group dedicated its concert to the Armenian Martyrs, where 
the 'requiem' was sung and played, beautifully and touchingly. 

14. MOVIE OF THE HOLY MURON. - April 30, the film 11The Blessing of the Holy 
Muron 11 in Echmiadzin ·in 1969 followed by the youth film "We Went to Armenia 11 , 

was shown as the Cultural Program. It proved to be most interesting and enlight­
ning to the young and old alike. Gomehow i.t. gave satisf'oction to those who were 
not able to visit Armenia. 

15. CENTENNIAL CElEBRATION. - October 24, a joint celebration was held with 
St. James Church at the Cultural & Youth Center in Watertown. It was the Centen­
nial celebration of the birth of Garegin Catholicos of Cilicia, who had been a 
primate in our Diocese and who was the first Who organized the youth and also con­
ceived the idea of having a Cathedral and a Cultural Center in New York. 

16. PICNIC. - Our annual picnic was held on June 20 at Ararat Camp, Maynard. 
The Picnic Committee consisted of: Messrs. Arthur Apkarian, Tom Stephanian, Ar­
dashes Der Ananian, Arthur Peretzian and Alber·b Talanian. All. members of the 
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Parish Council and several members from each organization and a few parishioners 
helped the Committee. The net income of the picnic was $1,283.27. 

17. REGIONAL MEETING. - This year a regional meeting was held in Lowell. 
Our church could not participate in it, becuase the invitations reached us three 
days before the date of the meeting. The main item on the agenda of this meet­
ing has been the $60,000.00 deficit of the Diocesan office. At the last Dioce­
san Assemb~ when the $300.000.00 budget was discussed no mention was made of 
this deficit. The Diocesan Council allocated quotas to the regional areas in our 
Diocese. Our area, consisting of five churches was given the quota of $12,000.00. 
A committee was appointed by our regional group under the leadership of the Dio­
cesan Council Chairman and raffle tickets were printed at $25.00 each. The Pa­
rish Council members were unable to sell these tickets and the money was paid 
from the church treasur.y. Our share was $5,350.00. 

18. USE OF HALLS. - The Montessori School continues to use our Adamian Hall 
for school pu?~ses at a donation of $16,000.00 for ten months. Although we have 
difficulties of space for our own use at present we need money. The Armenian 
Women's Educational Society of Arlington, the Ararat and Haik Lodges of the Knights 
of Vartan and their Ladies Auxiliar.y use our premises also and make donations 
to the church. Our Cultural Hall has been used for wedding receptions, banquets, 
dances and basketball. 

19. A SPECIAL APPRECIATION. - The Parish Council took in serious considera­
tion the many services rendered to our church and to the Parish Council by our 
Diocesan Delegate Mr. Nubar Hintlian. Unanimous~ we voted and accepted him as 
an nhonorable meber of the Council". In behalf of the Parish Council the Der 
Hayre asked the Primate, His Grace Archbishop Tnrkom Manoogian to be aware of 
the decison. Consequent~, His Grace sent Mr. Hinlian a beautiful le~ter of ap­
preciation and paternal blessings. 

20. MEMBERSHIP. - Due to the fact that so many of our faithful members have 
passed o~ we find that our paid membership has decreased to 583. In 1971 there 
was an increase of orily 27 new members. It is the duty of each member of the 
church to bring in another member of the family, a relative or a friend. We need 
more young blood to carry on the rewarding and beautiful church activities for 
future generations. 

21. DAJAR. - Dajar is our monthly newsletter that is small in size, bUt its 
work and expenses are big. Ever,y month it takes our church news to 1400 families. 
The parishioners cooperation is requested by paying the annual subscription fee 
of $2.0~ or whatever they would like to donate, thereby lessening the burden on 
the budget of the Parish Council, and enabling us to continue to put out this 
worthwhile publication. 

22. ASSISTANT PASTOR. - The problem of an assistant pastor has al.1!.~YS been 
on the table. Our Dar Hayre mentioned se\~ral times that he is growing old and 
that he needs a young man to go after 011r :routh. As you know our parish is big 
and dispersed, from Gloucester to Provinceto~n. The assistant, for his future, 
needs leadership ability, practice and experience, this is the right time. Our 
pastor can help him and prepare him for future pastorate. He has requested, most 
emphatically, several times, from the Primate, an assistant but the answer was 
always in the negative. However, in a recent letter, Archbishop Torkom Manoogian, 
has consented to send us a young priest. Der Hayre will contact and invite him, 
so that we interview him. We're hoping that he will be able to start serving this 
church sometime during this year. 
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23. APPRECIATION AND THANKS. - The Parish Council is aware of all church 
subordinate bodies' generous contributions through which our mortgage was fully 
paid up and the weekly sacrifices which keep the church alive and in good order. 
To the devotion and sacrifice of our parishioners, our employees put out their 
untiring efforts for the welfare of our church. The Parish Council appreciates 
the moral and financial contribution of each parishioner and thanks all those 
who worked for the church in any manner. 

And we, the Parish Council members, have tried to do our best, serving in. 
different capacit~~s, we devoted mann many days and nights for the welfare of the 
church. We worked, not fovappreciation, but to satisfy our spiritual needs.

The Executive Committee held periodical meetings throughout the year for the 
purpose of regulating and planning the activities of the group. 

1. BACKGROUND: 

Origin: The Erevan Choral Societ,y was created in 1965 by Father Oshagan Minassian 
as its music director, when he assumed the duties of Choir Director of the Armenia1 
Holy Trinit,y Church. The Choral Society is to function under the auspices of the 
Holy Trinity Armenian Church of Greater Boston. 

Purpose: Father Oshagan's intention is that the group be recognized and thatit 
function as a cultural group, for the purpose of promoting our Armenian musical 
heritage and also of introducing the values of Armenian music to the American ~L 
societ,y. Many young people have been enthusiastically drawn to the membership 
of the choral group. 

Scope: In the past five years, the Erevan Choral Societ,y has participated in 
numerous musical activities and cultural programs both Armenian and non-Armenian. 
The group has also presented annual concerts of Armenian music, thereby contri­
buting to the musical climate of the Greater Boston area and securing recognition 
for the Holy Trinity Church. Our wish has been to acquaint Armenian youth with 
the values of Armenian music and to encourage young talented Armenian boys and 
girls to pursue the musical training of his or her choice. 

2. ACTIVITY: 

In response to various suggestions from both choir and chorus members, and also 
considering the different areas of concentration of the choir and chorus, and 
their respective role in the life of our church, Father Minasian decided that 
each group function under its own executive boqy. The intention was to enhance 
the work of each group to its fullest potential. Rev. Maksoudian was informed 
of this decision by Father Minassian. The chorus will continue to be an ante­
grated part of the Holy Trinity Armenian Church and will proceed as in the past. 

Musical Activities: 
1. Weekly rehearsals were held in tt,.e Cultural Hall on Thusday nights, from 

8-10:00 p.m., commencing the second week of September, 1970. 
2. The choral group sang upon three separate occasions; the Anniversary 

Banquet of the Holy Trinit.y Church, The Choir Association Convention, and the 
A.c.Y.o.A. Banquet. 

3. The fifth Annual Concert of Armenian Music was presented on April 5, 1971, 
in the Kresge Auditorium, M.I.T.
