B.1 the grace of God we have served our parish for the year 1972 in good 

health. The resume of the activities for the year are as follows: 

1. CHlr.RCH SERVICES.-On all Sundays and on main feast days we had Divine 
Liturgy and other special services in the church. Sermons in Armenian and 
English were·~elivered on all occasions by the Very Reverend Father Oshagan 
Minassian and zrwself. On the first Sunday of each month, during the school year 
the sermon was addressed to the Sunday School children. 

2. Ciffi.ISTENINGS. -This year we had 29 christenings, which is 8 more than 
last year. 

3. WEDDINGS.-The number of the weddings during the year was 12. One more 
than last year and 9 of these 12 were mixed marriages. We are certain that 
more weddings took place in our parish, but unfortunate~ the ceremonies must 
have taken place in non-Armenian Churches. 

4. FUNERALS.-Sad to say the number of funerals has also increased. Last 
year we had 41, while this year we had 47. Most of the deceased were of ad­
vanced age. We delivered the euloges either in Armenian or English to comfort 
the families. 

5. OFFICE WORK.-The office work is multiplied year by year. All corres­
pondence was answered. The files are kept in order and at the end of the year 
they are transferred to a special file cabinet. 

6. PARISH COUNCIL.-We have presided at all Parish Council meetings and 
helped this body by undeetaking some of its duties. We have also contributed 
to the Council by sharing thoughts and advice. The Parish Council worked in 
harmony and each member dtd his best, according to his ability. We have been 
in cons~ltation with the chairman beforemch meeting. Occassionally the dele~ 
gates attend the meetings. Delegate, Mr. Nubar Hintlian attended all meetings 
and worked hard to help the Parish Council and the church. 

7. OFFICE FERSONNEL.-Our dai~ activities are heandled by Mrs. Rose Mamish­
ian, secretary and Mrs. Grace Hagopian, bookkeeper. ~ secretary is a kind and 
hard working person. She knows all the workings of the church because she has 
grown up in the church and has been involved in its organizations and activities. 
Our church benefits from her graces. ~ bookkeeper also is a gracious person. 
She does all the bookkeeping and has been praised by our critical auditing 
committee. 

B. DEACONS.~We feel deep~ sorry that this year we lost one of our most 
active deacons. Deacon Vahe Tashjian served our church since he immigrated to 
the United States in 1938. He faithful~ served at the altar regardless of 
weather and road conditions. He was tr~ devoted to the church and according­
ly proper tribute was paid at his funeral. Deacon Levon Terzian, advanced in 
age, comes every Sunday from Brockton. Deacon Diran Dinjian attends church 
services whenev.er possible and brightens the sharagans with his beautiful voice. 
Fortunate~ Deacon Peter Arakelian is always w.ith us and we depend on him in 
all cases. Subdeacons Karekin Bedrosian and Souren Medzorian serve their por­
tion of the Liturgy regular~. We have two aspiring young subdeacons, Roupen 
Kiredjian and Gregory Krikorian. 
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Every Sunday two boys from Sunday School serve as acolytes. We hope in the 
future we will have other children i"lho will learn to use the 11 11Kush~tz 11 (tho 
fans), We entreat our youth to come and learn to serve on the altar. 

9. CHOIR.-Our choir director the Ver,y Reverend Father Oshagan Minassian 
works hard to increase the number of choir members. We are happ,y that this 
year a few teenagers joined the choir. We need many more members and are spe­
cially in need of male voices. The parishioners must help us in this respect, 
because the choir, during church services represents them. 

10. SEXTON.-Our aexton, Deacon Peter Arakelian besides helping us with the 
church rituals, keeps the church clean and in order. He also cleans the parish 
offices and works on the addressograph and folding machines. f~r all the chur.ch 
mailings. 

11. GUEST CIERGYMEN.-This year we had several clergymerpwho celebrated the 
Divins Litur.gy and delivered serm.ns in our church.

13. CHURCH SUBORDINATE BODIES.-We did have a chance, from time to time to 
be present at the main meetings and affairs of our church bodies and delivered 
talks on different subjects. 

14. SUNDAY SCHOOL.-Our Sund~y School is headed by George Krikorian. He 
has already done a wonderful job. At all time he keeps us informed of the 
school's activities and takes our advice for its welfare. On the first SUnday 
of each month the sermon was addressed to the Sunday School children. We hope 
that more children will come and join the choir and serve at the altar. 

15. ARMENIAN SCHOOL.-This year we did not have a teaching post due to the 
lack of a po~t-graduates class. The present chairman of the School Committee 
Association is Mr. Nishan Mootafian, who is doing his best with his able com­
mittee. Our diligent superintendent, Mr. Roupen Kiredjian and his excellent 
teaching staff work hard to educate t.1Je children in .Armsn.ian culture.

18. EXTRA ACTIVITIES.-Several times during the year we conducted funeral 
services in Watertown, Worcester and Providence. We have been the guest speak­
er at several banquets organized by different organizations• 

19. APPRECIATION.-We appreciate heartily the Parish Council, the delegates 
and all church subordinate bodies and our parishioner for their untiring ac­
tivities, unselfish devotion, sacrifices and love church. If we review the 
Parish Council and the Building Fund financial reports of the last. ·10-12 years, 
we notice the tremendous work done during the last decade and the unbelievable 
sacrifice by our parishioners. This is a very great source of honor and sa-

Hokehankist services were performed for the 
deceased members of our church after the Badarak, followed by a banquet in our 
Cultural Hall.

11. ASSISTANT PASTOR.-'lhe Parish Council has .. ;'been diligently searching for 
another priest to serve with our beloved Der Hayr. Our parish is much too large 
for our priest. We need a young priest to interest our younger generation in 
their culture and their church, We have discussed with and interviewed some 
priests, but to date have not found one whom we feel is fully qualified for our 
needs, 

12. USE OF HALLS.-The Montessori School continues to use our Adamian Hall for 
school purposes at a donation of $16,000,00 ~··per-:. month, for ten months. Al­
though we have difficulties of space for our own use, at present we need this 
income to help defray our expenses. The Armenian Women's Educatiooal Society of 
Arlington, The Ararat and Haik Lodges of the Knights of Vartan and their ladies 
auxilia~ use our premises also and make donations to the church. Our Cultural ·· 
Hall has been used for wedding receptions, banquets, dances and basketball. 

13, SPECIAL DIRECTIVES,- The Jubilee of His Grace, Archbishop Torkom Manoog­
ian was observed on June 4th with our six sister churches of this area partici­
pating. We also held a Hokehankist for his Holiness Athenagoras I, Ecumenical 
Patriarch and Archbishop of Constantinople, deceased JulY 7, 1972. The Greek 
churcmof Greater Boston were invited. 

14. Our employees will be given a cost of living increase each year to show 
our appreciation of their loyalty and excellent work. 

15. APPRECIATION AND THANKS.-The Parish Council want to thank all the church 
organizations for their untiring efforts on behalf of our church as well as 
our devoted parishioners for their moral and financial contributions, It would 
make us a much stronger parish if more of you would attend church more often. 
One thing you must remember, the success of our .church is not the sole respon­
sibility of the Parish Council, the Diocesan Delegates, or the few people who 
are active in our church organizations. The major responsiHlity lies in you -
the members of this beautiful place of worship.
