18. 75TH ANNIVERSARY: The five churches of this area jointly celebrated the 
75th Anniversary of our Diocese. An ecumenical service was held in our church 
with the presence and participation of many dignitaries and church leaders of 
other denominations. 

19. ILLNESS: On November 25th, I was taken ill and rushed to the hospital 
and after several days on November 29, underwent surgery. I thank God that I 
am on the road to recovery and I wish to take this opportunity to thank all of 
my well~ishers for their flowers, cards, fruit baskets and telephone calls. 
Special thanks to the younger students of theSunday School for their hand-made 
cards. We are glad to be able to be back in Church again. 

20·: COMMENDATIONS: We have had a fruitful year, whereby, we celebrated the 
50th anniversary of our old church and the 12th of the new and we wish to 
commend each organization and all its members for their untiring efforts in 
ensuring the continued success of all our endeavors. 

21. THE FUTURE OF OUR CHURCH: On this occasion I would like to say a few 
words about the future of our Church. At present we are in the process of 
transition from one generation to the next. The number of old timers is di­
minishing and in a few years the church will be run entirely by the American 
born Armenian generation. The.older generation has made great sacrifices and 
leaves a magnificent church as a grand heritage to the new generation. our 
church is the largest and one of the most beautiful Armenian churches in the 
world and we shold be proud of it. t'Je should be aware of the fact that ac­
cording to diocesan records our parish ranks second in the diocese. We must 
realize therefore, that it is not enough to send membership dues and leave the 
work to others. The fullcooperation of the entire parish is necessary in order 
that we may meet·· the rising cost of maintaining the church complex. 

\'Je must have young priests fluent in both languages that will be able to reach 
all our parishioners. Certainly we need younger deacons, more choir members, 
dedicated Sunday School teachers and all your children in Sunday School. In 
other wordS, it is necessary that we try to fill this void from our own community. 
our request is to ask each of you to strengthen our church spiritually, morally, 
and financially. Let us all work hand in hand in true Christian fashion and by 
working for God's cause we will be able to realize our prayers and hopes for the 
future of our magnificent church and its community. 

The Armenian Church is not only a house of worship, it is also your spiritual 
home, where you can find comfort and heavenly peace.

5. DIOCESAN DELEGATES: Our present members are~ John Soursourian, Nubar 
Uintlian, Gregory B~-Khachadoorian, G. Archie Kolligian, and John Davagian. 
Throughout the year these dE=!legn-t-.ec have ntt<'!nnnO. our meetings and have helped 
when called upon. 

6. ANNIVERSARY CELEBRATION: The 12th Anniversary and the 50th Anniversary 
of the consecration of our Church was celebrated jointly on October 27 and 28. 
On the 27th a musical comedy play "Oosh-Lini :Noosh-Lini" or"Aboush ArshaC}l.:~t" 
was presented at the Belmont High School Auditorium. On October 28 - "hokehan­
kist" services were performed for the deceased members of.our church and the 
Divine Liturgy was celebrated by His Grace Archbishop Sion Manoogian. Following 
Church, a Grand Banquet was held in our Cultural Hall. The guest. speakers were 
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Dr. Gregory Adarnian and Archbishop Manoogian. The Parish Council also honored 
all Past Parish Council Members with a memento for their unselfish devotion adn 
services for our Church. 

7. PICNIC: Our annual picnic was held on Sunday, September 9, at camp Ara­
rat in Maynard. We enjoyed one of our more successful picnics. 

8. FUND: The Jack H. Kolligian Memorial Fund was established in January 1973. 
The beneficiary will be the Holy Trinity Sunday School. The Parish council ex­
tends its appreciaton to Mrs. Araxie M. Kolligian and her family. 

9. ADDITIONAL FUNCTIONS: The Parish Council also held the February Mardi 
Gras, the May Auction, and the New Year's Eve Dance. The Council wishes to 
thank all who donated items and supported the successful May Auction. 

10. DONATIONS: The Young Women's Auxiliary has donated carillons to our Church. 
The estimated installation date is Palm Sunday. We extend our thanks to the 
Young Women's Auxiliary. 

11. USE OF HALLS: The Montessori School continues to use our Adamian Hall for 
purposes of a school at a donation of $16,000 per year plus $2,000 janitorial 
charge. Unfortuantely this will be the last year of occupancy. The Armenian 
Women' Educational Society of Arlington, the.Ararat and Haik Lodges of the 
Knights of Vartan and their ladies auxiliary use our premises also and make 
annual donations to the Church. OUr Cultural Hall has been used for wedding 
receptions, banquets, dances and "hokejashes" (memorial dinners) etc. 

12. RENOVATIONS: The Parish Council undertook the task of completely reno­
vating Shahe Hall. OUr goal has been completed and now all ~uture organization­
al meetings will be held there along with rentals of the hall. A much needed 
refacing of our Parish House along with interior painting of most of our Cul­
tural Hall was also done. A new boiler was also ordered for the Cultural Hall. 
A secured loan of $20,000 was obtained and this note must be and will be de­
frayed by our general membership. Special thanks must be given to Mr. Thomas 
Stephanian who chaired these activities. 

13. PASTOR: The Parish Council has worked untiringly with respect to obtain­
ing a Parish Priest. Unfortunately a lack of interest and real effort has pre­
vailed on the Diocesan level. We have met with the chairman of the Diocesan 
Council and the Primate along with a few possible candidates, only to come away 
more frustrated than before these meetings. It is of course true that we have 
been very selective in our wants yet it is most disheartening for this council 
to witness the total lack of interest in our situation. If we use the annual 
diocesan assessment as a guide, Holy Trinity Church is the second largest 
Church in our Diocese and yet not one appropriate candidate has been submitted 
to this council. Due to these circumstances the Parish council has asked Rev. 
Father Papken Maksoudian to extend his retirement date for parish work until 
this council or the ensuing councils obtain a suitable priest to undertake the 
Parish Priest's responsibilities. 

14. SPECIAL DIRECTIVES: The Diocese requested a common celebration commera­
ting the 75th Anniversary of our Diocese in this country. We along with St. 
James and the Merrimac Valley Churches co'lcohraLc<l joint-ly by having an Ecumen­
ical Service, concert, dane~ and play. 
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15. PARISH COUNCIL CHAIRMAN 1 S REMAHKS: As chairman of the council may I first 
extend my total appreciation to my fellow council members for their cooperation 
and efforts for this past year. I also thank those Church organizations and ·. ~ 
Church members who helped us this year. Unfortunately I can only extend my 
thanks to a few of our parishioners for too many merely sat by and watched or 
were completely disinteested in our Church and its activities and even more 
their responsibilities to their Church. The work performed is unending and 
yet our parishioners expect the same few to continue their efforts. In other 
Churches there is for example a competitive spirit with regards to becoming a 
candidate for Parish Council. In this Church the nominating co~~ittee literally 
has to beg prospective candidates to allow them to enter their names. Church 
organization~memberships are dwindling, Sunday School attendance is poor, pro­
spective Deacons are unheard of, and Church attendance is at its lowest ebb. 
It is my sincere hope that you the parishioner will step up to your responsi­
bility and create a reversal of this trend so that our children will have the 
opportunity of worshipping in an Armenian Church. It is your responsiblity as 
an Armenian to perpetuate our Nationality and Heritage. What better place can 
this take place than in God's HOUse, OUr Armenian Church.
