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I give thanks to Almighty God that with His Divine Guidance together 
with our dedicated parishioners we were able to accomplish a successful year. 
This is my second Annual Repo~t to our beloved parishioners of the Holy 
Trinity Armenian Church of Greater Boston. With your prayers, dedication and 
sacrifice, we were able to work in the vineyard of the Lord for our salvation 
and edification of His Church. 

The following are some of the highlights of my pastoral activities for 
the year 1978. 

I. Church Services 

• During the past year I conducted services in our church according to the 
Canons and traditions of our church and delivered the sermon in both languages. 
Divine Liturgy was also celebrated on high holidays that coincided during the 
week. 

I feel that Sunday Badaraks are very essential for us as Christians where 
we.receive our spiritual nourishment. The attendance and participation of 
of our faithful parishioners at the Badarak celebrations are very essential 
for the su~vival of our church and our faith. I appreciate the collaboration 
of our Pastor Emeritus, Father Papken Maksoudian, and our Choir Director, 
Father Oshagan Minassian who did their best to conduct and assist during the 
church services. 

Christmas and Easter Services were conducted and Holy Communion was ad­
ministered to the children, the youth of our parish. On St. Vartanantz Day, 
the Reverend Fathers of the Armenian Churches of New England participated in 
the Divine Liturgy in our Church. The same evening, we also had a Vartanantz 
Program and Reception for the Armenian co~~unity of Greater Boston. On 
February 12th, due to the 1978 blizzard, we were able to conduct morning 
services rather than the celebration of the Divine Liturgy. 

During the Lenten season the Order of the Sunrise Services and "Peace and 
Rest" Services were conducted alternately in our church and at St. James Church 
of Watertown. On March 15th, together ~~ith the ladies of our community, we 
participated at a church service celebrating the "Women Saints of the Armenian 
Church Day" at St. Vartan's Church in Chelmsford. According to the Rites of 
the Armenian Church en Holy Thursday, we celebrated the Divine Liturgy and 
administered Holy Communion to the meriliers of the Senior Women's Guild, followed 
by a luncheon. On Holy Thursday a·t the "Washing of the Feet Service", I invited 
twelve Armenian policemen from the Metropolitan Boston area and washed their 
feet as a gesture of .appreciation for their dedication to their profession. 
During the remainder of Holy Week, I conducted services according to our tradi­
tion. On April 23d, the night before the Armenian Martyrs Day, a silent process­
ion was held from the Cambridge Commons to our Church with the participation of 
our youth and many other Armenian3 from the metropolitan Boston area. A Requiem 
Service and a Program was conducted in our church in memory of our martyrs. On 
April 24th, I celebrated the Divine Liturgy at St. James .Church in Watertown. On 
July 25th I celebrated the Divine Liturgy and preached in Salem for the Armenian 
community of Salem, Lynn and Peabody. In cooperation with the Armenian churches 
in New England, a joint celebration of the Divine Liturgy was conducted on 
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\ July 30 at the Cathedral of the Pines in New Hampshire. On August 20 a special 
Memorial Service and Program was held for the soul of the late PQpe Paul VI. 
Berj Jamgochian, the renowned organist of the Boston Symphony and Pops Orchestra, 
was our guest performer. On November 19th, a Family Thanksgiving Service was con­
ducted in our Church. The whole congregation took part in singing the Divine Liturgy. 
The members of the Women's Auxiliary received Holy Communion, followed with a 
Brunch. On December 24th, on the Eve of the American Christmas, we conducted a 
Family Service followed by Christmas carolling sung by the entire congregation. 

To make our Divine Liturgy more meaningful and comprehensible to our parishioners 
we conducted "Instruction Divine Liturgy" both on May 21 and October 29 where the 
Divine Liturgy was explained at different intervals during the Divine Liturgy. 
During the summer I trained ten young boys from our Sunday and Armenian Schools to 
be acolytes and altar servers for our Church. Once a week also,I conducted rehear­
sals of our junior choir. 

II. Guest Clersx 

On November 28th, we were honored to have with us His Beatitude Archbishop 
Shnork Kaloustian, the Armenian Patriarch of Constantinople. In the evening, a 
Hrashapar Service was conducted in our Church welcoming His Beatitude. Prior to 
the church service, His Beatitude met with our Parish Council members and Diocesan 
delegates atan evening dinner. At night, His Beatitude spoke to our congregation 
about the life of the Armenian community in Turkey. On December 9, the Vicar of 
the Armenian Church of Paris, Bishop Kuid Nakashian visited our parish. 

