The Chairman called upo Archie Kolligian who heads the Armenian 
'vJartyrs ' Monument Committee to address the ssembly. 

T11r. Kolligia n stated the committee has had several prelimina,ry 
meetings and letters have been written to Armenian artists asking 
them what type of designs they recommend. Approximately 10 letters 
have been sent and thre responses have been received. 

He stated parishioners will be informed as soon as more information 
has been received . The committee is now studying a model which one 
of the artists has submi t t ed . 

In reply to a question where the memorial monument will be placed, 
~ r . Kolligian stated 2 or 3 locations have been suggested but a 
definite location has not been d e termined . A suggestion that artists 
other than Armenians be contacted was made and Mr. Kolligian stated 
the committee is looking into this . He stated the size of the monument 
would depend on its location . Regarding Building Codes , the Assembly 
was informed the committee has met with offic i als of the City of 
Cambridge and tentative approval has been given. 

The cost of a Armenian Martyrs ' onument will be approximately 
$100 , 000 . 00 and a parishioner echoed the opinion of most of those 
present whe n she added we should not count our pennies too closely 
when it comes to honoring our Martyrs . 

Obse rving the · 70th Anni versary o f the Genocide: 
The Paotor was invited to address the Assembly regarding plans to 
commemorate the 70th Anniversary of the Genocide. 

He stated on February 23 , 1985 there will be a Testimonial Banquet 
honoring Go vernor Georg Deukme jian of California in Washington , D. C. 
and asked all those pre ent to attend this affair to honor "an offspring 
blossoming f rom the ash s" . Other p r omine nt Armenians and artists will 
participate in the pro gram that evening and our parishioners were asked 
to join His Eminence Torkom Archbishop Manoo gian, the Clergy of our 
Diocese and other prominent Armenians to honor Governor Deukmejian. 

There will be other pro grams in Aoril to honor the martyrs whic h 
will take place in New York and our community will be invited to 
participate . 

Locally , on the Eve of Holy Thursday , April 4 , 1985 , twelve survivors 
will be selec ted for the washing of the Feet ceremony in our Church . 
The Honorable George Keverian , Speaker of the House , will address the 
c ongre gation . 

On April 13 , 1985 there will be a Symposium at the John F . Kennedy 
Building , Harvard University at which time different aspects of the 
Ge nocide will be discussed by a panel co mposed of prominent educators . 

All ew England Churc hes o f our Diocese will participate in the 
Divine Liturgy at our Church on April 23, 1985 . The Vicar General , 
the Ve r y Heve rend Baret Ye retzian , will officiate . 
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Anniversar of the Genocide (contin ued): 
together with the J ewish community, our 1\.artyrs 

will be honored at the 3 tate House in Boston. Among he dignitaries 
invited are Governor Mic hael Dukakis and Speaker oft e House, George 
Keverian . Dr . Gre gory Adamian , Pres ident of Bently College , will be 
the gues t s peaker . 

octobe r is our Cultural Month and this y ear the theme for all activities 
will be the Rebirth of the Ar menian Spirit . 

The Diocesan Assembly: 
The Chairman announced that this year the Di oce san As embly will 
take plac e in Bayside, Long Isla nd on !'lay 5 , 1985. 

A parishioner commented t hat last year a special meet i ng was called 
by our Church to inform parishioners what had taken place at the 1984 
Diocesan As s embly . S he s tated she found t his very inf ormative and 
rec ommended we have s uch meeting s in the future . 

.. r . Do rian stated th~s item will be placed on the a genda for the 
next Parish Council meeting and as suggested, we will have a meeting 
after this year ' s Dio c esan Assembly . 

Referring to this year' s Annual Report , Page 2e, Margaret Atamian 
asked what .action had been made on a Motion she had made and which 
was passed that a Diocesa n Delegate should have been first a member 
of the Parish Cou ncil and served at least one term as a Trustee. 
(This rv:otion was made and seconded at last year ' s Parish Assembly 
and passed . ) The Chairma n stated , a s required , this 1\lotion was 
submitted to the Propos al Committee for the 1984 Diocesan Assembly 
but did not pass. 

The Chairman called upon Stephen Pa nosian , Chairman o f the Parish 
Council , to address the Ass embly on the Regionalization Program .

Panos ian explained the Re g ional i za tion Program 
started with an Ad Hoc Committee and almost became a mandate fro m the 

rimate and Diocesan Council because the duties of th Diocese is s o 
great and complex . In the near future a l ay coord inator will be 
chosen . 

1 he Chairman asked both secretaries to note that the Regionalization 
rleport be placed on the a ge nda of future Parish Assem lies. 

The Chairman of the Nominating Committee was ask d to come forward a nd 
inform the ssembly of the election results. r .. r .
