Sunday, February 7, 1993

The Annual Parish Assembly of the Holy Trinity Armenian Apostolic
Church of Creater Boston was held on Sunday, February 7, 1993,
following Church Services, in the Charles and Nevart Talanian
Cultural Hall. One hundred thirty-six (136) dues-paying members
were present.

The Assembly was called to order by Albert Zouranjian, Chairman of
the Parish Council, at 1:15 p.m. He welcomed and thanked the
parishioners for their attendance.

The Opening Prayer was offered by Reverend Father Mampre A.
Kouzouian, Pastor, who asked those present to join with him in
reciting the prayer in English and Armenian.

Ceorge W. Haroutunian, Chairman of the Nominating Committee,
presented the slate for the day's Tivan, as follows:

Eugene Raphaelian declined his nomination. Additional nominations
for Chairman of the Day were asked from the floor. There being no
further nominations, a Motion was made and seconded that Donald
Tellalian be elected Chairman of the Assembly.

Nancy Young declined her nomination for Secretary. Additional
nominations were asked from the floor.

Donald Tellalian, in addressing the Assembly, thanked the
Nominating Committee and the Assembly on behalf of himself and
Cathy Minassian for electing him Chairman and Catherine Minassian,
Secretary. He expressed his appreciation for their vote of
confidence and hoped to conduct the Assembly in a fair and
effective manner.

In regard to the day's Agenda, the Chairman noted that between No.
10 and No. Il New Business, the agenda item of Old Business would
be inserted. Also he brought before the Assembly whether it was
the desire of the group to elect a Parliamentarian for the Day, in
light of the fact that he was not a student of par!iamentary
procedure. There was no response from the Assembly to elect a

At that time it was
noted that no corrections to the Annual Parish Report were
apparent, so the Report stood as published.

PASTOR'S ANNUAL REPORT FOR 1992

The Pastor gave an overview of his report in both English and
Armenian.

He noted that we can do better on Church attendance on Sunday
mornings and that the most important part of Parish life is our
Worship service.

The Pastor commented on the present situation in Armenia that we
should help as 2 community as well as individuals since the future
of Armenia depends on this. Some parishes have a line item in
their budget to help Armenia. Helping sister churches in Armenia
is one idea.

A motion was made and seconded to accept the Pastor’'s Report.
MOTION PASSED.

PARISH COUNCIL ACTIVITIES REPORT FOR 1992

At this time the Parish Council Chairman addressed the Assembly.
He commented that the Council’'s theme this year was out reach to
the parishioners. Also, he commented that in the near future
additional funds would be required for needed renovations of the
Parish House. A motion was made and seconded to accept the Parish
Council Report as given. MOTION PASSED.

At this time the Ballot Box was closed and counting of ballots was
begun under the direction of the Nominating and Auditing
Committees, according to Church By-Laws. [t was questioned as to
why people whose names were on the ballots were also counting
ballots. It was noted that no person handled a ballot if their
name was on the ballot. The Chairman of the Assembly suggested
that in the future the Committees put together a procedure so that
those handling ballots had no interest in counting ballots.

PARISH COUNCIL FINANCIAL REPORT FOR 1992

The Assembly Chairman called upon Phyllis Martins, Treasurer of
the Parish Council, to address any questions regarding the report.
The amount for Clergy Stipend was clarified and it was noted that
the Diocesan Dues included two years of Youth Ministry surcharges.
A question was raised why there was not a line item for $12,000
for Father Papken Maksoudian's pension. The explanation was given
that since the pension had been sent three times and returned,
refused by Father Maksoudian, it had been left out.

At this time the Chairman of the Assembly suggested that vote on
the 1993 budget be deferred until after Old Business.
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The Chairman of the Assembly thanked all the Church Orcenizations
for their reports as printed in the Parish Annual Report as well
as their contributions to the Church and community life. There
being no questions or corrections to the reports as printed and in
the interest of moving on to other issues, he suspended with the
reading of the reports.

