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Minutes of Annual Parish Assembly
February 4, 1996

The Annual Parish Assembly of the Holy Trinity Armenian Apostolic
Church of Greater Boston was held on Sunday, February 4, 1996, following
Church Services in the Charles and Nevart Talanian Cultural Hall.

The Assembly was called to order by George Haroutunian, Chairman of
the Parish Council, at 1:00 p.m. He thanked the members who were present for
attending the meeting,

The opening prayer was offered by Reverend Father Mampre A.
Kouzouian, Pastor, who asked those present to join with him in reciting the
prayer in English and Armenian.

Aram Hintlian, Jr., the Chairman of the Nominating Committee
presented the slate for the day's Tivan as follows:

Chairman: Daniel Dorian and Diran Zahigian

Additional nominations for Chairman of the Day were asked from the floor.
Diran Zahigian declined his nomination. Since there were no further
nominations, a Motion was made and seconded for Daniel Dorian to be elected
Chairman of the Assembly. MOTION PASSED.

Recording Secretary: Carol Krikorian and Catherine Minassian

Additional nominations were asked from the floor and since there were no
further names, nominations were closed. Carol Krikorian declined her
nomination for Secretary and a Motion was made and seconded that Catherine
Minassian be elected as Recording Secretary of the Assembly. MOTION
PASSED.

Daniel Dorian, Chairman of the Assembly, noted that a quorum was
present to hold the elections. There were one hundred sixteen (116) members
present, and one hundred sixteen (116) ballots cast.

The Chairman of the Assembly asked if the Minutes of the 1995 Annual
Assembly should be read, or if they would be accepted as presented. A Motion
was made and seconded that the Minutes of the 1995 Parish Assembly be
accepted as they were printed in the Annual Report and mailed to parishioners.
MOTION PASSED.

A question was raised from the floor regarding balloting and whether
ballots with less than the number of votes indicated for an office would be
accepted. It was noted that any ballot having more or less than the required
number of votes for a position would be invalid. Aram Hintlian, Jr., Chairman
of the Nominating Committee, was called upon to read the nominees for
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elective offices as put forth by the Nominating Committee. All-of the nominees
were asked to come forward to be introduced to the members of the Assembly.

PASTOR'S ANNUAL REPORT FOR 1995

Father Mampre Kouzouian outlined the various parts of his report which
included Church Services, Sacraments, Counseling, Visitations, Meetings,
Cultural Programs, Church Schools, Youth Ministry. He spoke of his travel to
the National Ecclesiastical Assembly in Etchmiadzin where he served as a
delegate for the election of the Catholicos of All Armenians, His Holiness
Karekin I. He outlined the assistance that was provided to Armenia during the
year.

A special event that occurred during the year was the dedication of the
beautiful khatchkar that stands in front of our Church as monument to our
Armenian martyrs. The dedication service and other activities that were held
on Sunday, April 23, 1995 at our Church, commemorated the 80th Anniversary
of the Genocide. He also noted the banquets that were held celebrating the 90th
Anniversary of Senior Women's Guild and the "Man of the Year" Diran
Zahigian.

The Pastor noted that the restoration work on the exterior of the Parish
House was completed this year. He expressed his thanks to the parishioners
who have contributed to the fund raising efforts for this project, the
architectural advisor Ed Danielson, and the contractor Steve Panosian.

Father Mampre expressed his appreciation to the Church Office Staff,
the Parish Council and Parishioners for their support and dedication to Holy
Trinity Church. Father Mampre asked for any comments or questons on his
report.

ACTIVITIES FOR OUR PARISH YOUTH

Seta Buchter, Holy Trinity Sunday School Superintendent and Advisor to
the ACYOA Juniors group, was introduced to the Assembly. She addressed the
Assembly and spoke of the activities, such as the Sunday School and ACYOA,
that were available to the youth of our parish and the importance of supporting
and encouraging our young people, and how the Primate has declared 1996 to
be the Year of the Youth. The newly elected Executive Committee for Holy
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- Trinity's ACYOA Juniors was introduced. .

PARISH COUNCIL ACT IVlT.[ES REPORT FOR 1995

. Dan Dorian next called on George Haroutunian, Chairman of the Parish
Council, to speak about the Parish Council's Report. George Haroutunian
thanked the Parish for their support during the year, and mentioned that one
area that could be improved would be Church attendance on Sunday mornings.
A group is continuing to look into ways to increase church attendance.

