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The Armenian Language School Report 
for cal nder year 1987 

I am very pleased t o report that the Armenian Language 
School is open and is f nctioning very successfully , thanks 
to Derhayr , the teachers , the students , the parents , the Parish 
Council and the church c ommunity in general . 

The Armenian Language School , during the '86 - '87 academic 
year had six classes wi t h twenty one students under the guidance 
of superintendent and teacher Marie Yapoujian , along wi t h the 
help of the following teachers : Maria and Samuel Agulia , Yeretzgin 
Seta Nalbandian , Antrani g and Rita Chaghatzbanian , Lisa 
Misakian , Salpi Tokatlian , Arsha Khachadourian and Virginia 
Kalfayan . 

Besides the classroom activities , the year will be remem­
bered by the Vartanantz play which the students presented on 
February 22nd ., and in hich every student had a part to perform. 
The show was produced and directed by Maria Agulian . The costumes 
were prepared by the parents and teachers of the Armeni n school. 
This performance was an unforgettable experience for th children 
as they learned about the Armenian history during the fourth 
and fifth centuries by performing the parts of the impo r tant 
Armenian figures of that time and realized how Christianity 
played an important rol in the preservation of the Arm nian 
nation. 

The '86 - ' 87 acad mic year ended with a closing "Hantess" 
on June 12 , 1987 . The text was conceived by Lisa Misak i an and 
the Armenian touches were added on by Maria Agulian . Once again 
the students , the teache rs and the parents were all involved 
to insure the success of this event . The show was about current 
television programs presented in Armenian . This was a g ood 
opportunity for the students to realize that Armenian i s not an 
out dated language, but that it could be as useful and interesting 
as we learn how to use it . 

The ' 86 - '87 school year was a big success , as it was the 
first year in which we had so many stud ents in 6 classe . The 
superintendent and the teachers all worked very hard to make 
it a memorable year . 

Salpi Tokatlian was elected as the new superintend nt of 
the Armenian Language Sch ool for the academic year '87 - ' 88. 
Maria Agulian and Salpi Tokatlian spent many hours in developing 
and modifing the curriculum provided by the Armenian La guage 
Lab of the Diocese to better suit each of our classes .

The purpose o f th Armenian Language School is to introduc 
th children to our heritage , teach them how to read , rite and 
speak Armenian , and above all else to arouse the Armeni an Spirit 
in them . While all the se are not easily achieved , we f eel 
wha tever is accomplished will h e lp ou r future generations . 
Thanks to all the stud nts, the parents , Derhayr , and t he c h urch 
community for supporti g and giving us the opportunity to accomp lish 
this task . 

We would also lik to thank Derhayr and the Parish Council 
for assigning the room next to the kitche n to the Armenian Langu ge 
School . As the number of students and the number of c l a s ses 
increase , we find he eed for ne w classrooms and learning 
enviornments nee ssary , as some of the classes end up i n the 
hallways , or in the are as behind the alter where the physical 
facilities do not enhance learning . 

A special thanks to all the teachers without whose dedication 
we would not have a school; and in particular to Maria Agulian 
who gave so much of herself in time and effort to make the 
Armenian Language School as exciting and progressive as it is now.
