DIOCESAN DELEGATE'S REPORT, 1989 

The 87th Annual Diocesan Assembly, hosted by 
Elberon, New Jersey, convened from May 4th to May 

One hundred thirty-five delegates, clergymen 
the forty-five parishes of the Eastern Diocese. 

St. Stepanos Church, 
6th, 1989. . 
and laymen represented 

In his liturgical address, the Primate referred to the denial of the 
Genocide of 1915, the devastating·earthquake of December 7, 1988 and the 
role of the Eastern Diocese played in responding to this tragedy. The 
goal is to fund·the construction of a district in the city of Stepanavan. 
For that purpose, the Diocese has already raised more than five million 
dollars. The speech also touched the issue of Karabagh and the importance. 
of a united church in our Diocese, especially at a time of national 
tragedy. 

The.Unity Committee report stated that progress was made in negotiation 
for a united Diocese and a timetable was proposed for the re-unification. 
According to the tentative schedule, the proposed by-laws for a united 
Diocese will be presented at the 1990'Assembly. The finalized by-laws will 
be reported to the 1991 assembly for approval. . 

Also, a resolution was passed to invite an observer from the Prelacy 
to the AnnualDiocesan Assembly and in turn inform them we would accept an 
invitation to send an observer to the Prelacy Assembly. 

Rev. Father Mardiros Chevian stated that there were now fifteen 
students enrolled at the St. Nersess Seminary, five of whom .. w~ll graduate 
this yea?=. There are a number of new candidates. who will beg· in their 
theological education next Fall. · 

Col. Victor Arzoumanian, the executive director of ACEF reported that 
ACEF has as of this date four hundred seventy-six donors and eight million 
five hundred twenty-one thousand dollars in assets. ($8,521,000.00) 

The Assembly approved the report of the Diocesan Council and the 
1989-1990 budget of $2,431,000.00. 

Celebrating the lOOth anniversary of the first Armenian Divine 
Liturgy in the U.S.A., the Assembly authorized the Diocesan Council to 
look in the possibility of buying back the first Armenian Sanctuary, namely 
the building that was once the Holy Saviour Church of Worcester. 

The banquet program included the presentation of the Diocesan "Man 
of the Year Award" to t-1r. Kevork Hovnanian. 

It was decided the 88th Diocesan Assembly will be held at the Holy 
Saviour Armenian Church in Worcester, Mass.

CULTURAL COMMITTEE REPORT 

On Sunday, June 4, 1989, the Cultural Committees of the Armenian 
Church of the Holy Ascension of Trumbull and the St. James Armenian 
Church of Westchester were pleased to host the Erevan Choral Society 
and Orchestra from the Holy Trinity Armenian Church of Cambridge, 
Massa~husetto under the direction of Father Oshagan Minaosian. 

The conc-ert was held at the Greek Orthodox Church of the Archangels 
in S t·amford, Conn. Special guest performers were Rouben Ma tevossian 
and Melik Mavisakalian, both of whom were visiting artists f~om 
Armenia. 

The major purpoo:;e of the concert was the ;; trong desire of the 
paotors of our two churches to present an important, meaningful 
cultural affair for the enjoyment of our parishioners and, if 
ne~essary, absorb some of the cost by making ticket prices low .

Planning for the concert began in the fall of 1988 with much 6f 
the wo_rk being accomplished by Der H.ayr Kaspari<ln of the lvestchcs ter 
Church and. our Der Untzag. Araxy Jezairian, although not an of­
ficial ~ember of our Cultural Committee, gave us invaluable a~dist­
ance right from the beginning. 

The proceed3 from the ~ale of ticket.:; and booklet .con·tributions 
amounted to slightly more than six thousand dollars. This sum 
would have been about one thou.:;and dollars 3hort of expenses if 
it_were not for the extraordinary generosity of Fathet Poulos of 
the Greek Orthodox Church of the Archangels. Father Poulos put 
·the entire facilities of his church at our disposal, free of 
charge, and many people in the audience were members of his parish. 
Arrangements were made for the Ladies Guild of the Greek Church 
to prepare <:~nd serve dinner to the musicians after the concert was 

. completed. At the dinner, which 'o~as expertl:j prepared and served, 
Father Poulos announced that the dinner wa3 given ao a gift from 
his church to the musicians because they performed so well. 

