DIOCESAN DELEGATE'S REPORT MAY 3-5, 1990 

THE 88TH DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY MET FROH MAY 3rd TO MAY 5, 1990 AT THE CHURCH 
OF THE HOLY SAVIOUR, WORCESTER, MASSACHUSETTS. THE FIRST SESSION OF THE · 
ASSEMBLY STARTED WITH THE INVOCATION BY THE VERY REV. FR. KHAJAG BARSAMIAN, 
VICAR GENERAL OF THE DIOCESE. . 

AFTER THE CONFIRMATION OF THE NEWLY ELECTED DELEGATES, THE ASSEMBLY ELECTED 
THE OFFICERS OF THE DAY. THE MESSAGE FROM HIS HOLINESS, VASKEN I, THE 
SUPREME PATRIARCH OF ALL ARMENIANS WAS READ. ALSO, THE MESSAGE FROM HIS 
BEATITUDE, ARCHBISHOP TORKOM tffiNOOGIAN, THE PATRIARCH ELECT OF THE SEE OF 
JERUSALEM l'VAS READ BY THE VICAR. GENERAL. 

AT THE PROPOSAL OF THE CHAIRMAN OF THE DIOCESAN COUNCIL, IT WAS RESOLVED 
THAT THE 88TH DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY BE DEDICATED TO THE MEHORY OF THE LATE' HON. 
JUDGE JOHN NAJARIAN. THE ASSEMBLY APPROVED SEVERAL REPORTS, INCLUDING THE 
REPORT OF THE DIOCESAN COUNCIL AND THE 1990-1991 BUDGET. (THE PROPOSED 
BUDGET IS $2,649,000.00). 

THE EARTHQUAKE RELIEF OFFICE OF THE DIOCESE GAVE INFORMATION ABOUT WHAT HAD 
BEEN ACCOMPLISHED AND WHAT IS BEING PLANNED IN THE NEAR FUTURE FOR REBUILDING 
STEPANAVAN. AFTER THE UNITY COMMITTEE REPORT WAS PRESENTED, THE CONSENSUS 
WAS THAT THE PARISHES BE GIVEN A NINETY DAY PERIOD TO EXAMINE THE NEW BY-LAWS. 

THE ELECTION OF THE NEW PRIMATE TOOK PLACE ON MAY 5TH. THE 157 DELEGATES 
VOTED FOR THE OFFICE OF PRIMATE. THE VERY REF. FR. KHAJAG BARSAMIAN RECEIVED 
MORE THAN TWO-THIRDS OF THE VOTES AND BECA~lli THE NEWLY ELECTED PRIMATE OF THE 
EASTERN DIOCESE. 

ON SATURDAY NIGHT, MAY 5TH, A'GALA BANQUET TOOK PLACE AT THE MARRIOT HOTEL. 
SENATOR ROBERT .DOLE WAS HONORED AS "FRIEND OF THE ARMENIAN~." AND MR. SUREN 
FESHJIAN AS THE "MAN OF THE YEAR""

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1990 SUNDAY SCHOOL PROGRESS REPORT 

.. '!'he year 1990 has proven to be a growth period for the Sunday School, not 
·o:tily in terms of accomplishments, enrollment and activities, but in spiritual 
growth as well. Our Mission Statement outlined the goals of the teaching 
of prayer and faith to our youth arid how they can ask and receive God's 
help. With direction from our capable instructors';·"' the children have made 
i:aroads into this basic foundation of our beliefs·. 

We beg·an 1990 with our enrollment registration at 35 students. By September, 
.. this figure grew by 20% to 42 children, prompting us to add an extra class 
-of students. We continue to be understaffed, and an on-going search for 

. teachers ensues. Our staff consists of: Linda McGann - Superintendent, 
Karen Kaechele - Secretary, Roxy Terzian - Treasurer, Maureen Najarian -
Public Relations, and June Utecht, Elsie Chaghatzbanian and Sam Agulian -
tcachers.and advisors. 

, ~:nne S.unday School started the year by hosting the Armenian Christmas 
· .• luncheon, and performed a play for the enjoyment of the community. Many 

.1l'iirsts" for the School were instituted, due to the enthusiasm and creativity 
of the staff. In March, our first Parent/Teacher meeting was held, in the 
addition to a Cultural Education Day for the teachers with Der Hayr, opening 
the lines of communication. Proceeds ($185) from our Palm Sunday Bake 
Sale were sent to the Department of Religious Education to purchase bibles . 

.•. for the earthquake victims. Three of our teachers attended a one-day 
··.o/etreat at St. Nersess Seminary entitled "Call to Teach" , an enlightening 
and spiritually-searching day. A program was created in response to our 
children's need to attend, understand and enjoy the Badarak. Family Par­
ticipation Day began in April, whereby our youth were assigned roles in the 

.. sqrvice, i.e. , reader, Kiss of Peace, and alter boy. We have repeated this 
e.~ent in October and December, and have received positive feedback from 
the children and the congregation. In May, Roxy Terzian attended the Annual 
DRE Convocation, bringing home much information to share. June brought 
the End of the Year Picnic, which was enjoyed by students and parents alike. 

In September, we opened the School with more students and with a renewed 
sense of faith, amd a need to "get back to basics". Our goal is to have 
.each child learn the Lord's Prayer in English and Armenian, as well as the 
Nicene Creed..;~ the Sacraments, and the Feast Days. Our children are learning 
the meaning of Christian charity by donating their offerings in November 
to the Fairfield County Food Bank and also food donations to the Fair Haven 
Soup Kitchen. We are in the midst of collecting Christmas gifts for the child­
ren of Armenia who still suffer the ravages of the. earthquake . 

.ArJ we close another year in the history of the Sunday School, and as we 
prepa1•e for our- annual Christmas play, we pray that our school continues 
to grow, opening the minds and hearts of the church's most important resource, 
our children.
