Our Digcesan Delegates attended the 75th
Diocesan Assembly at St. Sahag-Si, Mesrob Church
in Providence, Rhode Igland and filed the follow-

ing repert:
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75TH_DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY, FROVIDSHCE, R.X.

The 75tk Diovesan Agsembly couvened at Sit. Sabag and
St. ¥esrob Armenian Church in Providence. duxing the
weekend of May 5, 6, 7, 1977, under the presidency of
His Grace Archbishop Torkom Hanoogian, Primate.

At the copening session of the Asgembly, greetings
from Hig Holiness Vazken I, Catholicos of All Armenians,
werse expressed through his special message, Blected
chairman of the Diocesan Assenbly was Khachdoor Kazarian
of Providence, Viece-Chairman was Harry Sarkisian of
Watertowh; Secretaries were Lorena Janjigian and Rev,
Terenig Kendralian. Rev. Haik Donikian of St. Sghag and
8t. Mesrob welcomed the clergy and the delegaies, 145 in
all, on behalf of the parish,

The Primate gave his report followed by the Report of
the Diocesan Council., The latter was discussed in de-
tail. The Diccesan Council reported to the Asseambly on
the formation of s commiitee which, teogether with a sim-
ilar committee representing the separsted brethren, would
undertake the preparation of by-laws for a uniited Diocese,
Appointed to the said committee were: Judge John Najariaa,
vhe Rev. Paren Avedikian, Rev. Dejad Mampre Kouzouian,
Crusby Goshgarian, Zaven Ksesparien and Edward Chapian.

The resolution on unity as approved by the Asgenmbly
reads as follows: "It is hereby resolves that this Assembly
suppoxrts the continuing efforts for achieving unity within
the Arwenian Church in Ameyica. It is further resclved
that this Assembly empowers the Diocesan Council and the
Primate to Accept and approve guidelines for unification
as they may be developed by the combined negotiating com-
mittee",

There wer'e four panels on the agends as followa:

1. Religious aspects of our church life
2. Diocese-~Parish relations

3. Archdiocesan plans

4, Budget and Finance

Time was spent on Saturday until delegates approved the
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propoged Arcncacossan plan, which calis for tne estabiish-
ment of a regional district by January 1, 1578 to serve
as & pilot program for future regicnalization of the
Diocese. No aves was specified in the plan, although

in the discussions Nevw Englend was used as an cusmple.

The plan would cost sbout $20,000, a sum to be paid by
the parishes in the region.

In two and half days of business sessions, the delegutes
sprroved the establishment of an Archdiccesan plan, asmen-
ded the reguletions governing the Endowment Fund, socephed
& retirement plen for the clergy and voted a8 Diocesan
wadget for 1977 of $552,000.00.

Ma jor decisions wesre:

1. Every clergy in the Diocese will have an I.R.A.
(Retirament Plan). $750 will be given by each
parish for their clergv. .

2. Theological Education ?v“d-sas e%tabliqheu; Each
parish will contribute 1 per cent of their budged.

3. There was a By laws smendment to section 89 which
provides that the nominating bcmmi vtee shall nom-
inate candidstes by mejority votes. The nosinetl g
committee and the suditing commities shall govern
the Parish Assembly elections.

Five new members were slected to the Diccesan Couneil:
Father Arshéen Aivezian, Father Houssig Baghdassian
Crosby Goshgarisa, John Hajarian, Esg., and

George Stevoif.

At the Diocesan Banguet on Saturday, Edvard Mardigian,
Preagident of the AGBU of America, was named "Man of the
Year" for his many services to the Armenian Church. The
U.8. Republican Edward P. Beard of Rhode Island was ho-
nored as Friend of the Armenian Peoplie.

The next Dioccesan Assembly will convene in Detroit,
Michigan, on May 4,5,6, 1978, with St. John's Armenian
Church of Southfield as the host.
