On this happy occasion, the parish Counell wishes
to express its sincere thanks and apprecxatlon to
all cur parishicners, Church Organizations and
special commitiess (see middle page).. Without
their collective efforte and generous supports the
Trustecs could not have fulfilled theiyr obliga-
tions as well as they did in 1982,

Financially in the past year we felt the impaci
of "hReaganomies". It was a difficult and chall-
enging experience for the Trustess %o meet the
ever-inereasing cost of operating the Church, as
well 2s anticipating building and grounds Improve-
rnent expenses without exceeding the preposed annusl
operating budget for 1982, I am proud to report
that regardlesss of pagt year's economic conditions,
the Parish Council was able to fulfill its obliga-
tions towards the Church through its dedicated
efforts and your gencrous support and cooperation.
The results speak for themselves.

We did balance our Church operaiing budget as
presented to us for 1982, We were also able to
generate additional revenue which carrvied over into
198%. This revenue will help offset the building
and grounds improvement progr.un which has been
scheduled for 1983%.

I talieve it is important to mention the impact
of our new purchasing agents, Betty Boyajian and
Kaxrl Boyajian, who did a superb job in helping
ksep the Church operating expenses to a minimum,

The past year was a very active year for the
Parigh Council., At the beginning of our term we
met with the executive bodies of g11 Church Organ-
izations to outline the Church calendar of evenis
for 1982, I am happy to report that all scheduled
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events were exscuted succesgsiully. Programs and
agtivities excelled beyond ¢ r expectaticns, espec-
jially the traditional annuel Church Bazasr, which
was conducied for the first time by the Young lLadies
Guild.under Co~chairpersons of Mrs. Claudeite Sarian
and Mg, Elizabeth Berberisn.. .

The responsibility of the Parish Council® increased
as Chuxch getivities and influence expanded beyond
our congregation; and into the Armenian Community.
This is beast illustrated by the number of special
Committees now operating within the church (gee mid-
dle page). Because it is a huge operation good
communication was esgential for our success.

Many evenings while most of us were home with our
famiiies, dedicated Church members were at the meet-
ings %111 late hours to help keep the church operw
ation working smoothly. A good example of this dedi-
cation is the effort of the rental committee, which
iz todsy the major source of revenue for our church,
amounting 25% of operating btndget for 1982 and 30%,
as proposed, for 1983, T arigh Council would be
vemisg if it did not acknowledge the tremendous job
done by the Rental Committee, Xuarl Boyajian and
George Hagopian, who are running truly a profesgsion-
al operation,

¥any building and ground improvements that were
completed in 1982 are also worth mentioning., The
narihex and the church office were refurbighed,
all church doors were gtained, 4 sanctusry lamps
near Holy altar were installied to beautifly the
Church. Sunday School ares is sll painted and
girls rest room was refurbished. All trees on the
church premises were inspected and treated.. HMany
other improvements were done, 100 numercus to men-
tion in this repori. Xarl Boyajian is in charge
of aill building and ground improvement projects.

Utility expenses were a prime concern in balanc-
ing cur anmal eoperating budget. The Energy Sav-
