All o! the noainees were introduced to the Aaae•bly, attar which 
the ballots were cast. . Ballots were couated by the 1982 
•aminating coamittee, headed b.r Richard Boyaj1an. 

Pastor's Re?trt: The Very Reverend Za•en Araouaan1an read his 
annual repo tor 1982. In concluding his report, Hyre z v n 
Arzoumanian informed the Assembly that he reoe1Yed a 125,000. 

·donation tor the church from Kellie Haratian with two atlpul -
tiona. l) That the aoneys be used exc ue1•ely tor the reno­
vation ot tbe saall hall, and 2) the· hall be n .. ed D1oran, Roae, 
Jellie Hayatian Hall. The · Pariah Co\Ulcil had approwed the 
stipulation• and ac::rred the donation. KJre Zaven Araouaan1an 
declared tbat the a hall, whether renovated or not, be known 
aa the -D1cran, Ro••• Jellie Hayatian Hall. At tbe oonoluaton ot 
hia report, !he Very Reverend Zawen ArsO\IIIIIJlian waa tll.anked tor . 
bia dedicated aervicea. 

Pariah Cowacll Report: Area Payda, P&l'iab council Chairaan, 
thiDked RY.i• zawen tor his etforte in obtaining the S25,000., 
Stewe Barsaaian !or hia assistance in thia effort, and Nellie 
Hayatian tor the s.izeable donat,.ion. The Parish Council annual 
report was read by Araa Fayda and was accepted wit~appreciation. 
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The Assembly Chairman announced that all o! the church organi­
zation reports vere printed in the booklet and would be read 
1.! requested. 

A contribution to the church treasury wa3 gratefully received 
from .the Ladies Aid Society in the amount of S5000. 

The Choir contributed $500. to the church treasury towards their 
pledge tor this year. Charles Ounjian, Choir Chairman , reported 
on the choir's activities and their position of being self 
supporting. They are not a money making organization and may 
not always have excess tunds to give. There was a question 
from the floor regarding excess funds, since it was bel~eved 
that all funds were to be turned over · to the church treasury 
and then expenses requested when needed. 

All of the church organizations were thanked for their contri­
butions during the year. 

The fol~owifL! recommendations were made by t he assembly regarding 
the Annual Report Booklet: 1) The number of votes a candidate 
receives not be included in the printing of the booklet, even 
though this informat ion is required in the minutes for the 
Diocese. 2) The name o! the person submitting the organization 
financial report be indicated. 

1983 Parish Bud~et: Questions submitted from the floor on line 
~tems ~n ~he bu get were answered by the Treasurer , vahe 
Soghomonian, and the Finance committee members. 

A motion was made to accept the 1983 budget in the amount of 
$164,350. The motion was seconded and passed. 

NEW BUSINESS 

A motion was made that the parishioners of st. Sahag and St. 
Mesrob Armenian Church request that the Diocese of North 
America reduce the annual budge t by 10 percent and reduce the 
Diocesan dues of our Parish by 10 percent for the year 1984. 
The motion was seconded and discussed. 

It was stated that we should take the responsibility of what is 
happening here and in New York. Previous requests were made to 
reduc -- assessments with no results. This issue should be t~ken 
to the Diocesan Assembly through our delegates. 

The motion was passed. 

This issue is to be addressed to the Diocesan Council, and is 
to be presented properly.

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Plans for the renovation of the small hall were presented by 
Simon Koumjian with drawings and slides. The es t imated cost 
of the hall would be $100,000., the outside driveway cost 
$6,000. and the handicap ramp $6,000., totalling $112,000. 
Ricnard Shakarjian informed the assembly th t $50,000. has been 
committed to the renovation of the hall, plus $6 , 000. !o7 the 
ramp. Additional revenue could be realized with fund raising, 
memorials in the hall, and soliciting. The balance then be 
borrowed. ' 

There was a desire !rom the assembly to include the kitchen 
renovation costs with the hall costs, and that the kitchen wor~ 
also be done. Eliminating the ramp and using the driveway !or 
handicap access was ~ggested. This issue would have to be 
proposed to the donor of the ramp. ' It was submitted that the 
small hall renovation presentation should have been made with 
complete plans to include both kitchens. 

There was an objection to the renovation because there is an 
urgent need tor repairs to the stained glass windows and 
cornices of the tower. Assurance was given by the Parish Council 
Chai~, Aram Fayda, that this work is considered 1n the budget 
for 1983. 

The interior o! the church needing painting was another issue. 
The Chairman o.f the Assembly, George Devletian, announced there 
is a donor to bear this expense as soon as bids are received. 

A motion was made that the small hall renovations be accepted 
as presented, with the driveway and handicap ramp, and to 
include the reno·vation of the two kitchens at a total cost not 
to exceed $160.000. The motion was seconded and passed. 

Submitted from the floor was the statement tha·t not enough 
emphasis was put on the youth of the church. There is a need 
tor a structured youth pr.ogram. The Farish council Chairman, 
A.ram Fayda, responded that the Parish council .would support any 
committee for the youth. A program.should be submitted, and it 
would be supported. It was suggested a youth committee be 
created from the assembly. ~oupen Berberian volunteered as 
Chairman. Other committee members are Pat Po~harian, Marie 
Koplamazian, Nina Pakhtigian and Claudette Sarian, It was 
pointed out that the youth currently have one night a month 
assured, and that when their proposal is made, fund a would be 
available. 

