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PASTOR ' S ANNUAL REPORT 

On the occasion of the Annual. Parish Assembly, I ex­
tend warm greetings to all church members. May our 
deliberations be guided to bui l d a strong spiritual 
parish for the g lory of God. 

Br i efly, I vmuld like to review some of my past oral 
an d adrainis trative activities of the past year . 

A. SPIRI~'UAL. Divine Liturgy ~vas celebra ted with 
Horn i ng Ser v ic e and appropriate sermons d elivered 
i n Armenian and En glish every Sunday - with the 
exception o f t h e month of May, when I \.Ja s hos­
pitalized . Since re apprecia t ion i s extended t o 
ou r Choir Director, Noubac Karag ulian; Organist, 
Rose Arpajian ; to our Deacons , Choir members 
and Acolytes f or dedica ted service . 

B. SACRAHENT~ __ AND__l'_~STORAL CALLS. The Parish Reg-­
istry has recorded the fo llowing sacraments in 
198-7: 

Baptisms 14 
Weddings 10 
Funerals 14 

I have paid pastoral calls to the bereaved, aged, 
and vlidov.red whenever possible. When informed, I 
have also made calls to hospitals. I have a lso 
made pastoral ca l ls during the Christmas and 
Easter seasons for house blessings. To date, 
the total of visits made is 60. 

C. EDUCATIONAL (Sund ay School and P. •. rmenian School) 

The most important: institu t ion in our community 
is the Sunday School - prepa ring fu tu re Christians, 
valuable c itizens, and young men and women 1..rho 
will one day inherit our Church. That mission i s 
entrusted to Harry and Debbie Tashjian, a s eo­
superintendents, along with a dedicated teaching 
staff carrying our their respective responsi.bili­
ties. They have initiated various programs t o 
enhance the activities and partici.pation, To 
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them and the teaching staff we owe a sense of 
gratitude and appreciation. 

A few concerned parents formed a committee headed 
by Mrs. Zovig Devletian, to promote. the teaching 
of the Armenian Language in our parish. The 
committee sponsored a t~.vo-week "Armenian Wonder­
land" which took place in the summer . It was a 
program of language, dance, arts, crafts a.11d song. 
The projec t was a success - more than 40 young­
sters participated. Encouraged by the success 
of the "Armenian Wonderland!!, the committee ini­
tiated t-c-m eight-vJeek courses for language and 
instruction , with Nazik Sesetyan as teacher for 
the children, and Verjik Ohanissian as teacher 
for the adult class. This project is funded by 
the committee, the Par ish Counci.l and tui tion . 
We wish them continued success in their endeavors . 

T\ . OUR YOUTH (ACYOA Jrs. and ACYOA Srs.) 

Our ACYOA Jrs . held their monthly meetings with 
some fund-rais ing and social activit ies. Their 
activities incl uded social s, athletics, Christ­
mas party, out-o f--to~m trips to ivatervliet an d 
Fairla\vn for Sports Weekends. They held a suc­
cessful YOUTH RALLY with a parents' committee to 
help. Hore than 40 teens from New York, New 
Jersey and vJashingt on part i cipated in the event. 
Mrs. J ovia Keytanj :lan acts a youth advisor, and 
we extend our sincere gratitude to her. 

Our ACYOA Srs. had a limited amount of organiza­
tional activi ties. They a ' sisted whenever pos­
sible . They were represen t ed at the ACYOA Youth 
Convention and assisted i¥ith the Palm Sunday ac­
tiviti es. For t he first time , t hey sponsored a 
Coll ege Convocation in Dec ember , w·ith one to fol­
low this April. They have elected a new Execu­
tive Committee headed by Sarkis Berberian. Much 
work needs to be done to revitalize t he Srs . 

We are fortunate t o have a dynamic Youth Committee 
headed by Simon Koumji~Tl and John Eskandar ian, 

along Hith members who show an active interest in 
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our youth. Our appreciation to them all and we 
wish them continued s uccess. 

E. ADMI NSITRATIVE 

Again this year, I tri ed to main t a i n regular of-· 
fice hours whenever possible. During office 
hours , church members made calls , planned and or­
ganized church programs, did correspond ence and 
used t he facilities for personal enrichment. The 
pub l i cation of the Mer Doon was carried out by 
our secretary, Mr s. Geraldine Kovich. She also 
prepared the Sunday Bulletin meticulously f or in­
spirational and informational purposes. She also 
assisted by carrying out office procedures, doing 
special flyers and assisting the Parish Council. 
whenever possible. To her, on behalf of the com­
munity, we extend our gratitude. Year after year 
our parish is growing and the church office is 
not equipped to handle this growth. It needs 
modernization and a qualified pt:rson to handle 
it. We are hopeful that progress along these 
lines vlill be made in 1988 . 

