During the past year the problem of upkeep of our church and social hall
and the grounds became evident. Up to the present, we did the best to keep
these clean and in order. This was done by the voluntary help of some of our
church members and also by hiring part time help which resulted in keeping
the expenses low. As we grow, the parish council may deem it neccessary to
have a permanent sexton or (jamgoch) in the future,

The parish council is aware there are many things regarding the church
ritual that are normally the duties of the parish council to perform which
are unfamilar for the present. However now that we have 5 permanent Der Hayr
these deficiencies are being overcome. We feel sure that in the near future
we will be performing more of the things expected of us,
