For Armenian Church, A Milestone Midnight

When the clock strikes midnight tomorrow, Dec. 31, the current 
millennium will finally come to a close and a new one begin -- an 
event widely celebrated a year early, when people around the world 
welcomed in 2000. 

But the arrival of Jan. 1 will also have a specific meaning within 
the history of Christianity, for 2001 will mark 1,700 years since 
the faith's establishment in Armenia. Given that Armenian 
communities can be found worldwide these days, the celebration will 
not be confmed to Armenia alone. 

"This is an occasion for the Armenians to remember the past and, 
while remembering the past, create a vision for the future," said 
Archbishop Khajag Barsamian, head of the Diocese of the Armenian 
Church in America, whose headquarters are in Manhattan. 

"One thing is very obvious," the archbishop added in a recent 
telephone interview. "For 1,700 years, enlightened by the faith 
St. Gregory brought to Armenia, we are able not only to survive 
but also to have revival." 

St. Gregory the Illuminator was the early Christian missionary who 
endured prolonged brutal imprisonment and then emerged sufficiently 
unshaken to convert the Armenian king in A.D. 301; the king 
proclaimed Christianity the state religion. That was a conversion 
to which Armenians can point with great pride, because it preceded 
by more than a decade the conversion of the Roman emperor 
Constantine, a crucial event in the development of the faith. 

As the archbishop noted, survival has been a pressing issue for 
Armenians throughout their history, especially in the 20th century. 
During World War I, hundreds of thousands of Armenians living in 
what was then the Ottoman Empire (now mostly Turkey) were killed by 
government soldiers or died of starvation when forcibly removed 
from their villages. For more than seven decades after the war, 
Armenia endured as a state within the Soviet Union; it finally 
emerged independent in 1991. 



Recalling the events of World War I as they affected his own 
family, Archbishop Barsamian said his grandmother, then a young 
woman three months pregnant, became a widow when her husband was 
taken away, along with other men from their area, never to be seen 
agam. 

"Can you imagine a young, newly wedded girl, having all the dreams 
of the future, and then everything got dark?" the archbishop said. 

But when he was growing up, he added, "I did not see any bitterness 
in her." 

"Just the contrary," he said. "There was faith, and in this 
profound faith there was this continuing life." 

"This is what we are celebrating," the archbishop said. "And there 
is power there. And that power is the power of God through human 
beings." 

The interview with Archbishop Barsamian took place before he 
departed for Armenia, accompanied by two college-age parishioners 
representing the faithful in the United States. In Armenia, the 
three of them will join similar delegations from dioceses around 
the world for a ceremony led by His Holiness Karekin II, the 
supreme patriarch and catholicos of the Armenian Orthodox Church. 

Tomorrow the catholicos will go to Khor Virab, where St. Gregory 
was imprisoned, and light a torch at midnight. Then he will travel 
in procession to Etchmiadzin, the center of the Armenian church, 
for a ceremony in which he will light a lantern on an altar, and 
that light will be shared with the delegations from around the 
world, each of which will have brought its own lantern. After a 
civic ceremony in the Armenian capital, Yerevan, the delegations 
will return home, where a second set of religious ceremonies will 
be held, in a symbolic act of spreading St. Gregory's light -- the 
message of conversion and faith -- throughout the Armenian 
diaspora. 

In New York, the ceremony will take place at St. V artan Cathedral, 
on Second Avenue at 34th Street, on Sunday, Jan. 7. 

"There will be a special service with young people from each of our 
parishes," Archbishop Barsamian said. 

At its conclusion, a lantern will be given to representatives from 
each parish, a young man and a young woman, who will take it back

to their home church. In those churches, the light will be 
available to the families of parishioners who want to light their 
own lanterns and take them home. 

"I hope and I pray," the archbishop said, "that this whole 
celebration will create a new era in the life of the Armenian 
people."

RE: Press & Advertising Campaign for 1700th Celebration. 

This memo is a follow-up to conversations with Michael Haratunian on devising 
an advertising/ public relations campaign for the 1700th Celebration. 

Michael has suggested several advertising venues: Armenian newspapers, Radio 
and Television, and Direct Mail. Each of these is targeted to generate interest 
within the Armenian community- in particular for the Memorial Day weekend 
celebrations. 

Armenian Newspapers: This will involve (a) press releases describing the events 
plus the year in overview, (b) calendar listings and (c) purchased ads, alternating 
between full and half-page size. Michael feels that we should concentrate on the 
New York media (essentially, the Armenian Reporter) and place token ads in other 
papers. I agree that the Reporter, which has the largest readership, should be the 
anchor for us; but I think that other papers-I'm thinking of the Mirror-Spectator, 
Weekly, and Nor Gyank (or another Armenian language paper)- serve different, 
non-overlapping sectors of the community, which we should take advantage of. 

(a) News releases: This is pretty straightforward, and Joyce Matz has been taking 
this in hand pretty well, with an eye to both American and Armenian media. An 
initial announcement should be sent out four weeks in advance of a given event, 
with subsidiary, "topical" releases peppered in between (not necessarily every 
week). 

