Sema Hayalian complimented Charley Kademian for his many years of
dedication serving our Church. Always willing to help in many
ways. Charley was a faithful pillar. She also said that she
hoped that Esahag will continue to serve as chairman in the years
to come.
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DerHayr asked that we all pause in silence in memory of Charley
with our prayers. He said that we are all brothers and sisters
present today. Whenever Charley was at his side, he would trans-
late for him in English. He said that Charley and Esahag were

like brothers. He said we have lost members in the past but losing
Charley was very devastating to all of us. We have to continue and
"keep going forward as if Charley is with us. We must keep the doors
of our Church open. It is easy to build a Church, but difficult to
keep the doors open. Whetever we do, we do for the Church. We
should pray to God to give us srength and spiritually continue to
serve.

DerHayr said that we should make a strong effort in finding an
organist Armenian or odar. It would be a great blessing to our
parish.

The meeting was adjouned and closed with a prayer at 1:20 pm.
