In addition to sacraments reported in annual report, the
‘Parish Priest performed 3 funerals in South Milwaukee.

52 Badaraks were celebrated in 1965, as well as 23 other
gseparate llturgical services. Total church attendance for the
year was 7,632 adults and 853 people received Holy Communion.
72 sermons were preached in the past year.

The Parish Priest made 308 house visits, 151 sick calls, had:
21 counselling sessions, attended 175 parish organizational
meetings and gatherings, 10 1nter-parlsh meetin§, and 7
community meetings.

The Parish Priest gave talks, and/or led discussions in the
Parish 37 times. He also has an Adult Study Group, a Spiritual
Life Conference, teaches Senior and Junior Acolytes, a Christian
Doctrine Class, a Sunday School Teachers Training Program, and
an Armenian School class.

The Parish Priest also participated in 17 other functions or
programs outside of the Parish, such.as lesading the YACK program
of ACYOA in Pittsburg, lecturing at Summer Study Program in
Evanston, giving talks at Religious Study Conferences, directing
a Jr., ACYOA retreat in Detroit, taking part in ecumenical panel
discussion in Chicago.
