Dr. Avakian asked at this time that all reports be concise and expedited as .

They plan ·to bey a Ping Pong 

Table, sponsera Camping Trip and fo~a Basketball team.· He also. stated that the 

Diocesan dues would probably b~ hi~her than proposed, due to additional expenses.
