I am p]eased to report that 1971 was a good year for St. Mary's -- a
year in which membership 1ncreased our financial situation improved,
and a great many worthwhile projects were ach1eved. It was a year of

growing challenge for the Church, and the new Parish Council will find

much important work to do.

In 1971, we added 10 new members, and our congregation is much the
richer for these additions. We would, of course, have liked a larger
increase in membersh1p, and this is a goal that Ehou]d be pursued
vigorously in the year ahead. It is extremely important that our
membershfp increase so that we may be a still strongef church, both

spiritually and financially.

We are particularly pleased with the increase in Sunday School enroll-

ment and want to remind parents that their support is essential to the
success of a Sunday School program. Parental encouragement is more
important than anything else in guiding young people into the church
environment. The ACYOA is also an important part of our church group

and should not be neglected. The ACYOA has a number of worthwhile

projects planned for this year, and we should all-help them in accomplishing

these goals.

Financially, we are in better shape than we have been in several years.

- We must do still better, however, if we are to carry on the important
projects and improvements which our church so desperately needs. For
some years, we have been relying heavily on the Annual Bazaar to carry us
through, because member pledges are not adequate to cover the rising

costs of maintaining our church. It has now become apparent'thatAthe



Bazaar -Eégcééssfu1 as it is -- will not produce enough funds to meet
our growihé requiremehfs. We must either increase our yearly pledge or
enlarge our membership further in order to meet the future needs of

the church. An increase in the annual pledge is being recommended, and

we hope that the new Parish Council will carry out this recommendation.

We wish to congratulate the various church organizations for their hard
work and devotion in pursuing the objectives laid out for them. Again,
we wish to commend our Bazaar Chairman, his commhttee,;and the many
faithful workers for their outstanding performance during that annUa]

event. The results speak for themselves.

Speciai tﬁaﬁks go to Bishop Papken for his spiritual guidance and
untiring efforts as pastor of St. Mary's Church. Without the leadership
and dedication that“Bishdp Papkep briﬁgs to the Church and to this Parish,
we wou]d_certain]y hot have the kind of fellowship and spiritua]‘vitality

that we have in this Congregation.

Finally, hay I say that I have enjoyed serving as your Chairman this
past year. It is an experience that I will always remember. The help
and cooperation given by the other members of the'Parish Council has
been most gratifying. Whatever success the Ccuncil has had in helping
to make St. Mary's a better church is to the credit of those members who
spent so much of their time and’enérgies in the service of the Parish

this past year.
