"To say we have more priests than ever before is only meaningful to
dramatize our growth. The critical consideration is that we need more,
w more.

"We are fortunate in the establishment and existence of St. Nersess
Theological Schooly it has not only yielded graduates for service in our
‘Church, it stands as an effective mechanism by which new candidates can be
continually prepared. Three of its graduates are already active in our

.. parishes, and two others are on their way within a year..... -

< sponsibility of all of us..... We must be alert to the potential in our own

"The oneness of our Church remains a paramount consideration. To achieve
that oneness demands in fact the sacrifice of all the unworthy personal pre-
judices which in the course of time have hardened into even less worthy
convictionS.e..

; "Our budget today is about four times what it wes a mere decade ago.

" Ten years ago about 75% of our budget was provided by the parishes. Iast year
our headquarters itself was Tesponsible for raising more than half the budget-
‘raising in fact twice as much as the entire budget ten years ago....

"Our Diocesan Center is relied upon today more than &t any time in our
history....by all people who look to the Armenian Church as the authentic
center.... of Armenian life in America....

' "The- Diocesen Endowment-Fund has been established....and a very encour-
aging beginning made toward securing the future of our Diocesan life.....

"Ours is a great mission, worthy of our commitment and our sacrifice,
raising itself like a towering steeple above t.he difi‘icult::.es that tend to
' :meobilize us. easte! ; 4 :
