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REPORT CN THE 74TH ANWUAL DIOCESAN ASSEMDIY
PREST‘D]TED ToO ST MARY'S PARISH ASSEMBIY

Jc,nuary 30, 1977, Washlngtcn, D C.

The 7hth annual assembly of the Diocese of the Armenian Church of
America was held on Fridsy and Saturday,. ipril 30 and May 1, 1976, at the Sts.
Sahag and Mesrob Armenisn apostolic Church in Wynnewood, Pa. The parish of St.
Mary's Armenian ipostolic Church of Washington, D.C..was represented at that con-
vention by your diocesan delegates Col. George Juskalian and Abrzham Dodurlan.
Dr. Edward Onanian’ attended «s an ex-offlcn.o delegate in his capacity as chdlman
of your pc.rn.sh council,

» The assembly was presided over by His Eminence Archbishop Torkom -
Manooglun, ‘the Primate. Mr. Kechadoor Kazarian was elected to act as chairman
while Rev. Arten Ashjian and Mr. Harry Sarkisian were elected to serve. as. secre~-
tar:n.es for Armenian and for English respectively.: .

Attending were 107 dlocesan delegdtes out of a totdl of 166
. reglstered delegates. . S
As has been custanary 1n recent years there were two guest clergymen
from Holy Echmadz:_n, namely, the Reverend Fathers Areim Boyajian and Ardag Simonian,
One new feature about the conduct of business at the convention was
the division of the assembly into discussion panels for the purpose ox sav:Lng ‘time
and of dealing with problems in greater depth.
o Highlights of the Diocessn Convention muy be summed up e.s follows-
Unity project s The Unity Comittee report on the results of nego-
bYiations with its counterpart representing the Diocese of the Holy See of Cilicia,
i.es, 4ntelias, was discussed ab length. The changes proposed by our Diocesan Coun-
cil on those agreements as well us the actions tuken by the assembly were printed
in the June Shnorhali. There was no significant change from last year's situation.
You may have heard that the Unity Comittee was abolished by our Diocese which has
now set up a by-laws camittee to draft the constitution for the unified Armenion
church in the u. 8.
It is learned on the other hand, however, that the Prelacy, i.e., the
Diocese of the-Cilician See has apparently expressed its displeasure over the aboli-
tion of our Unity Comrittee with which it wants tc continue to negotiate on the
ground that the by-laws camittee created by our Diocese is almost campletely made
up of persons knotm for 'bhc:Lr obJect:Lon to a. unlflcatlon of the Armemm Church of
fmerica. o
The way I see 1t th:_s proJect for unity in our church is stn.ll far
from being materialized bec‘.use as we say in Armenians: ‘ays printse dagavin shad
choor ge vertsene”. All we can do for the time being is to hope for the best.
It wouldn't be & bad idea if this parish assembly here expressed, by ..
secret ballot, its stand on this unity question so that your newly-elected diocesan .
delegates would have same sort of a guideline when they are called upon to cast
their votes on the issue.
Diocesan budget : The Diocesan budget for the current fiscal year 1976-
1977 totals $526,500 as p)umst 350,000 for the previous _period. HNearly one half
of that total, i.e., {230,000 are spent on the salaries of diocesan personnel. On
the incame side parish assessments consist of 280,000, an increase of $40,000 over
last year.
v This perish mey be interested to know thet one of its two delegates,
Col. George Juskaliun, was elected to succeed the late pikran Boyajian as & member
of theDiocesan Board of Trustees.
It was &« privilege to represent this parish at diocesan conventions.
