. Sunday, February 5, 1984 

The Annual Parish Assembly ofi,~-st. Mary's Armenian''Apostolic 

Church of Washington, O.C. was called to order by th~ Parish 

Council Chairman, .Mike Tashjian, at 12:28 p.m. in the Sanctuary. 

Father Vertanes Kalayjian offered the opening prayer. The 

Parish Council Secretary, Raffi Karahisar, called the ·roll of 

voting members. Out of the 143 members eljgible to vote, 54 

were present, th~reby c~nstituting a quorum. 

At the invitation of Mike Tashjian, the Nominating Commitee 

Chairman, Abraham Bodurian submitted the names of the following 

candidates for the Assembly Tivan:

D~r Hary 

thanked Mr. Jack Kojabay Oilanian for gr~anti1Jg us access to his 

Xerox machine, and noted that it had been us~d extensively on 

several projects. 

Bazaar Committee Report. Dr. Edward Onanian reported a net return 

oF $23,~65 for the 1983 Bazaar, down $800 From the previous year, 

but a minor miracle considering the circumstances.

Auditing Committee Report: Blanche Manian, on behalf of the Auditing 

Committee, reported that the books of the Sunday Scho61, Armenian 

School, Choir, Women's Guild, Building Fund and.Parish Council had

Onanian and Oer Hayr respond­

ed that previous efforts to actively recruit volunteers for 

different projects, or children for the A.C,Y.O.A.iSunday School, 

carried out in the form oF l~tters or questionnaires, had mostly 

Fallen on deaf ears, Or. Onanian pointed out that the current 

average membership contr·ibution is around $200, and that an 

additional $1 a week from each.member would b~ing us close to our 

target. Oer Hayr commented that our membership dues are well 

below the average·For the other d,enominations. Resp~nding to a 

question about the anticipated increase in telephone rates due 

to the-AT&T restructuring, ~r. Onanian stated that the Parish Council 

is· looking into the matter of alternative long-distance services ,., 

and bu~ing our own equipmer~. 
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Memorandum or Llnde'rstanding: Or. Onanian briefly explained the 

contents of the Memorandum Qf Understanding between Oer Heyr 

and the Parish Council, with ~egard to stipend, allowances and 

' vacation. He brought to the Assembly's attention that Oar 

Hayr will be allowed to take his vacation in ~iew consecutive 

weeks if he so desires. Responding to questions from the floor, 

he stated that [1) Visiting priests would be considered for at 

least two of the weeks Oer-Hayr will be away and (2) Bishop 

Varajabedian has been approached in the past as a guest celebrant 

and hopeFully he will be able to accept our invitation this summer. 

Oer Hayr explained that it is Diocesan Policy not to have guest 

priests oF other denominations without the presence oF the local 

pasta~. The motion was made and·acc~pted to approve the budg~t 

and the Memorandum of Understanding as presented.

2. Vacation 

In accord with .the Diocesan vacation schedule, we agree 
that Fr. Kalayjian shall be allowed to take four weeks of 
vacation, including four Sundays. Leave may be accrued 
with the prior consent of the Parish Council. There was 
no leave balance outstanding at the end of 1984. (There 
is a possibility that F~. Kalayjian may be called upon by 
the Primate, to serve again as the group leader for the 
ACYOA Study Program in Armenia •. In that event, he shall 
be allowed to take five additional. weekdays of leave). 

In addition, Fr. Kalayj ian shall be allov;ed to take leave 
on tne Sunday of the Diocesan Assernbly weekend, provided 
.his return to Washington for services should prove 
inconvenient. A similar policy shall apply in the event 
he chooses to attend the ACYOA and/or Choir Assemblies4 
An allowance shall be provided by the parish toward his 
lodging and travel expenses in the case of the Diocesan 
Assembly only.

BUILDING }'UND COHHITTEE REPORT 

Calendar year 1984 

The Committee launched a drive in.Harch to. raise $60,:000 by the end 
of 1985, of which $20,000 was needed by the beginning of July. Thanks 
to the continued generosit~ of many parishioners, and the particular 
gene~osity of a family which prefers to remain anonymous, we were 
able to meet our objectiveso · 

AS we did, however, we not only incurred higher qosts than we had 
anticipated, but we saw the need for further improvements. In par­
ti6ular, a significant amount of work remains to be done in the 
kitchen area. We need aloo to complete the landscaping projectc 
::>ince thesre improvement efforts are expecte.d to continue, the repay-

, .ment of our renovation loan will be delayed. The loan has a 5-year 
term, but we were hopeful of repaying in two,iee~, by the end of 1985o 

lt proved convenient once again to make disbursements from both the 
Committee's and the parish council's accounts. Accordingly, a detailed 
breakdown of the total costs incurred for renovation in 1984 is 
presented below:

We received also more than ~9,500 in 
memorial gifts. Our share of·Bazaar proceeds amounted to ~12,100.00o 

The uomrnittee continued to meet the mortgage payments on the parish 
house. As noted in the above listing, a disbursement of $300 was made · 
for professional.services in conn·ection with the renovation of the altar 
area, which \>I ill be the final phase of St. Mary 's expansion and 
renovation program. 

