Parlsh w1ll also pay all maintenance expenses and make the mortgage

payments for the Parish House.

2. Vacation:

In accord with the‘Diocesan vaoation schedule, we agree thatnfr; ‘

Kalayjian shall be allowed to take four weeks of vacation, including
four Sundays. Leave may be accrued'with the prior consent of the Parish
Council. As of 1/1,/1987, Fr. Kalayjian has a balance of two(2) Sundays

-vacation time from 1986. Fr. Kalayjian shall be allowed to serve as

Camp Supervisor at the St. Vartan Camp for one week, starting on June
28, 1987. If his presence is required at the Camp on any Sunday, it .
w1ll be counted against his vacatlon Hls absence during the week will

.npt be counted as vacation.

" In- addltlon, Fr. Kalayjian shaIl be allowed to take leave on the
Sunday of the Diocesan Assembly weekend, provided his return to

Washington for services should prove inconvenient. A similar policy

shall apply in the event he chooses to attend the ACYOA and/or Choir
Assemblies. An allowance, up to $300.00, shall be provided by the
Parish towards his lodging and travel expenses for attendence at the
Diocesan Assembly. In the case of the ACYOA or Choir Assemblies, it is

"expected that those organlaatlons w1ll provide lodging and travel

expenses.

The Parlsh w1ll also assume the travel expenses a55001ated with the
Clergy continuing education program

This memorandum of understanding becomes effectlve on January 1,

-1987 and continues through December 31, 1987, provided it receives the
~approval of the Annual Parish Assembly.

 BUILDING FUND ~COMMITTEE REPORT |

Calendar Year 1986,

- For the second consecutive. year,‘the Committee refrained from
engaging in a direct appeal for funds. In 1986, this was due in
‘large measure to two factors: (1) the uncertaint surrounding the
scope and cost of the kitchen renovation; and (2) the failure of "
. the parish to commit itself to further renovatlon of the 'sanctuary..

At this point, the fund-raising activities of the Women's Guild
appear to have generated much of the funds needed to complete the
kitchen project. If a commitment is not made this year for any
other renovation project, the Committee will begin to direct its
attention to perhaps our most critical need -- the establlshment
of a substantial Endowment Fund.m'

Memorial donations exceeded $15 000 in 1986, an amount greater than '
~that received in 1984 and 1985 combined. Pledge payments provided

only $2,900, as most parishioners have now met the commitments made

in recent fund-raising drives. General donations exceeded $6,000, '

and more than $14,000 was received in earmarked donations, the largest
of which was a glft of $10,000 for renovation of the kitchen. The
Committee's share of the receipts of the 1986 Bazaar and Candlelighting
amounted. to $11, 700, slightly more than in 1985, ,

On the disbursement side, payments on the parish house mortgage and —
“our renovation loan exceeded $17,000. Expenditures of about $2,500

‘were directed to improvements at the church, and $1,750 was requlred

to replace the air conditioning system at the parish house.

As we. entered 1987, the roof of the sanctuary was again causing
concern, and the parish council was seeking estimates for its replace-
ment. The roof of the parish house also appears in need of replace-
ment, and the exterior of the house requires either a paint job or
siding. In consequence, we abandoned our goal of repaying the
renovation loan ahead of schedule, and reserved available funds for
these projects. All but $3,000 of the. Committee's funds are ear-~"
marked, either to meet 1oan/mortgage payments in 1987 or as reserves
for specific projects. When we combine this situation with the )
difficulty the parish continues to experience in generating donations
for operating purposes, the need to establish an Endowment Fund
becomes increasingly obvious.

. Divine Liturgy; learning of prayers, hymns, Church holy days and customs. The
Teachers and Yeretzgin Anashid alternated with the Superintendent in conducting the
Assembly. Classes were held 11-12:00, followed by attendance in Church. The cur- =+
riculum and texts of the Sunday School aré prepared by the Diocese's Religious .
. Education Department. The Sunday School has a collection of supplementary materials
‘available to teachers and students. Mr. Shahinian's 11th-12th grade class had a
number of guest lecturers complementing his teaching program.

On Communion Sundays (the first Sunday of the month), students attended the complete
. Church Service, receiving Communion. They read the Bible and Confession in Armenian
and English, served on the altar and in the Choir, passed the "Kiss of Peace" and
..collected the offerings. A special table set aside for students offered them some
refreshments after Church Services. We thank Mrs. Rosemary Arkoian for making the
“arrangements and to parents and staff who have provided good, simple fare.

A Nursery was started in cooperation with the Women's Guild, to allow parents to
attend Church Services. A group of parents rotate in the supervision of small
children in Room 102, which is furnished with toys, games, books and craft mater-
ials, Additional furniture, shelving and other iteme are welcome, as well as’
volunteers to help in the Share and Care Program.

The Sunday School sponsored charitable activities throughout the year. Along with
the Armenian Family Lenten Calendars with suggestions for meaningful family activi~
ties during Lent, students: received Lenten collection folders provided by the -
Diocese, Funds received went to the United Nations' Food and Agriculture Organiza-
tion, to help feed the world's hungry people. .

Over 8700, was received in a epecial collection in November to benefit St. Mary 8
. Charitable Fund, which is. used to help the needy in our Church-Community. The .
Sunday School also Sponsored a drive t0 collect canned goods for needy familiee in

The Teachers' Dedication Service was held on October 19 during Church Services.,
Conducted by Rev. Vertanes Kalayjian, the Sunday School staff sought God's bless-



ings to help carry out its duties responsibly and well,

in session or meet with teachers. :

A Christmas Program was held in the, Sanctuary after the Divine Liturgy on

December 20th, Students recited poems about Christ;- presented "The Angel of God
