Approved also was a resolution commemorating the tenth anniversary
of the St. Vartan Camp and one which called upon the Diocesan
Council to prepare a program for the observance of the "75th
Anniversary of the Armenian Genocide."

Bz-—laws

The By-laws Revision Committee presented its report, action on .
which was deferred until the 87th Annual Assembly in 1989. However,
the Assembly approved a motion calling upon the Diocesan Council

to organize regional meetings at which the proposed revisions would
be reviewed by diocesan delegates. _

In a separate action, the Assembly approved for the first time an -
amendment which would extend the term of office of auditing
committee members to three years. This amendment will be presented
for final approval at the 87th Assembly.

Elections

Mr. Suren Fesjian was elected to a 10-year term on the Diocesan
Board of Trustees, suceeding Judge John K. Najarian.

Rev. Haigazoun Melkonian was elected to a position on the Diocesan
Unity Committee, succeeding Rev. Mampre Kouzouian who resigned. There
is no fixed term of office for members of the Unity Committee.

Our pastor was elected to a one-year term on the Assembly Proposals
Committee.

Financial

A Diocesan budget of $2,091,250 was approved as presented. Parish
assessments were increased to $591,250 from $533,350; this resulted
in an increase of about $1,000 in St Mary's annual assessment

to a level of $11,465. .

Reports

Judge John K. Najarian, chairman of the Diocesan Unity Committee,
reported that the committee had not engaged in any talks with its
Prelacy counterpart during the past year. However, Judge Vincent
Gurahian, chairman of the Diocesan Council, noted that several '
members of the Diocesan Council had met informally on April 23 with
members of the Prelacy Executive Council in an effort to bring about
a resumption of talks. The Assembly once again approved a resolution
calling upon "the Unity Committee to pursue every available avenue
to bring a successful conclusion to the unity negotiations, consis-
tent with: the principles of the guidelines" approved in 1982.

With regard to the High Rise PrOJeCt"the Assembly approved a
resolution directing the Diocesan Council "to implement the project



with due regard to protecting the 1ntegr1ty of the Cathedral and
the Diocesan Center "o . .

The St. Stepahos Armenian Church of Elberon, New Jersey.-will host
the 87th Diocesan Assembly.

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BUILDING FUND COMMITTEE REPORT

Calendar Year 1988

The Building Fund Committee was established in the late 1950's
wvhen the parish embarked on the construction of. our present .
sanctuary. During the committee's three decades of existence,

it has led fund-raising efforts which have resulted not only

.in the construction and later renovation of the sanctuary, but :
also in an addition to our original building, in the purchase

of a parish house, and in the renovation of the original building.
Moreover, the committee has met major repair and replacement '
costs at both the church and parish house. Except for an outstanding
mortgage on the parish house, the costs associated with these
activities have been met in full. . 4

Since a period of heavy activity during the late 70's and, early
80's, the committee for a few years now has been generally inactive,
deferring another fund-raising campaign until the parish determines
"whether it wishes to pursue a major renovation of the sanctuary.
The uncertainty regarding that project continues, and thus the
committee's alternate intention to work toward establishment
. of a substantial endowment fund remains on hold. Hopefully,

‘that issue will be resolved soon, and the committee will have

a focus for its fund—ralsing activity. . :

Turning now to our financial experience in 1988, . the annual
Bazaar and Candlelighting provided nearly $16,000, approximately
40 percent of our income. More than $7,000 was received .in memorial
donations, and nearly $3,000 in general donations. Earmarked
‘gifts ‘were received for the altar. project ($1,500) and toward
replacement of the sanctuary roof ($500). An insurance claim.

for water damage early in the year produced $5,000, little of
which has been expended as only minimal repairs have been made

to date. Pledge. payments from earlier drives amounted to $3,500.
Late in the year, we received a bequest of $1,000 from the estate
of Mrs. Lucy Lusc1nian of Baltimore.

- On the disbursement side, there were roofing expenses at both

the church ($2,929) and parish house ($3,500). At the church,

both the sub-roof and main roof of the sanctuary were repaired,
wvhile the roof at the parish house was replaced. An inspection

by our insurance carrier led to the installation of new door

locks and bars at a cost of nearly $1,400. The outstanding balance
- of about $12,000 on our S5-year, $50,000 renovation loan was

paid, and monthly payments were made on the parish house mortgage.

We found ourselves in early 1989 with a cash balance in excess

of $63,000. However, more than two-thirds of this amount was
earmarked for specific projects and.contingencies, including
replacement of the sanctuary roof. Of the nearly $20,000 which
may be regarded as discretionary, most, if not all, should perhaps
also be placed in a capital replacement or enhancement fund.

The main thrust of these seminars is to explore
primarily issues concerning women in modern times. Mrs. Kathy Kapikian, Director of
the Center for the Arts and Religion at Wesley Theological Seminary, is in charge of
developing the seminar series. You will be hearing about the details.

Another concern has been community outreach, outside the Armenian community, in the
Metropolitan DC area: Lending a helping hand to the people in need, the homeless,
disaster relief, etc. Mrs. Grace Shahinian, our new co-editor of the Shnorhali will
be chairing this program.

Another essential joint activity is in the making with the Library Committee. Evenings
of discussing Armenian books are being planned.

