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THE OFFICE OF PARISH COUNCIL 

Ouring the months of January or February, the parishes of our diocese hold their Annual Parish 
Assemblies, during which time mem bers of the community are elected to the Parish Council , 
Auditing and Nominating Committees . as well as Diocesan Delegates . Often times. man y 
individuals are reluctant to offer their names as candidates for Parish Council becJuse they feel that 
they are not qualified, that th y lack the necessary "experience", they are too young or too old, or 
they simply do not know what the qualific:~tions are to be a parish council member. 

. 
A few years ago, our Diocese published a booklet entitled "Manual for Parish Councils", and 
offered information to assis t parish council members in the execution of their duties. The 
following, from that booklet , is offered to our readers in order to have them understand the role 
that the P;arish Council is to undertake in the administration of their duties and to provide 
informatio'n to those who ma_ wish to run for the office. 

The Parish Council is an elected body . Its function is to guide the parish in its spiritual, 
educational, and financial endeavors, in cooperation with the parish priest and under 
his leadership . Each parish council member is expected to serve in a spirit compatible 
with such responsibility . Since this responsibility extends beyond financial matters , 
each parish council member should strive to be adequately informed on all matters 
related to the parish, to the church in general. 

A good parish council member never loses sight of the fact that he is a servant in the 
church of Christ. He therefore seeks to increase his own capaci ty to understand the 
nature of the church, as of a community of believers, a spiritual institution which also 
enshrines the national cul ture . 

Moreover, he strives to be a good church member and an example to the rest of the 
congregation. 

Thus he takes a personal interest in all the activities of the parish by way of furthering 
education, communication and youth work, of helping the needy , the unfortunate. the 
sick. A good parish council member is ever mindful of the words of St . Paul , in Phil. 
4:13- ·1 can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me.· 

In the Armenian Church, clergy and layman work together in the sense that they share 
the common responsibility of making of the church an even better avenue towards the 
salvation of the total man. This work proceeds under the guidance of the Bishop who 
receives his authority at the moment of his consecration and is elected by the people 
and approved by the Catholicos to exercise full authority to a given diocese. · 

The function of the priest is two-fold: He is the shepherd of the flock and the president 
of the parish. While he is responsible for the whole parish, he works together with the 
parish council, as its president, for the effective administration of the parish. "1"he 
servant of the people, the priest is nevertheless not a hired employee whose job would 
be to put into execution the decisions of the parish council. 



The priest and ,the parish council sha re th responsi ilities for th we lf are o f th e 
church and this is the basis o f the re l~tion between them . Both pri es t and pa ri sh 
counci l are bound by th c~nons of the churd1 and are under the dministr ali ve 
jur isdiction o f the diccesan authorities .

GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS 

1. A parish counci l membe r shou1d conside r it h is obliga ti on to participa te in the 
Divine Li turgy regu larly ever; Sund =1y. and to rece ive Holy Communion on . amoung 
othe r Sundays, the Sunday of his installation. Tvloreove r. he should .a tt end as many 
church functions as pos sible . If it is feasible. he should try to be presen t at funerals 
and w eddings to supervise the proC£!e ings and be of general assistanc . 

2. The parish counci l together with il:- president. the pries t. hall alway be conside red 
as one uni t or one team, the priest b ing also the coordinati ng head of all the church 
organizations. 

3. The par ish counci l must clearly realize th~ t the church community and its rea l 
properties as we ll as its spiritua l well -being ar e dependen t upon the conscie ntious 
performance of all its functions. Tempora l possess ions and activiti es should not be 
made in to ends for th emselves . Rath r, the y should be m eans to the glor; o f God and 
the spiri tual enlightenm nt of the member of the church. 

4. lt should also be borne in mind that the church is not a busines insti tu tion. More 
than financia l success. the pari sh counc il m embe rs shou ld b conce rn ed w ith th e 
mental . moral and spiri tua l enrichment o f the people . The faci lities o f th e church 
should be used to capacity for such ends. 

5. S tep s must be take n tow ard lay participa ti on in fi elds which hereto fore have been 
cons ider ed "the w ork of the pries t" such as religious educa ti on , m embership driv es. 
and gen eral promotion.

MINUTES 

OF. 

SPECIAL PARISH ASSEMBLY OF 

ST. MARY ARMENI~T APOSTOLIC CHURCH .. 
MARCH 20, 1993 

The purpose of this Special Parish~A-ssembly was to continue 
business ~hich was not completed at the Parish Assembly meeting 
on February 6, 1993. Colonel Juskalian continued as Chairman and 
David Sahr agreed to ser~e as secretary in the absence of Jackie 
Aghamalian. Father Kalayjian described the requirements of the 
bylaws in light of the absence of a TJorum. 

1. Audit _c.ommittee Report 

Hratch Semerjian gave the Audit Committee report for 1992. 
Dr. Semerjian first described the re~ults of the ba~aar.· He 
described the transfe~s from other accounts to pay for expenses 
of th~ bazaar including an advance of $7,000 from the Wom~n's 
Guild. .The net income from the bazaar was $18,187.70, most· of 
which·was transferred to the Parish Council for reimbursements t6 
·other groups. The cu.r-rent balance i'n the check book for the 
bazaar is.$44.87. Dr. Semerjian announced that.the audit commit-
tee was satisfied with the bazaar report. 

The audit committee then made one clarification to the Wom­
en's Guild report. Dr. Semerjian indicated that in addition to 
the $7 ,·ooo advanced to the bazaar, ·the Women's Guild had trans­
ferred $10, 000 to the Parish Council during 19.92. 

