‘ The Pansh Assembly was called to order at 12:15 p.m. on February 25 1996 The readmg of the
roll revealed that 85 dues paying members were in attendance which constituted a quorum.

. booklet form and the presenters offered further elaboration of the schematic renderings. It was
noted that front access is restricted by D.C. codes to 10 feet. An external chair lift to the side of

 the building is projected. It could be mdependently operated by those served by the lift. . A dome

. befitting Armenian Church traditions would be added to the existing roof structure. A choir loft and - /

; -aesthetic renovations to the Altar are also proposed. . Mr. Everekhan stated that this pro_;ect ‘with an-
: est1mated total cost-of $549800.00, would ideally proceed in three phases over a three year perrod :

~ incorporated. It was noted that the total cost estlmate would be reduced by $70,000 if the choir loft
