The clerical error was correcled immediately and piease be assured
that in all future official and public records, the amount of $11,000.00
wiil be shown as the total amount of funds received from the Asscciation.

The relief work of the Diocese has included a great deal of medical
equipment and supplies which continues to be sent to Armenia; another
beatioad will depart from New York on November 8. In addition, the vast
housing development which was recently reported in the press, has begun.
A team of experts wiil be in Armenia next month to initiate all the pre-
paratory work. This will be an outstanding project when completed...a
housing project that will accommodate 500 families.

Regarding donations of other kinds, everything has been shipped with
the exception of used ciothing which has been haited by the Soviet Depari-
ment of Heaith. The surplus used clothing housed in our warehouses will
be donated to local charities for local use.

Thank you again and the members of the Association for your humani-
tarian concern for our brothers and sisters in Armenia.
