In addition to
numerous AMAA-related visits
to different churches in the Uni-
ted States and Canada over the
years, he has visited the Armen-
lan communities in the South
American countries of Argen-
tina, Uruguay and Brazil on the
occasion of the 50th anniversary
of the Association; headed an
AMAA tour group to Yerevan,
Armenia; joined the AMAA/SPF
delegation’s visit to Lebanon in
1980; headed the Association's
delegation to the AMAA/Union
of the Armenian Evangelical
Churches Conference in Cyprus
in 1985; participated in the
Annual Synod of the Armenian
Evangelical Union of France
and visited Armenian communi-
ties in Germany and The
Netherlands.

30 families, but with their strong
faith .and dedication they have
embarked on organizing as an
active and energetic communi-
ty. The month of November
proved to be an important
period in this process of becom-
ing organized. After a period of
search and consultation, the

With the official invitation of
the newly formed community
Archbishop Mesrob Ashjian
accompanied by Rev. Nerses
Manoogian, pastor of St. Gre-
gory Church of Granite City, |l
paid a visit to Kansas City on
November 30, 1987. Messrs
Zaven Hatoutian and Ara Zakar-
ian welcomed the Prelate at the
airport on behalf of the
community

Archbishop Ashjian first paid
a visit to the newly acquired
community center which isin a
process of renovation, and at
6:30 in the evening he cele-
brated the Divine Liturgy in a
local Greek Church. In his ser-
mon the Archbishop urged all
the Armenians to answer ihe call
of their church and take part in
the organized life of their com-
munities. It was moving to wit-
ness the happiness of a handful
of Armenians as they partici-
pated in an Armenian church
service

Following Sourp Badarak
there was a dinner in the church
hall. Mr. Zakarian, the chairman

of the Armenian Society, warmly
welcomed Archbishop Ashjian
and Rev. Manoogian and
thanked them for their visit. He
urged all the Armenians to join
hands and strive to make their
small community a strong and
energetic body

Rev. Manoogian invited Arch-
bishop Ashjian to address the
gathering. He congratulated all
the members of the community
for their exemplary dedication,
and expressed his wishes for
continued unity among all

On behalf of the community, a
$100 check was given to the
Archbishop forthe “Help Leban-
on's Kids" project, as a token of
solidarity with their brothers and
sisters thousands of miles away
At this moment, an Armenian
