St. Thaddeus entered Armenia in the year 43 A.D . and St. Bartholo­

mew in 60 A.D . to preach th e Gospel and to introduce th e C11ristian 

Faith. The CHUHCH a;> es tablished is of direct pos tolic origin by reason 

of their labor, teachings and martyrd om. 

Christianity was adopted as the State religion in th e year 287 A.D. 

or no later than 301 A.D. , thu s making Armenia the first Christian State. 

St. Gregory the Enlightener was th e instrument of this re markable con­

version during th e reign of the Armen ian King T iridates. 

In the year 451 A.D., Persia , a pagan na tion. compelled the new 

Arm enian Christian n ation to renounce their Faith and re-embrace pagan­

ism. It is an undying inspiration for all the Armenian , and a memorable 

date to remember that the ensuing wars of Vartan and Vahan Mami­

gonian, culminating in a glorious victory. saved their Christian Faith for 

all time. 

The Armenian Liturgy is a beautifu l, colorful and devotional service 

which has retained all of its medieval enchantment and grace. 

The CHURCH has been the gua rdian of Armenian RELIGION, 

LANGUAGE and CULTURE fo r centurie·.