III. Sacraments and Services 

The following sacraments and services were conducted in our church during 
the past year. 

Baptisms 25 Weddings 11 Funerals 40 Engagement 

IV. VISITATIONS 

Pastoral visitations are essential for the mission of our Church. In a 
sense it is the Church that visits the homes of our parishioners. It also gives 
an opportunity to the pastor to know his parishioners better and to discuss with 
them both personal and church matters. During 1978, I have made 317 visitations. 
These include homes, hospitals, offices, nursing homes, funeral homes, cemetaries, 
and others. During the Christmas and Easter seasons, I have also blessed the homes 
of parishioners who had so requested. 

V. Counseling Service 

As .the spiritual father of our congregation, I have made myself available for 
counseling our parishioners whenever there was a need for counseling and guidance. 
Twenty-nine counseling sessions were held with individuals and couples who intended 
to be married. I feel that marriage counseling for young couples is important in 
order that their future may be based on a sound foundation. I was conducting 19 
counseling sessions with families who either had personal or ~amily problems.o Six 
other counseling sessions were held with other individuals and two with people·who 
were being prepared for baptism in the Armenian Church. 

The Pastor and his office are at your service to counsel our parishioners 
whenever the need may arise.

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VI. Meetings 

During the past year I have taken an active part, presided and conducted 
211 meetings in our parish. These include meetings of the Parish Council, 
Diocesan delegates, the Senior Womens Guild, the Women's Auxiliary, Sunday School 
teachers, Armenian School, Trinity Mens Union, Trinity Young Couples Organization, 
ACYOA Seniors and Juniors, Chelsea Womens Auxiliary, Choir, joint meeting with 
executive committees of our church affiliated organizations, membership committee, 
lecture committee, Tribute Committee meeting, Bazaar Committee, New Year's Eve 
Celebration Committee, Nominating Committee, maintenance committee, meeting with 
the chairpersons of our church affiliated organizations, Friends of the Holy 
Trinity, with the youth of our community and individuals. These meetings are 
important for the vitality of our community where we deliberate on church matters 
and give guidance to our church affiliated organizations and our community in 
general. 

On September 26th, I had invited a special meeting with some of the members 
of our community to consult with them and ask for their advice for the financial 
welfare of our church. 

From May 2 through the 7th, I had ~articipated in the Annual Clergymen's 
Conference and Diocesan Assembly in Detroit, Michigan. As a member of our 
Diocesan Council I had attended six times during the year to Diocesan Council meet-
ings in New York City. Five times during the year I had also participated in 
the New England Clergymen's meetings to discuss mutual problems and coordinate our 
mission in New England. 

VI. Educational 

During the year I have visited our Sunday School and Armenian School. I have 
conducted assemblies and on some occasions been in the Sunday School classes to 
talk to our children about the teachings of our church and responded to their 
questions. I have planned curriculum for our Sunday School with the superin­
tendent of our sunday School. On several occasions I have been in the Armenian 
School classrooms to observe their growth in their culture and heritage. I have 
also conducted choir rehearsals with the Armenian School children. At the meet­
ings of our church affiliated organizations, I have talked on various topics and 
answered questions. 

We conducted our monthly lecture series, "Introducing the Armenian Church". 
Our guest speakers were: The Very Rev. Father Zaven Arzoumanian, Father Dajad 
Davidian, Dr. Krikor Maksoudian, and in May I gave the final lecture of thls 
series, my subject being "the Ecumenical Movement and the Armenian Church". we 
have utilized our Church publication, "Dajar" to give information about the 
Armenian Church and her teachings and make it an interesting monthly paper. 
On different occasions, I have also given lectures to various organizations in 
the Greater Boston Area. 

A. Publications - I am grateful to Barbara Tellalian who handles the 
public relations work for our community and writes press releases for the 
functions and programs of our church in both the Armenian and non-Armenian 
news media. I am glad that during the year on three different occasions, we 
were able to secure time on two TV networks. During the month of October, · . 
when we celebrate our cultural month, I had arranged eight short programs on 
Chanel 5 and invited different clergymen and educators from our community and 
New England to talk on different subject matters concerning the Armenian Church 
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and Armenian Culture. On December 20th in cooperation with St. James Church~f 
watertown, we were able to have a joint service on Chanel 4 where different 

ethnic groups celebrated Christmas. On January 7, 1979, we conducted Christmas 
Services and the Pastor was interviewed on Chanel 5. 