OLD BUSINESS

Dlscussion was held on the motion made at the 1992 Parish Assembly
concernlng a lifetime pension for Father Papken Maksoudian. .
Specifically, question centered on two issues, 1) What to do with
"the $11,000 held in escrow and 2) what to do with the line ltem
for the 1993 Budget.

lneamuch as Father Maksoudian. on at least three separate end
distinct occasions, hed refused the pension payments and had
returned theé checks with a letter stating "not to bother him”
further, the Chair entertained a motion by Robert Goshgarlan and
seconded to rescind the 1992 motion which states that "Holy
Trinity Church shall pay a lifetime pension which represents the
sum and totel compensation of $1,000 2 month for a total of ‘
$12,000 per year to Father Papken Maksoudian”

Dlscussion on this motion was held. In order to clarify Father
Papken’'s feeling toward the pension, his most recent letter of
refusal dated December 18 1992 was read. -

- An amendment to the motion was entertained from the floor to .
change the’ word "rescind” to "terminate”. A motion was macde and
seconded to change the word ‘rescind’ to ‘‘terminate’'.

year for the use of these funds, and act upon them at the next
Perlsh Assembly.

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Discussion was held on what the definitions of senior citizen and
student were. Senior Citizen was defined to mean age 65 and above
and student was defined as anyone over the age of 18 who could
provide proof of fulltime affiliation with an academic
institution.

As discussion ensued, Aram Hintlian amended his motion to also
increase regular church membership dues to $75, along with the
senior citizen and student increase to $50. Question was called
and the MOTION PASSED.

On
many occasions, I reached out to our panshloners to bring them the message of the Gospels and
to comfort them during a difficult time in their lives by praying, advising and supporting them.
Through this counseling service, the Church reaches out to its parishioners to guide and support
them.

"I held counselmg sessions with individuals and families, as well as young couples on 63
occasions.

4. - Pastoral Visitations

During 1993, I made 306 pastoral visitations to the homes of our parishioners, to the sick
in hospitals, to the elderly in nursing homes (the Armenian Nursing Home in Jamaica Plain as
well ‘as others), to rehabilitation centers, and to hospice homes to pray and conduct services for
our people. 1 also visited cemeteries to bless the graves of loved ones.

On August 11, I visited the Armenian Nursing Home in Jamaica Plain, with our Primate,

and visit the residents of the Home. On this occasion, the Friends/Volunteers of the Armenian
Women's Welfare Association served a luncheon to the Primates and seminarians.

* homes, and those who had been missed in our Church to congratulate them on
the holy days. telling them lhey have been missed by the Church.

The 1993 Parish Council respectively submits the following Annual Report to the
parishioners of the Holy Trinity Armenian Church of Greater Boston. As Trustees, our
responsibility is to oversee the management of our Church Parish and the many activities it
undertakes to sustain itself. Our involvement in these activities has shown us that our Parish is
blessed in the fellowship of the Christian Spirit.

One of the most important items this year and one which demonstrated our true fellowshp
as a Christian community was in our reaching out to help Der Massis Galstian and his family in
their time of need. By providing Der Massis the privileges of "visiting clergy” and a financial
gift for the services he rendered, as well as housing, we were able to help him and his family
while a Parish assignment was sought. Through the combined efforts of the Primate, our Pastor
Der Mampre, and members of the Parish Council, Der Massis was offered an assignment at St.
Peter's Church in Watervliet, NY. The kindnesses of our parishioners were rewarded in the
satisfaction of reaching out to a family in time of need.

A Compensation Committee reviewed the salaries and job profiles of all church employees
and made appropriate adjustments as necessary and where possible, to bring them more in line
with the general workplace.

We continue to self audit our accounting practices throughout our Church bookkeeping
systems and that of all the Church organizations to be assured of proper accounting methods. We
will continue to work closely with our accountant for suggestions and guidance.
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With the purchase of a new Hewlett Packard LaserJet 4 printer, we have been able to

improve the efficiency and quality of printed materials; i.e., Dajar, weekly Sunday Bulletins,
flyers, etc., produced by the Church Office, while simultaneously being able to reduce some
costs. We will continue to seek ways to improve the operations of our Church Office, while
keeping an eye on cost conttol

The Dome continues to be a problem in inclement weather, but the Maintenance
- Committee is abreast of the problem and seeking a permanent solution.