PARISH COUNCIL FINANCIAL REPOkT FOR 1995

Gregory Hintlian addressed the 1995 Financial Report. He noted that
there was a typing error on page 61 of the Annual Report and the title of the
statement should read the "Proposed Budget for the Year 1996", not 1995.
Since there were no questions with the report, a motion was made and seconded
to accept the financial report and budget for 1996. MOTION PASSED.

OLD BUSINESS

A financial report on the Parish House Renovations was given by
Gregory Hintlian. The outdoor restoration phase of the project was completed
at ‘a cost $275,000 which was under the $288,000 that was budgeted.
Donations from parishioners have totaled just over $100,000 for this project. A
note was also secured from the Bank of Boston for $180,000 to fund the project.
The monthly payments on the loan should be lower, as mterest rates are
predicted to drop this year.

NEW BUSINESS

A discussion was held on the Church Deed in response to questions that
had been raised in the parish about its status. Dan Dorian, who is currently
serving as a Diocesan Trustee, explained that most of the deeds of churches in
our Diocese are in the custody of the Diocese for safekeeping in the event of
any problems. Holy Trinity's deed is held at the Diocese. There are no.issues
- that jeopardize the safety of deed at the Diocese. A motion was made and
“seconded that the Parish leaves the deed of the Church in the custody of the

Diocese. MOTION PASSED. '

Gerald Ajemian was called upon to introduce Keith Muhlman, the staff
*- liaison -from the Diocese for the Living Memorial Program. This project
- involves pillar memorials that will be located on the plaza of St. Vartan's
- Cathedral in New York. Participants in the Living Memorial Program will
have their names engraved on the pillars, similar to the memorials at Ellis
- Island. Genealogical information about the participants will be entered intoa -
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computer system set up in conjunction with the Memorial Visitor Center at St.
Vartan's Cathedral.

The issue of the separate assessment that is made on Parishes by Diocese
for the Department of Youth Ministry was raised. This assessment is in
addition to the annual Diocesan Assessment that our Parish pays. A motion
was made and seconded that our Diocesan Delegates bring before the Diocesan
Assembly a proposal to rescind the annual 1% Youth Ministry Assessment to
all Parishes in the Diocese. MOTION PASSED. It was noted that in order to
get this proposal on the agenda of the 1996 Diocesan Assembly it would have
to be prepared and submitted in accordance with the By-Laws.

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Pastor’s 1996 Annual Report

With this report, I am presenting to you my 20th Annual Report as Pastor
of our Church. As a servant of God laboring in His vineyard, I want to give
thanks to Almighty God for giving me good health to serve His flock for another
year. | want to express my appreciation to each and every member of Holy
Trinity Church for their good will and cooperation. May God grant you many
years of good health so that together we may serve Him.

1. Church Services

Church Services are the center of our corporate life as a Christian Church.
As in previous years, | have conducted Church Services according to the rites
and canons of the Armenian Church.

There is need of more participation by our parishioners at Church Services
on Sunday mornings. The Church is the center of our Christian life and must
serve to inspire and strengthen the spiritual life of our people.

During the year, I conducted Services every Sunday morning with sermons
given in English and Armenian on current events and the Church’s approach to
these issues.

On Wednesdays during Lent, we conducted "Peace and Rest Services" in
Church, preceded by a Lenten dinner in Johnson Hall.

During Holy Week, Services were conducted according to the canons of our
Church.

Family Services were conducted on Mother’s Day, May 12; Family Re-
union Sunday, September 15; Thanksgiving, November 24; and Christmas,
December 22.

On Christmas-Epiphany Eve and on Easter Eve, I conducted Services and
administered Confession and Communion to our Sunday School and Armenian
School children.

On different occasions, clergymen have celebrated the Divine Liturgy and
preached in our Church.

* During my vacation, the Rev. Fr. Arten Ashjian, the Rev. Fr. Arsen
Barsamian, and the Rev. Fr. Camig Hallajian conducted Church Services in our
Church on March 10, 17, and 24, respectively.

* June 2, His Grace Archbishop Grigoris Bouniatian, Primate of the Diocese
of Shirak in Armenia, celebrated the Divine Liturgy and our Primate, Archbishop
Khajag Barsamian, delivered the sermon. During the Divine Liturgy, Konstanine
Simonian, a famous opera singer and soloist at the Cathedral of Holy
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Etchmiadzin, was guest soloist.