The omallamount of -money remaining, after expenses-were taken 
care of, was donated to Father Oshagan, the _director of the Choral 
Group. · 

It was a sincere pleastire for me to have had the opportunity to 
meet and work with Father Ka.:;parian from the Westchester Church, 
Father Poulos from the Greek Orthodox Church of the Archangels 
and all the wonderful and beautiful musicians of the Erevan Choral 
Society. They gave a brilliant performance! My only regret wacl 
that clO many of our own parishioncrd missed such a rare·and 
wonderful treat.

May God Bless all of you devoted workers and volunteers who help 
in all different ways. 

~ am going to give a chronological report of the activities of the 
Women's Guild over the past year~ I would appreciate your attention, 
and your withholding comments or corrections until after the report is 
completed. 

·Our yea~ began in great sorrow after the Dec. 7, 1988 earthquake 
in Soviet Armenia. We responded to that tragedy in a number of ~ays. 

on January 15. 1989, a memorial dinner with speakers was sponsored 
by the Earthquake Relief Committee. As Chairlady of the Women's Guild, 
I was also privileged to serve on the Relief Committee. The memorial 
ainner was prepared by the executive committee of the Women's Guild: 

Margaret Manugian, Eleanor Zysk, Sara der Megerdichian, Rose 
Gadikian, Arsha Khachadourian, Louise Goorhigian and Haiganoush Magarian. 

Than~s to all of these people and particularly to Eleanor Zysk and 
her husband, Stanley, who were available for anything we asked of them. 

On March 1, 1989, we had the Michink ·Lenten Dinner after the church·. 
service. Speakers from Union Carbide gave a slide presentation of their 
relief .trip to Soviet Armenia after the earthquake. Funds from the dinner 
went to the Women's Guild. 

On April 23, 1989, the Parish Council sponsored a Martyrs Madagh 
Requiem Dinner. The executive committee of the women's Guild prepared 
the dinner. · · .

On May 21, 1989, there was a fund-raising dinner for the Parish 
Building Fund, to mark the 58th Anniversary of the Church. The executive 
committee of the Women's Guild prepared the dinner for this very successful. 
event; which raised over $30,000. 

On August 13, 1989, we held the Annual Church Picnic, again prepared 
by the executive committee of the Women's Guild. The picnic was well 
attended, despite the rain and was held indoors. 

The Church Bazaar took place on October 13, 14 and 15, 1989. The 
work was divided among a number of par~sh comm~ttees. The kitchen·.cooking 
was headed by Margaret Azarian and Barbara Ketchian. They were responsible 
for obtaining workers besides the cooking. Guild.members worked with them 
plus members from the executive board. Margaret Manugian was responsible. 
for obtaining servers for.each day and night of the bazaar. My thanks to 
everyone who volunteered. . 

· ·on· Novembe·r ·1·1·,· '1'989, the St. James Armenian Church sponsored a 
conference for the metropolitan area Women's Guild. Margaret Man~gian 
and Arsha Khachadourian attended from this parish. The Pastor of St. 
James ~rmenian Church, Westchester, N.Y., Father Kasparian, spoke to us 
on leadership. Reports on Guild activities was given by Yeretzgin Aurora 
Jebej ian, Chairman, ~lomen' s Guild Central Council. · 

Additional service over the.year included the chairlady visiting 
nursi·ng homes and sending get-well and · .. sympathy cards to parishioners. 

She also visited earthquake victims recov~ring in Greenwich and 
Norwalk hospitals. ·. · · · ' ·· 

As a member of the Earthquake Relief Committee, the chairlady 
raised relief donations for the earthquake victims among generous people 
in Norwalk, Westport, Darien and Stamford. 

The chairlady, Margaret Manugian has been a social worker for 
Norwalk for many years and.was elected to be the Chairman of the Social 
Services Commission. '

REPORT FOR THE CALENDAR YEAR 1989. 

The year started with a buffet dinner donated by 
the Chirinian family. The proceeds went to the school. Ma­
ny thanks. 

· In March 1 Mr. Artoun Hamalian,the principal of the 
Hovnanian school in New Jersey,was invited to discuss the 
difficulties and challenges Armenian educators have to over­
come in teaching the Armenian language~history,and culture 
in the United States. An interesting discussion followe~ 
tackling the controversies of the issue. 