A motion was made that annual chureh dues be doubled, and senior 
citizens are to use their own discretion in increasing their 
contribution. The motion was seconded and passed.

2- New restrooms, Conference room, storage and 
Pantry room. 

3- A new modern equipped kitchen, (only for small 
hall), with an insurance code approved ventilation hood 
with fire extinguishing system. 

4- Air Conditioning, new roof, new Electrical light­
ing and wiring system, Plumbing . work. 

5- Complete finishing o:f the interior and exterior 
of the hall, including the small ramp area leading into 
the Church.

PALOS HEIGHTS I ILLINOIS

'The 61st Annual Diocesan Assembly was held in Palos 
Heights; · Illinois during Mey 5-7, 1983, under the 
presidency of His Eminence Archbishop Torkom Manoogian, 
Primate. 

On the agenda were the Report of Diocesan Council 
which included all phases of Diocesan and parish act~ · 
i vi ties, programs, St. Nersess Semina.r.Y and budget,_., ,. 
the Primate's address to the Assembly, the Unity Com-. 
mi ttee report by the chairman Judge K. N ajarian • "Hye-_ 
Ri se11 Committee study and the report of the Proposals ·. 
committee. 

Diocesan delegates, Chairman ot Pariah· Council and 
pastors attended the Assembly. The Clergy of the 
Diocese held their annual clergy oonf'erenoe earlier 
in t-he woek at the st. Franc is Retreat House ·in Oak 
Brook, Illinois . 

· The question of the Armenian Church Unity once again 
dominated the proceedings of the Assembly. Judge John 
K. Najarian, ohaiman of the Assembly as well a s ,of 
the Unity Committee, reported on a number of problems 
encountered in the negotiations with representatives 
of the Prelacy Committee following the guidelines f or 
church unity adopted at last year's Diocesan Assembly. 

The chairman proposed and t he Diocesan Assembly 
agreed that future unity negotiations proceed only upon 
the receipt of sati sfactory replies from the Prelacy to 
a series of questions arising out of recent actions 
taken by leaders of the Antelias Church. The Diocesan 
Unity Committee further asserted that statements reach­
ed here by the Catholicos 'of Cilici~ __ .conce:rn.ing the 
unity negotiations, were vague and did not address the 
specific concerns that had been raised. 

The Diocese of the Annenian Church of America is ex­
ploring the possibility of developing a high-rise atruct~ . 
ure on the present s·ite o£ the ·st. Vartan Cathedral Com­
plex at 34th Street and Second Avenue in New York City. 
The structure, which would be 'erected over the present 
diocesan offioes1 could geneJ:Qte for the diocese income 
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in the range of $300,000 to $350,000 per year, accord­
ing to present estimates. , 

Any structure to be developed on the site would be 
approved only "if ~he cathedral can remciin visually 
and· otherwise un bstructed, 11 according to a report 
presented to the Diocesan Assembly last weekend. · 

The Assembly approved an appropriation of $15,000 
for a feasibility study o:f the project. rn other mat­
ters, the Assembly declined to aot on a resolution 
passed by the Clergy· Con:ference meeting earlier in the 
week calling upon the Catholioos, His Holiness Vazken 
I , to "use whatever resources are available to him to 
help the Brotherhood o:f St. J ames resolve the present 
crises" in the Amenian Patriarohate of Jerosalem. 

Four people were elected to the Diocesan Council: 
Rev. Matnpre Kouzouian, pastor of the Holy Trinity 
cb.u.roh in Cambridge and the present chairman of the 
Diocesan Council, was re-elected to a four-year term

on t4e council. Very Rev. Vazken Kesbishian, pastor · 
o£ St. Sahag and St. Mesron ~hu.rch 1n Providence, 
Judge Vincent Guraghian c:. ~~r· James Church in West­
cheater, New York, and Anne Kasparian, of the St. 
G:r:egory Church in Haverhill, Mass., were elected to 
four-year tems. 

~e Di ocesan Assembly also voted1 for the second 
tA needed to amend the by-laws to increase the lay 
members of the Diocesan Council .from five to .seven 
members, so that the CoUncil will consist o£ eleven 
members, four clergymen and seven laY members. The 
amendment will go into effect after ne.Art year's Assem­
bly, when the two additional members wiil be' elected.

-approved a proposal to assess $ 25,000 on the 
parishes to raise money fo~ a Theol ogical Educat ion 
Fund of the Diocese. 

The Assembly also approved a resolution reoommen9,­
ing that the Board of Directors of the St. Nerses~ 
:Amenian Seminary ·review their by-laws ''with the pur­
pose of having the North American Diocese structurally 
involved in the Seminary organizatio~. 

The A.sselllbly was hosted this year by t he Sts. 
J oachim and A.nne Church of Palos Heigilts, Illinois. 
Meetings took place at the Oak Brook Marriott Hot el. 
The Clergy Conference was held at t he St. Franci s 
Retreat House in Oak Brook Semi nars for the Womens 
Guilds, the Amenian Schools, t he Religious School s 
and t he A.CYOA we:re held on Sa~. 

Our ~o delegates from Wynnewood parish, Mr. Paul 
Zartari~ and Mr. George Devletian , attended the 8lst