F " ORGANIZATIONAL 

In the life of our com:muni t y , all of our organ­
izations are fulf illing a valuable need - they 
are reaching ou.t to each member; meeting part i.­
cular needs and concerns. All are experiencing 
a shortage of manpm-Jer - members are hesitating 
to take a leadership position . A need must be 
addressed! 

On my part, I attend ed all organizational meet­
ings whenever poss ible. When called upon, I 
rendered guidance and support. I will continue 
to help whenever possible. We have every reason 
to be proud of our past accomplishments, but a t 
the same time, more needs to be done. What have 
been s ome note~.-.orthy accomplishment s? 

1) THINK TANK COMMITTEE - formed by the Parish 
Assembly, the committee met five times and the 
report will be discussed at this Parish Assembly. 
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We urge members to study it carefully and we hope 
that the Assembly wi ll take app r opriate action. 

2 ) Format ion of "YOUNG COUPLES FELLOWSHIP" - an 
effort was initi ated t o f orm an organization made 
up of young couples in their 30's and 40 ' s in or­
d er to assimilate them into the life of our Par­
ish. We are happy to report that the organization 
has been formed with enthusiastic .leaders. We 
-v1ish t hem continued success. 

3) In 1988, our Parish will observe the 25th 
Anniversary of the consecration of the ne\v edi­
face in wynne\>mod. To observe the anniversary, 
a c ommittee has been formed heade d by George 
Devletian. A series of commemorative events is 
being planned. 

I n some ways, our course has alr£?ady been set - all we 
need are resourceful church member s who are wil l ing 
t o be i nvolved by giving their time and talent. I am 
p art.icularly lnter ested in what lies ahead - our 
abLLi ty t o espouse a·ims and objectives and reaching 
them ;,;rith your help. I am very optomistic. 

1\s I mentioned, we have a great sense of volunt eerism 
a nd particul ar mention must be made of some of our 
members. Sub-Deacon Arshavir Hagopian, "'ho every 
;,,;-eek meticulously and with great devotion cleans and 
rw intains our sanctuary; our Maas Committee, headed 
by Mrs. Mari e llelluardo; our Hokejash Committee, 
•w a ded by Mrs , 1:-'lar y Gortia.'l.; and, our Rentals Commit­
t: ee, Ceorge Hagopian and Aram Fayda, who for many 
y ears have seen to it tha t all details are carried 
out for our hall rentals and t h e Montessori Sch ool. 
\,,'hat an example they set for us all, and they are to 
b e com:rnended . 

In conclusion, I would like to t ake this opportunity 
t o expres s my heartfelt appreciation to Grant Mazman­
ian, Chairman of the Parish Council, for his leader­
s hip, and to the members of the Parish Council for 
their cooperation and devotion. I would be remi ss if 
I did n ot th:.t:tk the chairmen and executive committees 
o f our va.ci_ o,_t:::~ c hurch organizations for their whole-
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hearted support. Without t hem , our church would suf ­
f e r. In fact, without YOU t here is no church! 

It is my joy and privilege t o look af t er your spiri­
tual needs. I pray that i n the years to come vle may 
grow toge ther into full spiritua l ma turity and real ize 
our fu lles t pot ential for t he glory of God .

CAMPGROUND ANNUAL REPORT 

The Campground Committee is very happy to pres ent 
t his report for the ca lendar year of 1987 , wh ich ap ­
pears to be t he last report this Committee will is ­
sue . We a re pleased t o inform you t ha t the Camp~ 
gr ounds l ocat ed a t 1621 Manly . Ro ad , Eas t Goshen, Pa . 
were s old and s e t tlement was concluded on Nov ember 
25 , 1987. The sale pr i ce of $350 ,000 . 00 was paid 
and th e pr oceeds have been inves ted , and wi ll he 
dis cus sed at length hereaft er . 

For the l as t t en to f i f t een years, t he ques tion as ked 
annually to t h.e Campground Commit t ee has been "Why 
a r e we ke eping t his property" and "Why don' t we sel l 
it and us e the money for Church purposes ?" The 
Campground Committee has dili gently evalua ted t he a­
bove questions and many others , and has ma i ntained a 
very well- informed and professiona l opinion as to 
wh en the Campgr ounds could be sold. Sever al a pprais­
als over t he las t eight years have gi ven us a v e ry 
good idea as to t he h ighes t f air market val u e of the 
property toget h er with other i nv es t igat ions which 
i ndicated that t he bes t and mos t pr obab l e us e for t he 
prop erty would be s even or e igh t s i ng le family dwel ­
lings on one acre l ot s . Other us es such as r est home, 
nursing home, apart ments , condomini um and clus t er 
homes have all been discussed , ev aluated and deter­
mined to be vdthout merit. As the yea rs progress ed, 
the question to the Committee became "Should we sel l 
or not , and when i s the best time?" 