(b) Calendar listings: Attached to this memo is a suite of Calendar-of-Events 
listings I've prepared (and which need approval before release to the papers), 
based on the events listed in our 1700th Celebration loose-leaf manual. I've 
taken pains to make them clear and specific (as always) but also to relate them to 
one another; the Memorial Day listings in particular are conceived as one con­
tinuous piece. The price for this is that the listings are longer than usual, and will 
cost more. For the sake of economy (and because there are fewer details 
available) the later events can have briefer listings, which will be updated as they 
near; but they should be put on the map soon. I will try to devise a brief question­
naire for each of the subcommittees, asking what info "they want to be listed in 
the Calendar; my office will be the sole clearinghouse for Calendar listings. 



(c) Newspaper ads: Attached to this memo is the first All-events full-page ad, 
which is running in the Reporter this week (Feb. 17 issue). I would like to run a 
similar, updated ad in the other papers mentioned above. (Note: I would like to 
run only English-language ads, even if we choose to run in Armenian language 
papers.) I see other comprehensive, multi-event ads running the last week in 
April, as a run-up to the May events, and in early September, to refresh people's 
memory of the autumn schedule. 
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Otherwise, for each major Diocesan undertaking, I see placing a full-page ad four 
weeks prior to the event, with half-pagers running each of the subsequent three 
weeks. Each Memorial Day event (Hrashapar, Central Park Saturday-Sunday 
happenings, Divine Liturgy, Banquet, Monday farewell) will very likely require 
full-page announcements of their own in the first week of May. After that, we 
can run a single full-pager with just the May events for the remaining three 
weeks. Please note that I will need a chunk of time to devise and lay out these ads. 

My one question concerns the ACYOA and youth-related things: Do they intend 
to place ads themselves? I am hospitable to this, and actually would prefer not 
to do any placement for the ACYOA sports weekend (although they should clear 
copy with our office before publishing). 

Finally, I've mentioned to George and I'll reiterate here that the pilgrimage ad is 
not effective; it also erroneously states that the pilgrimage is scheduled for June 
2000 instead of 2001. 

Radio and TV: This is a little out of our normal orbit, and producing actual 
"spots" may beyond what's necessary. But it is possible, I think, to have an 
informal outreach effort on Armenian television and radio programs. I envision 
scheduling some interviews for Srpazan and Michael with Ardzagang and the 
Armenian Radio Hour of NJ, in which each will discuss various aspects of the 
celebration. Obviously, the important event to do this for is the May weekend. 
Regarding Ardazagang, we might direct them to our venues for the weekend 
(esp. the East Meadow) and have them take stock footage to edit into their 
broadcast interviews. I suggest doing these around mid April (maybe the week 
after Easter, which falls on April15). Whether these could be used in other 
locales is a question; generally we might rely on our parishes to act as 
intermediaries, but this may not be the most reliable way to get access to local 
Armenian broadcasts. 

Video: For our pilgrimages, we've produced brief teaser videos to be shown in 
the parishes. This could be done for the May event, although I think it would 
have to be very simple: a message from the Primate, a short interview with 
Michael, some very basic footage, voiceover info on packages, reservations, 
accommodations, etc. These jobs are always bigger than they seem at the outset, 
and if this is a direction we want to pursue, we should start right away. (I feel 
it's a job for the Ardzagang crew, by the way.) 



Direct Mailings: These will be worthwhile to get out the base, so to speak, but 
should be used discretely, for select events. Obviously, this mode only reaches 
out to people who are already on our mailing lists, and does not go "over the 
heads" of our usual customers to that broader audience we're looking to attract. 
We've already done a general1700th anniversary mailing (with the prayer card 
and schedule); I can imagine doing something for the May weekend-which 
ideally would include info on hotel accommodations and tourism-type things 
(map of Central Park with landmarks noted, etc.) for the out-of-towners. Direct 
mail would be a serious budgetary consideration, of course. 

Web and Internet: We need to put all the info-maybe as basic as the attached 
Calendar Listings- on our website as a distinct and easily accessible link. The 
tagline "For more info, check the 1700th Celebration link on our website, 
www.armenianchurch.org- updated every day by our crack staff' should be featured 
on every ad and press release (and all of the venues above, for that matter). 

We also need to use the various e-mail newsgroups as distribution channels­
especially Groong (which we use anyway) and the Armenian Network calendar. 

* * * 

Finally, on a related subject: Joyce Matz attended a meeting on the Central Park 
events on Thursday night, and she left the meeting very concerned about the 
unanswered questions regarding this undertaking. E.g.: The East Meadow is 
across from a hospital: How loud can the sound be? Can we even have music 
there? Can we post signs and placards along the walkathon? Can we bring the 
screens, stage and trailer (for the Catholicos) into the park at this location? How 
much will the charge assessed by the Park's Department be (this is especially 
urgent because the Parks Dept. is under close scrutiny by the City Council for 
overcharging for the use of the Park)? 
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Joyce feels the situation is urgent. She suggests that someone needs to call Parks 
Commissioner Henry Stern to tell him we need a regular liaison for this 
undertaking; we need to appoint a reliable contact person on our end to field 
questions and be a clearinghouse for our concerns. We should also have 
something in writing from the Parks Dept. stipulating everything we can and cannot 
do (and remember that setup and breakdown of equipment will take at least an 
extra day fore and aft of the events). 

I understand that Yervant Gulian, who is also very concerned, drafted a letter for 
Srpazan to send to Commissioner Stern. Nevertheless, I wanted to bring this 
matter to everyone's attention.