Your response to appeals during the past severa~ years has been truly 
remarkable •. with your generous sup})ort, our parish has been able to -·· 
expand and improve its facilities, and to do so without incurring. a 
heavy debt burden. v/i th your continued support, the remaining work 
will be completed and our loan repaid well ahead of scheduleo

REPORT ON THE 8 2ND ANNUA·L DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY 

The Eastern Diocese of the. Armenian Church of America held its 
• '82nd Assanbly' at the St •. Leo'n Armenian 'Church· 'in Fair lawn,. New 
.Jersey from May 3rd - 6th. · The Primate, His Eminenee Archbishop 
Torkom Manoogian, presided over the Ass~~bly. 

The decisions made at the Assembly emphasized the future 
development of the Armenian Church in America.~ Some of the 
highlights wer~: 

1. The Primate's address to the delegates on 'l'hursday, May 3rd; 
The address emphasized the Church's long-term challenges 
which lie ahead in the preservation of .the 1\.rmenian .language, 
culture and people: "surely we can channel our individual 
strengths into guaranteeing the future health of our church 
and its gqod Horks .... History .tells us that. the life of 
nations and peoples is a matter of· responding to challenges .. 
How well. a challenge is met determines hm-1 well a nation 
grows and flourishes.. Responding requires a flexibility of 
mind, q historical imagination and a determination to meet 
the future rather than having it be a series of changes'." 

His Eminence ended his. address by stressing the principles 
which have ·kept the Armenian people together: "Our 
conuni tment to family, our keen sense of· justice, our honest 
and sagacious business sense, the meaning of a man's word, 
the pivotal'role of faith and beauty•in cur everyday lives." 

2. The establishment of a regionalized program with the Diocese. 
Churches. within designated regions would.coordinate and 
program activities among them~ elves. The region as a whole 
would be under the" supervi.t;>ion of the Diocese. New England 
was designated as the first region where this policy would 
be implemented. 

3. The approvalof the 1984 annual budget of $1,547 1 000. 

4. The approval of the Hye-Rise Committee• s proposal to 
continue work on a development _plan and coni:ract for a 
high-rise structure over the Diocesan headquarters.. The 
high-rise would in the lqng run furnish the Diocese with 
extra revenue.through rentals. 

5. The increase of the number of Diocesan Council members 
from nine. to eleven by .. ·electing .. Edward Chapian of the 
Holy .~Iartyrs' Church of Bayside, New York for a three­
year term and Daniel Dorian of ·the Holy1 Trinity Armenian 
Church of Cambridge, Hass .. for a one-year term. 



6. The election of two·new members to the Diocesan Board of 
Trustees. Edward Bash~.n of New Jersey was elected for 
a ten-year term, and Judge John K. Najarian of Rhode Island 
was elected for a four-year term to fill a vacancy. 

7. The approval of a proposal to appoint a committee. for the 
organization of a national commemoration of the 70th . 
anniversary of the Armenian Genocide. ~he committee would 
be formed by a joint effort between the Primate and the 
Diocesan Council. 

8. The acceptance of a plan to approve 'the Diocesan budget 
for the following year instead of approving it during the 
year that is in process. · 

9. The approval to appoint a Diocesan Commission which will 
examine liturgical life and prepare a report for the 
198 5 Assembly. · 

10. The approvEd of a proposal which would review the role of 
the nominating, auditing and advising committees of the 
Assembly. It was agreed that procedural guidelines to 
help guide the work of these commi~~ees were needed. 

11. A vote of confidence was given to the Q1ocesan Unity 
Committee r!3port. Judge John K. Najarian presented the 
report and expressed hope that the Bylaws would be 
completed by the 83rd Diocesan Assembly in 1985. 

12. I hold this opportunity to thank the parishioners of 
St. Mary 's Armenian Church for giving me the chance to 
serve as their delegate for the past four years. I 
thank and wish good luck to the ·acting Parish Council 
and delegates serving our church. )