Because we're regular customers, the printer gives us 10
percent off the final price. In December the discount was :
larger, because the printer reduced our bill by $50 and had us
give the’ money to the Earthquake Fund.

We've found that 700 copies of the Shnorhali isn't enough
since we need to keep 50 or 75 copies at the front, of the church
and in the pews; and .850 copies is too many. So, we're going to
print 800 copies of the oombined January/February issue, and see
how it goes. - _ ‘

If we assume 800 copies of a 40-page Shnorhali, with
printing at 1.2 cents/pages (I don't know if the lower price of
1 cent/page applies to only 800 copies), the total cost should be
around $492.48. The breakdown is thus:

I think an allooation of $500 a month would be appropriate
for the Shnorhali.

What money we do get from
outside sources should be kept for special purposes, like the
covers for the December Christmas issue, which cost $11 per
hundred (we're looking for similar covers for the Easter dssue).

Memorandum of Understanding
between
The Parish Council of St. Mary's Armenian Apostolic Church
of Washington, D. C.
and
Reverend Vertanes Kalayjian

We agree that the following financial and related considerations shall apply to
Fr. Kalayjian's services as Pastor of St. Mary's Church during the period set
forth herein:

1. Stipend and Allowances:

Basic Stipend $ 17,220.00
Service Increment 8,610.00
Membership Increment 1,230.00
Car Allowance 4,590.00
Life Insurance 500.00

$ 32,150.00

The Parish will also make the required contributions to Clergy Insurance and
IRA accounts. The Parish will assume the payment of all utility expenses (heat-
ing, electricity, sewer, water and telephone) at the Parish House. (During 1988
the sum of the above expense was $9,872.23) The Parish will also pay all main-
tenance expenses and make the mortgage payments for the Parish House.

In addition, a lump-sum bonus of $2,000.00 will be provided at the beginning of
1989.

2. Vacation:

In accord with the Diocesan vacation schedule, we agree that Fr. Kalayjian
shall be allowed to take four weeks of vacation, including four Sundays. Leave
may be accrued with the prior comsent of the Parish Council. As of 1/1/89, Fr.
Kalayjian has a modest balance of accrued vacation time. Fr. Kalayjian shall be
allowed to serve as Camp Supervisor at the St. Vartan Camp for two weeks. His
presence will be required at the Camp for one Sunday which will not be counted
against his vacation. His absence during the week also will not be counted as
vacation. Since Fr. Kalayjian will also be serving as visiting pastor for the
Atlanta mission community, absences on two or three Sundays are possible.

In addition, Fr. Kalayjian shall not be charged leave on the Sunday of the Dio-
cesan Assembly weekend, provided his return to Washington for services should
prove inconvenient. A similar policy shall apply in the event he chooses to at-
tend the ACYUA and/or Choir Assemblies. An allowance, up to $300.00, shall be
provided by the Parish towards his lodging and travel expense for attendance at
the Diocesan Assembly. In the case of the ACYOA or Choir Assemblies, it is ex-
pected that those organizations will provide lodging and travel expenses.

This memorandum of understanding becomes effective on January 1, 1989 and con-
tinues through December 31, 1989, provided it receives the approval of the
Annual Parish Assembly.

The beginning of 1988 continued the work of collection
development and organization. We now have about 750 books
in the Libtrary. The Library had its dedication and opening
on May 1, 1988, celebrated by Arbp. Manocgian and Der Hayr
Kalayijian. : ' :

1988 also brought a change in the configuration of the
Library Committee from seven to five members. The current
members are listed below.

Cataloging new books is smoother and faster now since the
purchase and activatieon of Macintosh compatible catdlaglng
software called Catalog MacCarder.

The Committee met three times during 1988. A fourth meeting -
was cancelled due to lack of attendees. The Librarian,
howsaver, has kept members informed by occcasional update
memos of activities such as meetings or conferences
attended, acquisitions, donations etc. Five communications
were sent during 1988, :

The Library hosted the quarterly meeting of the Washington
Chuwrch Library Council on December 10, 1988. The group made
a donztion to the Armenian Diocece Earthquake Fund.

Metworking relations with the Library of Congress are
continuing and we will soon receive abkout 50 Armenian books
in exchange foar ow irrelvant duplicates and other books and
disintegrating Jjournals. They will be able to use microfilm
techniques to preserve them.

The Librarian has given two orientation sessions to
different Sunday School classes.

The Library is pleased to have a regular column in each
izsue of the newly renovated Shnorali. Other promotional
activities included multiple epecial book displays
downstairs during the coffee how after the Badarak. These
have featured the books from the Library collection on ART,
HISTORY, FPOETRY, GEMNOCIDE, ARMENIAN RUGS5, BIBLES and related

scripture books which commemorated Mational HRible Week. The

librarian also maintains a creative bulletin bpoard cutside
the office of the Der Hayr. :

We have received some important donations this vear,
including several books not available elsewhere in the U.S.
on Armenian art and history, and a complete set of patents
issued to Armenian inventors by the Patent Office.. Two new
subjects were added to the catalaog this year— HKARABAGH and.
SFPIRITUAL LIVING. The Libhrarian has created a large
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callection of news reprints about Karabagh. There is also a
comprehensive file of the daily reports on the Earthquake
fraom the major newspapers of the east and west coasts and
from news magazines.