In response to a question .from the floor concerning bank 
charges, Dr. Semerjian suggested the Church should review the 
check charges and seek a better arrangement from the Church's 
ba~k. Acc~rding to his understand}ng; the Parish Council had 
pa~d $800 ~n check charges over tile last year. There was some 
discussion among the members of the floor as to the true amount 
of the check charges. Colonel Juskalian suggested that the Par­
ish Council should review whether the Church iD paying too much 
in bank fees. 

The Audit Committee then turned· to the financial report of 
the Parish Council. Dr. Semerjian noted a couple of discrepan­
cies in the report. First, the Church as of December 31, l992 
had $855 more in the bank than che books indicated should be in 
the bank. Dr. Semerjian also indicated that. the total amount on 
deposit in the bank at year end -- $49,000 was not realistic 



becaus e c er t a in expend i ture s had not yet b e en p a id for 1992, 
includ~ng exp e nses f o r t he bazaar and some of the dues for the 
diocese. The assembly disc ssed whether the difficulties of p r e­
paring t he f i nancial r eport at the end o f the yea r were c a u sed by 
late event s of the pre vious year s uch as the ba zaar and whethe r 
some cha ng e s ould b~ made i n t he Church' s fisca l year to facili­
tate p r ep arat ion of t he repo r t . No decis ion was r e ached to 
cha ng e the current f i scal year . Al Kae hn made a motion to 
approve t h e financia l report and budge t . The motion was s ec­
onded. There was no discuss ion . The r e por t a nd budget was t hen 
approved by the assembl y . 

2. Diocesan Due s 

Fa t er Ka l ayj ian e xp l a. .i..ned that the-Parish Council had a 
propos a t 1at St. Mary ' ~ r eques t that the diocese .give it t wo 
r a the r t han t hre e d'ocesan de lega t e s. He e xplaine d that unde r 
the rule s o f t he d iocese t he Church is e n titled to thre~ dele ­
gates. However , whi e two delegat~s are f r ee, once the Church 
has t .ree delegate s , it must p ay a n atnual charge of $650 per 
delegate . Accurdingly, going from two to three delegate~ would 
i~crease the dues of the Church to $1 , 95 0 . Because ~he Par ish 
Council had noe see~ any c _e a r advantage in having three dele­
gates r ather than t wo, he exp_ained that it had voted to propose 
:.o the Pa rish Asse mbly that St . Mary ' s conc inue c.u ha~re two dele­
gaces . A motion eo adopt t1e 9 roposal fo r two delegates was made 
i::l!ld was seconded c::u1d 09ened fo r discuss i on. Dur ing the di s cus­
sion, some members of t he a s sembly s ugge s t e d there were good r ea­
sons to go to t h=e e del egates, i~cluding the prestige of having 
mor e d e l ega ces a nd the respons ib~ _ ity eo s e nd th=ee de egaLes 
bec a us e of the s ize of t h e Church. Father Kalay ' ian expla ined 
tha t ultima l ~ly t he dec ision r es t s wi th the dioce se. Even ~f the 
Church onl y asks fo r t wo del~gates, the d iocese cou ld still a wa r d 
three d e lega e s . After d iscuss ion, the mo t ion passed 30 votes 
Eor t e motion a nd six vot e s ag a ins t . 

:3. Churc h ~euova t ion 

Richa rd Hatchi k described the p r op osal for renovating the 
front o f t he Church as part of a t hree phas e project tha t would 
ultima t e ly renovat e t he front of t he Chu rch , the a ltar and the 
ins ide of t he Church. The a rchitecc. who had p r epared the draw ­
i ngs wa.s p r esent t o ans wer quest ions . Colonel Juskalian raised 
s e v era quest ions c onc e rning the proposal. The a ssembly then 
discussed t he proposal. Some members of the assembly suggested 
that t he Chur ch shoul d focus on l y on t h e front end of the Church 
and obtai n a range of a lternat ives f o r t hat part without taking 
on the l arger pro j ect a t t h i s time . Ot hers po t nted out t hat i t 
was not advi sable to do drawi ngs or other projec t s jus t f or t h e 
~ront of t h e Church which woul d t hen be unrelated to l ater pro­
posa s f o r o ther pares of t he Church. Some members of the 



assembly questioned.whether the Church would continue to be suf­
ficiently large to serve the members· of the community and raised 
concerns about how long it would take to raise the money to do 
the full renovation~ · There was a general· consensus of the assem­
bly that something needs to be done about the front of the 
Church. 

Colonel Juskalian then rai~ed further questions and stated 
that he;opposed the proposal. He expressed concerns with where 
the money would come from for the project and about the aesthet­
ics of tne proposal, noting that it would be more difficult·· to 
sell. th~building to another buyer if it took. on ·too much of an 
Armenian character: He said that the pruposal·was too extrava­
gant and that the Church should focus on utilitarian objects. 
Father Kalayjian pointed out that he thought the funds would be 
available and that some parishioners had over the years promised 
·to make substantial contributions. to assist in the renovation of 
the Church. David Sahr responded to some of Colonel Juskalian's 
other.concerns. 

The architect then presented a paper indicating that the 
costs for the initial drawings would be substantially in e~cess 
of the amount that .the Parish Council. had previously under:stood 
would be the case. Colonel Juskalianrnade a motion to return the 
proposal to the -Parish Council to study in the context of the 
P,a:r·isli Asserribly discussion. The motion ~tlas .seconded and passed 
unanimously. 

Father Kalayjian closed the meeting wi'th a prayer.