During the month of October we were able to exhibit Armenian artifacts, manu­
scripts and paintings of Armenian artists. 

B. Musical Programs and Pro-Musica. On Sunday, January 4, through the 
generosity of the children and grandchildren of Baghdasar and Baidzar Bozigians, 
we were able to invite Lily Chookasian of the Metropolitan Opera Company of New 
York to give a concert in our Church. The Church was filled to capacity. 
Miss Chookasian performed superbly. The Boston Globe gave beautiful coverage 
to this concert. We are grateful to the kind donors for their unique gift to 
our church. 

On Sunday December 17, our Erevan Choral Society under the direction of the 
Very Rev. Father Oshagan Minassian, gave their Second Annual Choir Concert in our 
Church. We are grateful to Father Oshagan and his Chorous for a fine concert. 
The Pro-Musica committee of our Church had beautifully decorated the Sanctuary 
and hosted the reception following the concert. 

I hope and pray that parishionccs will sponsor similar concerts in our Church. 

VII. Church Office 

The pastor together with the pastor emeritus, Father Papken Maksoudian and 
the Church Secretary Rose Mamishian, take care of the office work. The Church 
office opens at 9:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. However, the pastor is available to take 
care of the needs of the Church at all times. 

Deacon Peter Arakelian and other parishioners volunteer their time to help 
us in our office work. During the summer, Miss Agnes Nahigian helped us for the 
two weeks when the church secretary was on vacation. Both Father Papken and I 
publicly express our deep appreciation to Mrs. Rose Mamishian, our devoted Ch-rch 
secretary, for her dedication. We also wish to express our appreciation to Deacon 
Peter Arakelian and to our volunteers. 

VIII. Gifts to our Church 

During the past year we have received a large painting depicting the 
Resu~rection of our Lord. This painting was a gift of Mr. & Mrs. Nishan 
Simonian to our Church. The painting will be anointed when the Primate visits 
our Church. We have also received monetary gifts both to the trust fund and to 
our Church by parishioners whose names may be found in the financial report of 
the Parish Council. 

Our Church is grateful to Mr. & Mrs. Isaac Karchakian for their generous 
donation of the new bronze doors of our Church given in memory of their beloved 
son, Alan David Karchakian. 

IX. Suggestions and Proposals 

As your pastor, I want to inform you that during the past year I have in­
terviewed two young men as pro~pective youth directors and director of Christian 
Education in our community. I have also spoken to His Eminence, the Primate, of 
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this essential need within our community. Unfortunately, as of today, we 
have been unable to secure a director for our youth and Sunday School. How­
ever, we shall pursue this matter until we find the ~ikely person to 
serve our needs. 

I recommend the following proposals for consideration: 

A. This Annual Parish Assembly should seriously reconsider the annual 
membership dues of our church. The Parish Council will make recommen­
dations in this regard. I hope that you will make the right decision in 
this regard. 

B. On April 24, 1980, the Armenian people will co~memorate the 65th Anni­
versary of the Genocide of 1915. I propose to build a memorial on our 
Church grounds dedicated to the memory of our martyrs. It is important 
that we form a three member committee to work on this project.

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76TH ANNUAL DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY REPORT 

The 76th Annual Diocesan Assembly of the Armenian Church of America~as 
called to order by Chairman Kachig Kazarian at 2:00P.M., May 4, 1978 at 
St. John Armenian Church of Greater Detroit. 

The invocation was given by Most Reverend ARchbishop Torkom Manoogian, 
Primate. The newly elected delegates were confirmed. Th~ Holy Trinity 
Armenian Church of Greater Boston was represented by the Pastor, Parish Coun­
cil Chairman and six delegates. A message from His Holiness Vasken I, Catholicos 
of All Armenians was read. 

The Assembly then elected Khachig Kazarian, Chairman, Very Reverend Zaven 
Arzoumanian, ARmenian language Secretary and Miss Betty Boyajian, English 
language Secretary. 

A courtesy committee and parliamentarian were , appointed. 

Reverend Hovsep Hagopian and Very Reverend Anania Arabadjian were the 
visiting clergy from Armenia. 

A memorial prayer was given for deceased Diocesan Delegates. 

The Diocesan Council report was given by Chairman John Najarian, who said 
. that unity would be a reality when both sides approved a set of by-laws.. He 
also reported on his trip to Etchmiadzin with the Primate. 