As previously reported, the Parish House, which is over 100 years old, has bzcn showing
serious signs of age and wear and tear. The third-floor interior was extensively refurbished in
1993. However, there are serious and extensive problems on the exterior of the house as well
as major renovations needed in the interior, With the assistance of an’architect, the Building
Committee has embarked on a plan which will be presented in the near future to renovate and
remodel the Parish House.

The Church heating system continues to plague us. However, until such time that repairs

and patchmg can no longer be administered, we shall make no changes as advised by an .

engineering consultant.

The floor in Johnson Hall was recently replaced due to the kind generosity of Hrant and ”

Charles Johnson & Family. We are also evaluatxng the degree of upgrading that should be done
to Shahe Hall. :

Chsairman’s Report:

As Chairman, I am happy to report that the year’s activities as well as meetmg; were functionally and
socially successful. Supplcmcntmg my report, our treasurer’s report will indicate that 1993 was also a
success from a financial wcwpomt : :

While regularly scheduled meetmgs were generally comprised of busmess as usual, i.e., good food,
comradery, and recreation, certain meetings and activities were noteworthy commensurate with the
following overall objectives: : .

1. Membership Attendance Drive: Early on in the year a concerted effort to solicit younger membership
as well as solidify the attendance of veteran members was successfully executed by both telephone as well
as written notification.

It
was unanimously decided to try the merits of rescheduling”our meeting for the period of one year. If it
worked well without major inconvenience, it would be continued. Yet to come, will be another vote -
which will determine whether the first and second Monday/month meeting position will alternate on a
yearly basis. The overall objective was to provide an opportuntity for members to have an additional night

to socialize with other Armenians who are, incidentally, fnends with similar interests. The context and
purpose of the mcheduled meetmg were to be strictly social and, to date, has been a great success.

3. The Armenian lssue The membership has always been highly vocal when the subject of "state affairs”
in our homeland has come up for discussion, Durmg the past year, continuous recognition of the

devastation, as it takes a variety of shapes and forms, in Armenia, goes without saying. In fact, three of

our speaker presentations focused on some of the major issucs as well as the geographic and cultural

attributes of the country. They were as follows:

Rev. Fr. Massis Galstiar presented a first-hand account of the Armenians as they
exist with a tenacious commitment fo survive in a difficult economy with very
little naiural resource and external supply of goods and services. He presented
the Armenian people as a major contributing factor to Russia's scientific as well
as business comnmuziity. :

Tony Barsamian presented an update of the isstues surrounding the plight of the
Armenians with respect to the Norgano/Karabagh issue and the state of relations
with Azerbaijian.

Dr. Paul Barsam presented an interesting slide show depicting the condition of the
medical care facilities, or lack thereof, in Armenia. The message was made clear
that medical supplies and services are in short supply. -Dr. Barsam also highlighted
some very beautiful and religiously historical geographic sites during his visit. The
encouraging aspect of his presentation concerned the care and support that he and
many others were able to solicit from the international medical community. Our
objective to both stimulate and sustain interest in Armenia and its destination is alive
and doing well. '

4. _Interesting Meetings: The meetings throughout the year seem o captivate the interest of the
membership as a whole. Other than those meetings mentioned above, the average agenda contained either
video tape presentations or guest speekers relating topics of current events and other interesting
information. Needless to say, food quality and quantity are always a big hit at these meetings and if that’s
the only attraction in some cases, then, so be it. On the subject of food, special thanks are extended to
Helen Donabedian and Evelyn Dermenjian for food preparation as well as to those members who
consistently volunteer for cooking and other kitchen duties. ,

In conclus:on, I wish to cxtcnd my sincerest thanks to all the members for their continued attendance as
well as financial support in keeping the organization together and whole. Additionally, our appreciation
to the Church Office for correspondence and general clerical support is most heartily extended. As my
term comes to a close, let it be known that it has been truly an enjoyable experience to serve as your
_ Chairman as well as a member.