» October 25, we were honored to have the Primate of Paris, France,
" Archbishop Kude Nakashian, and the Rev. Fr. Camig Hallajlan visit our Church.

.+ On an exchange basis, 1 mvxted two young clergymen from the New
~England region to celebrate the Divine Liturgy in our Church while I was the

"Celebrant in their respective Church: on November 3, the Rev. Fr. Sahag
Kaishian, Pastor of St. Gregory the INuminator Church in Haverhill, and on
December 15, the Rev. Fr. Vasken Kouzouian, Pastor of St. Mark Armeman
Church in Springfield. v

'« November 10, the Rev. Fr. Carnig Hallajian celebrated the Dlvme Liturgy
- in our Church while I was on vacation.

This "year, at the conclusxon of the Christmas Family Servrce on
December 22, our Sunday School children presented their Christmas Pageant in
Church while the congregation joined in the singing of Christmas Carols.

Our organist, Zavan Mazmanian, tendered his resignation after serving with
great dedication for many years. On July 28, following Church Services, the
Parish Council held a reception in honor of Zavan where the Parish had the
opportunity to express their appreciation for Zavan’s services to our Church.
Once again, we wish to express our gratitude to Zavan for his devotion.

‘ As of August 4, our new organist is Karine Bagdasarian, a former Associate
Professor of Piano Performance at the Komitas Conservatory in Yerevan,
Armenia.

I wish to express my apprecratlon to the Very Rev. Fr. Oshagan Minassian,
our Choir Director, who also delivered homilies in our Church when 1 have
asked him, as well as to our Deacons, Altar servers, Choir members and
Organist for thelr assistance and dedication to our Church '

Orice again, let us remind ourselves that Sunday mommg is’ the Lord’s day
and that we should get together in His home to praise His name and glve thanks
for the many blessings that we receive from Him.

4. Pastoral Visitations

During 1996, 1 visited 284 hospitals, nursing homes, homes of our
parishioners, and rehabilitation centers. I also visited and blessed grave sites at
cemeteries. During these visitations, | counseled and gave hope and en-
couragement to our people; at times sharing their joy and, other times, sharing
their grief and pain.

5. Meetings

During the year, I participated at 152 Parish-affiliated meetings with our
Church organizations and Executive Committees and different sub-committees.
On various occasions, | met with our Diocesan Delegates and had joint meetings
with delegates from other Parishes in New England.

During the visitation of His Holiness Karekin I, Supreme Patriarch and
Catholicos of All Armenians, I participated in several meetings to arrange His
Holiness' visit to our region. Upon the invitation of the Primate, I also met with
the New England regional representatives. Additionally, 1 participated at two
"Fund for Armenia Relief" (FAR) Board meetings at our Diocesan headquarters.

6. Cultural and Educational Programs

Cultural:

* October 27, to celebrate Armenian Cultural Heritage Month, we invited a
young violinist from Toronto, Canada, Catherine Manoukian, to give a violin
concert in our Church. Our Church organist, Karine Bagdasarian, accompanied
our guest artist on the piano. Those who were present immensely enjoyed the
superb performance of this young, talented artist.

® December 15, at what has become an annual tradition for our Parish, the
Erevan Chorus and Orchestra presented their annual Christmas Concert which
was greatly appreciated by our parishioners as well as our friends and neighbors.

Educational:

* September 29, I invited Dr. Herbert Benson, Associate Professor at
Harvard Medical School, who has authored several books and appeared
frequently on national television, to talk on the "Healing Power of Prayer" from
the medical point of view. Dr. Parnag H. Kasarjian introduced the guest speaker.
Following Dr. Benson's talk, our parishioners had time to speak with Dr. Benson
at a reception following Church Services. Dr. Benson was kind enough to
autograph copies of his latest book, Timeless Healing, which were on sale.

7. Our Schools

I am happy to inform our parishioners that both our Parish schools, the
Armenian School and the Sunday School, have done very well during this year.