April was a productive month. Maria Agulian and 
Virginia l<alfaian organized "The Talent .Show". The members 
of the parish participated,unveiling their hidden talents. 
It was a memorable evening full of ~un and laughter. 

The other activity was the commemoration of the 
1915 genocide of the Armenian people. Maria Agulian presen_ 
ted a cultural celebration of the_survival of this tough 
nation. Ba.ruyr Sevag•s "Yeratzayn Badarak" was recited by 
the teachers cif the Armenian school with "Der Voqhormia" 
in the background. It was a touching experience! On this 
same occasion~ the students had the firsthand chance of 
sharing Mrs. Keghan Stambolian•s miraculous story of a 
survivor of the massacres. The undistorted accounts of 
history made the students realize the significance of 
their role as Armenians. 

The cultural enrichment was enhanced in the month 
of May by Der Hyre•s seminar about the Armenian language, 
its oriqins,development,and manifestation in literature.In 
May some of the faculty attended the annual symposium that 
was sponsored by the Diocesan Armenian Lanquage Lab and 
Resource Center.There,Maria Agulia~ presented samples for 
Armenian School 'hantes• or shows,realized for our school. 
May 26 was the final exam day.The results were encouraging. 

The traditional Armenian School •Hantes• was on 
June 11.The theme was "The Life and Works.of Hovhannes 
Toumanian".The attempt was to infuse some appreciation of' 
the Armenian Literature. The script was prepared by Maria 
Agulian.Throuqh the united efforts of the teachers~parents 
and friends the academic year was brought to an end.Thanks 
to the efforts of Mari Yapoujian,Rita Chaghatzbanian, and 
Stinia Gulbenk the school now has dance vests and hats,for 
boys. 

The 1989-90 school year started with thirty-four 
students distributed over eight classes.A nursery is added 
for the two to four year olds.The school is in session 
every Sunday morning fo~ forty-five minutes.The Cultural 
Education Day is held on one Sunday each month from 1:30

In December,the school children and their parents 
vmnt. to Nevi Je1~sev to see 11 Baqhdassar Aqhpar 11 ~ Haoop Baron­
van•s famous comedy piece presented by famous actors:the 
well known actor by the name of Mher Mortchian,from Soviet 
Armenia;Berj Fazlian from Montreal,Canada;and Krikor Satam­
ian from Los Angeles. 

In Santa•s workshop on Dec~ 10 the students made 
Christmas ornaments to decorate the tree.Lisa Misal~ian had 
the group work on greeting cards that are to be put on a 
canvas as a collage and sent to the children of Armenia.

I must commence this year's report with the subject that is near and 
dear to Armenians throughout the world; that is, the plight of our 
bretheren in our earthquake stricken homeland. With the whole world trying 
to help, it is ironical and infuriating to note that the neighboring state 
of Azerbaijan has chosen this time of despair and need to add to their 
problems with murder and carnage. It is most difficult to broach the subject 
and remain unemotional; however, we must maintain our faith and believe in 
the words of another minority leader ''we shall overcome". The Parish 
Council is most appreciative of the Earthquake Committee's fund raising 
efforts and results. We are also proud of the fact that two young volun­
teers from this small parish went to Stepanavan with a ''hands on effort" 
to help construct the first prototype home. 

Twelve or thirteen years ago in our Barnum Avenue Church, a committee 
was formed to seek, relocate, and or build a new Church. This committee was 
named the "Building Committee" and has been active since them. They did a 
commendable job as you can see and have maintained the responsibility of 
mortgage funds and payments. This year the committee felt that they had 
completed their mission and should be disbanded. The committee met with 
the Parish Council and concluded they should be renamed the "Mortgage 
Burning Committee" and that their ranks be bolstered by four ·new younger 
members. Good luck to this new committee. 

You should also be aware of another acting committee that is vital to 
the future of our Church and community. This one is called the "Investment 
Research Committee". You will hear. from this comniittee at our February 4 · 

·Parish Assembly. 

The Agendas and Minutes of every Parish Council meeting this past 
year have one common denominator - "Fire Harshal". You should be aware · 
of the fact that recent changes in State safety laws are costing us so 
much in dollars, time, and effort. Were it not for Sharvarsh Papazian, we 
probably would have to consider borrowing money to comply with these changes; 
his contacts and expertise in these matters are saving us ·countless dollars.