The unanimous conclusion of all campground committee 
members has consistently been t hat the campground 
should not be sold in order to pay Church oper ating 
expenses . It was ag reed that the money r eceived, when 
pr operly invested , could yield s ubstantial enough 
interest that our parishioners could determine where 
t hat i nterest could he spent. With the present de­
velopment explos ion i n the Chester County area sur­
rounding t he proper t y, th e decision t o s ell became 
one bas ed upon na t ional e conomic conditions and pro­
perty values i n the a r ea . The committee agr eed t hat 
t o delay beyond 1987 would expose the possibility of 
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s a le to the unpredictable economic swings , recession 
in the economy , housing development slov1dovms and a 
general f inancial risk of loss. 

Beginning in 1985, the property was "on the market". 
Hany, many offers were received beginning with ·the of­
fe ring price of $150 ,000.00. All offers received con­
ta ined many technical and complex contingencies the 
basis f or vthich wer e mainly zon i ng approvals . Our 
i nvestigat ion r eveal ed that a ccepting s uch ru1 agree­
ment of sale would delay settlement for a t l east 
twelve t o e.igh t een months depending on the progress 
with local, county and s tate approv als. Ear ly in 1987 , 
five Agreements of Sale were r eceived offering prices 
from $330, 000.00 t o $400~000 . 00 . All except one of 
t hes e con t ained num,d·rous con t ingenc i es and all pro­
vided for sett l emeru: s late in 1988, and all could be 
abrogated by t he failure of th e buyer to satisfy any 
of t he conU_ngencies. One off er, for $350 , 000 .00, 
f rom an ext reme ly s uccessful and reputab l e builder, 
Berna r d Hankin, was received as a cash offer with 
settlement i n ninety (90) days (on or before Novem- . 
her 30 , 1987) , with no contingencies wha t soever . The 
on l y contin gency placed was by t he Church which re­
quired approval of a Speci a l Parish Assembly and of 
the Archbisho p of t he Diocese of th e Armenian Church 
of America. The Special Pari sh .Ass embly, r.vhich was 
convened. fll August 19, 1987 , r esolved "To s ell t he 
Campgrounds at 1621 Man l y Road, East Goshen .• Pa ., for 
t he sum of $350 ; 000 .00 and the pr oceeds t ht!refr om to 
be plac2.d in the St. Sahag & St. Mesrob Permanent 
EndovJrrH2r;t Fund. n On Augus t 12, 1987, Th>~ Di ocesan 
Council and Board of Trustees approved t he above res­
olut ion of the Special Pa rish Assembly and wr i t ten 
confirmation of same from Archb ishop To rkom Manoogian 
was r ecelved. Settlement 1:.;ras held on November 23 and 
November 25, 1987 , and t he proc eeds of $347 ,2 45 . 33 
was received . 

A symbol i c check was presented to Der Paree Metjian , 
Pastor , an d to Grant Mazmanian, Parish Council Chair ·­
man, by Avedis Alabilikian at a luncheon honorin g the 
or i ginal Trus tees of the Campground s on November 29, 
1987. The original Trustees were Avedis Alabilikian , 
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Sarkis Eouksouzian, Harry Hoplamazian, Aram Yorgan, 
and The Reverend Leon Arakelian. 

The proceeds have been safely inves ted in 12-rnonth 
Certificates of Deposit as follows: Firstrust Bank, 
Philadelphia~ 7.75%, $100,000.00; Nat i onal Bank of 
the Main Line, 8.10 %, $100,000.00; Bell Savings, 
Philadelphia , 8.0%, $100 , 000.00 : Mellon Bank, Phila­
delphia, 7. 7 5% , $40,000. 00; Bell Savings Bank, Phila­
de lphia, 7. 45% , $7 , 45 4.27. Al l are insured by the 
F.D . I.C. Due to the Campgrounds being used as col­
lateral on the Church' s loan on Hayatian Hall, the 
loan balance of $39, 0 78 .00 was paid off and secured 
by a Certificate of Deposit in the amount of $40,000. 
In addition, the t e rm of the original loan of lt8 

months was reducl:!d to 24 months, payments remaining 
t he same, and a substantial amount of i nteres t wi l l 
be saved over the next 24 months . 

The proceeds from this sale are expected to yield 
over $25 , 000.00 in i nterest annua lly. A special 
committee was appointed by th e Parish Council at 
the meeting on February 22, 1988, to make recommenda­
tions on how to ut ilize the interest. 

The Campground Commit t ee is very pleased and proud to 
say that it has achieved its goal of selling the 
Campgrounds for the bes t price at the right time. We 
believe that in doing so, the foresight of the origi­
nal Trustees in 1958 has come to fruition in creating 
a solid and substari.tial base for the f utu r e of our 
Church. Through the efforts of the campground mem­
bers listed below . St. Sahag & St. Hes rob Church has 
shifted into a new phase of growth and d·:::velopment 
for all of our children to share.