Archbishop Torkom Manoogian was overwhelmingly re-elected to a fourth con­
secutive term as Primate of the Diocese of the Armenian Church of America. 

Elections were also held for the following committees; Diocesan Board of 
Trustees, Nominating Committee (Our Pastor was elected to serve on this Com­

mittee) Proposals, Auditing and Budget Committee. 

The Assembly approved the following proposal for the second ~ime. 

ARTICLE 14: 

A) To elect officers of the Annual Parish Assembly from a slate to be 
determined by the Nominating Committee 

B) The Nominating Committee shall prepare lists of candidates, double 
the number of vacancies, for the election of the Parish Council, 
Auditing Committee, Officers of the Annual Parish Assembly, subsequent 
Nominating Committee and Diocesan Delegates. Members of the Nominati~g 
Committee may enter their own names as condidates for office. 

The following proposals were approved for the first time. 

ARTICLE 14: 

B) To elect a Nominating Committee composed of not less than three and 
not more than five members for a one year period. Said elected members 
to serve a maximum of two consecutive terms and after the interim of 
one year, may become eligible for election again as members of the 
Nominating Committee. 
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The following proposals were passed by the Diocesan Assembly: 

It is proposed that the Annual Statement of Income and Expenditures 
of the General Fund and the Annual Budget be corelated and reflect 
each other's line item format. 

R".solved, t ~ no candidate to any election to be held at the 
Diocesan Assembly be allowed to wear or to distribute campaign 
buttons or badges or any similar items in or near the Assembly 
hall, during the Assembly weekend. 

It is proposed that in accord with Diocesan By-Law 61-B., The 
Diocesan Assembly interpret Diocesan By-law. 61-A to mean that the 
Diocesan Assembly will consider only those soiutions as formally 
proposed that have been duly adopted by a Parish Assembly or by 
a Parish Council in meeting with its Diocesan Delegates. 

The Budget Committee reported its findings, and the Assembly acted upon 
the various budgetory items. 

The site for the 77th Annual Assembly will be the Merrimack Valley Area 
of New England. 

The Assembly closed at 5:10P.M. Saturday, May 6th, with a Benediction by 
Archbishop Torkom Manoogian.

The lectures, "Introduction to the Armenian Church", begun last year, continued 
through its series during the Spring of 1978. Our measure of success with these 
programs was explained in detail in last year's report. Yet an element of flat­
tery was added, as letters and and news items indicated that many of our sister 
churches in other cities were following our lead with lecture series of their 
own. 

The link between the Armenian Church and our artistic and cultural patrimony has 
always been strong. Consistent with this tradition, the children and grandchil­
dren of Bizar & Bagdassar Bozigian sponsored a concert with Lili Chookasian 
last June. It is the hope of this Committee that this example may serve as a 
catalyst for similar sponsorship. The Committee has ready an appropriate list 
of outstanding Armenian performing artists who may come to Holy Triniry in a 
sharing of their ~alent and celebrity. 

The 1978-79 calendar began with an expansion of the Committee's activities be­
yond the lectures of last season. Under the leadership of our Pastor, Father 
Mampre, it participated jointly with other groups within our Church to co-or­
dinate October as "Armenian Cultural Heritage Month". Two major efforts during 
this month brought outstanding art and artists; collections and collector in 
our midst. 

The New York Artists Exhibit featured the work of Vava Sarkis Khatchadourian, 
Salpi Mavian, and Simon Samsonian plus the opportunity of meeting these artists 
during a reception in their honor. It was not only well attended by our own 
parishioners, but attended also by others in our community recognizing the 
artists featured. 

In contrast to the vitality of our contemporary Armenian artists, the second 
show, on the other hand, illustrated an artistic vitality centuries old. This 
of course featured the renowned collection of Armenian antiquities of Haroutune 
Hazarian. Through virtually no expense of our own, Mr. Hazarian kindly brought 
with him for display in Shahe Hall a portion of his collection of manuscripts, 
illuminations, tiles, and incunabula. It was an opportunity for close rapport 
with priceless objects, and a ,chance to introduce our school children to an 
artistic heritage that could not have been as immediate in any museum setting. 

For this coming year many new programs are being planned with the participation 
of two new members to the Committee, Betty Asadorian and Helen Krikorian. We 
also take this opportunity to mark appreciation for the dedicated work of 
Bruce Haroutunian~ and Zabelle and Diran Zahigian. They will be turning their 
energies to other areas of service within our Church.