The Armenian School has an enrollment of 19 students with two teachers.
This year, the Armenian School has increased its hours. Classes take place each
Sunday morning from 9:30 am to 10:30 am, with additional time given for
rehearsals and cultural education on Wednesday evenings and Saturdays. The
Treasurer of the Armenian School is Diran A. Zahigian whom we thank for his
many years of service. We also wish to thank the teachers and all those who
ﬁnancxally and morally support the Armenian School.

~ The Sunday School has an enrollment of 127 students with 19 teachers plus
supportive staff and parent volunteers. Classes are held every Sunday from
10:30 am - 12 noon. I want to thank our Superintendent, Seta A. Buchter, and
all the dedicated teachers and staff members who give their time every Sunday
to teach religion to our children. Thank you, also, to those who morally and

_financially support our Sunday School. This year, on May 19, two students
graduated from our Sunday School. ' oo

8. - Youth Director

.. Under the leadership' and supervision of Advisors, Seta A. Buchter and
Catherine Minassian, who volunteer their service to our youth in the Parish, we
have a healthy ACYOA Juniors who have held meetings, socials, and outings
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throughout the year. The Parish Council is looking for a Youth Director to do
the Youth Ministry within our Parish. We hope that we will be able to find a
suitable person for this job.

Unfortunately, the ACYOA Seniors throughout the entire Diocese are not in
a healthy situation at the present time. We hope that this will change soon.

As in past years, the ACYOA Juniors were responsible for the following
functions held during the year:

The Juniors also helped at our Trinity Festival in September, Annual Banquet in
October, and Bazaar in December.

9. Assistance to Armenia

This year, a fund-raising project initiated within our Parish in 1995 by two
of our parishioners, Aetna and Araksie Tashjian, was completed with the
installation of two generators for the Meghete Sanitorium in Dilijan, Armenia.
We are grateful to Aetna and Araksie for initiating this project and pursuing its
realization. We are most grateful to our parishioners and friends who generously
contributed almost $15,000.00 to this project, raising enough to purchase the two
generators plus fuel for their operation. We also wish to thank the Fund for
Armenia Relief (FAR) of our Diocese and its Director, Yeznig Balian, for taking
care of this project in Armenia.

Holy Trinity Church also contributed $3,700.00 to the Seminary of Holy
Etchmiadzin to prepare clergymen for the Armenian Church. This amount was
derived from the annual income that parishioners have contributed to the Holy
Trinity Trust Fund.

During the year, parishioners also contributed money to the Seminary in the
Diocese of Shirak (Koumairi) of Armenia.

On October 3, parishioners of Holy Trinity Church, amongst others, were
invited to a gathering in Watertown by the "Fund for Armenia" to explain the
importance of assistance to our motherland through the "Fund for Armenia".

10. Pontifical Visit

From January 17-19, His Holiness Karekin I, Supreme Patriarch and
Catholicos of All Armenians, paid a Pontifical visit to New England. On

January 17, His Holiness presided at Church Services held in our Church and
[HTACS6]
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delivered his Pontifical message to the clergy and Armenians of Massachusetts.
On January 18, an Ecumenical Breakfast took place at the Sheraton Commander
Hotel in Cambridge, where His Holiness met with Armenian and non-Armenian-
clergymen, as well as civic dignitaries, and delivered an eloquent speech. That
afternoon, a Luncheon was held in His Holiness’ honor, at the Charles and -
Nevart Talanian Cultural Hall of our Church, where 250 guests were invited to
meet and hear His Holiness. Later that afternoon, a Meeting/Reception took
place at the Brighton residence of His Eminence Bernard Cardinal Law,
Archbishop of the Roman Catholic Archdiocese of Boston. In the evening, His
Holiness met with the community at the Hyatt Regency Hotel in Cambridge for
an open forum on the "Contemporary Issues Facing the Armenian Church".
Many preliminary meetings were held to arrange the Catholicos’ visit to Boston.
Our Executive Director, Nancy D. Kasarjian, who served as Vice-Chairman for
the New England Area Committee, and our Secretary, Carol Krikorian, worked
diligently to see that the visit to our Parish and affiliated functions were
successful. We wish to express our gratitude to Edward Guleserian and his late
brother, Walter, for all the courtesies extended to His Holiness whxle in Boston.

11. Special Events

We celebrated the 35th anniversary of the consecration of our Church in
Cambridge and the 75th anniversary of the purchase of our first Church on
" Shawmut Avenue in Boston on October 20, His Eminence, the Primate of our
Diocese, celebrated the Divine Liturgy ‘in our Church and presided at the
Anniversary Banquet. Despite a storm and heavy rains for two days, more than
250 parishioners came and supported this event. The main speaker of the day
was Michael Ohanian, one of the original members of the Bulldmg Commlttee
of our Church. : :

On November 22, the Pastor and Parish Council hosted a meeting of the
young people of our Parish. It was a successful gathering that we intend to
continue. . : o '

The 1996 Parish Council respectively submits the following Annual Report
to the parishioners of Holy Trinity Armenian Church of Greater Boston. As
Trustees, our responsibility is to oversee the management of our Church Parish
and the many activities it undertakes to sustain itself. Our involvement in these
activities has shown us that our Parish is blessed in the fellowship of the
Christian spirit.

This year, two themes emerged and played a role in many of the spiritual,
cultural, and social activities of our Parish. It was the Year of the Youth and a
time to reinforce our strong hope in our future as Armenians. Correspondingly,
it was a time for remembrance, reflection, and celebration of our past that made
us proud of our heritage and ethnicity.

The year began with a visit to our Parish from the Supreme Patriarch and
Catholicos of All Armenians, His Holiness Karekin [, on January 17 and 18, as
part of his tour to the United States. Several community activities were planned
for the Catholicos, highlighted by a special Divine Liturgy service at Holy
Trinity. It was indeed a proud moment for our Parish as the Church was filled
to capacity with members of the Armenian community, clergy, dignitaries and
parishioners. To all who planned and carried out this important event to
perfection, you have our heartfelt thanks and admiration.

The Catholicos' message of the importance of our youth and hope for our
future was reflected in many of our Parish activities throughout the year. The
following are some of the highlights:
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The Sunday School and Armenian School enrollments of 127 and 19
respectively were record numbers in our Church. Teachers stressed the
importance of prayer, religion, and family worship in our lives. Acknowledg-
ment goes to our Sunday Schoo! Superintendent, Seta A. Buchter, and her staff
of teachers for their time and dedication to our youth.

The Teen Seminar Program continues.to be an integral part of the Sunday
School curriculum. This program allows designated parishioners and former
Sunday School members to facilitate teen discussions on relevant religious and
societal issues.

Upper-class Sunday School students continued their participation and assis-
tance to the Parish Council on periodic Sundays. They deserve our praise for
their spirit of cooperation and poise in handling duties alongside the Parish
Council.

Our Junior Choir Program continued this past year under the direction of
Deacon Gregory Krikorian and coordination® of Seta Buchter. A number of
Sunday School students committed their time'and energy to rehearsals and joined
our Church Choir on occasional Sundays.. Our hope and goal are to encourage
and sustain these young voices for the future,

The Parish Council sponsored a reception for young couples, Sunday School
parents, and single members of our Parish on November 22. A number of
parishioners were in attendance for an open and frank: dlscussxon of spiritual,
cultural and social issues. This group has committed to meet on a regular basis,
beginning in early 1997. Information will be forthcoming on future meetmgs to
parishioners who may be interested in attending.

The second theme of remembrance, reflection and celebration of our past was
in evidence throughout the year:

A special commemoration of the 35th Anniversary of the Consecration of our
Church in Cambridge and the 75th Anniversary of the purchasing of our first
Church on Shawmut Avenue in Boston, was held on October 20, as part of the
annual Stewardship Banquet. Our Primate, His Eminence Archbishop Khajag
Barsamian, and other guest speakers reminded us of our past accomplishments
and looked to the future with the announcement of two annual $1,000 Leadership
Awards to two worthy students, one from Cambridge Rindge and Latin and the
other from a Boston public high school. Acknowledgment goes to Donald and
Barbara Tellalian, Eugene and Queenie Raphaelian, and Aetna and Araksie
Tashjian for their committee work and recommendation of the scholarships.

The ACYOA 'held their Palm Sunday Banquet on March 31. This year
marked the 50th Anniversary of the ACYOA and members, past and present,
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celebrated and shared nostalgic moments. Our gratitude goes to Catherine
Minassian and Seta Buchter, ACYOA Juniors Advisors, for their hard work,
dedication, and caring attitude with our youth.

Our Church Choir was represented at the Annual Convention of the
Association of the Armenian Church Choirs of America (AACCA) held at the
Diocese in New York City from October 24-27.
