SPECU·~L PARISH ASSEifiBLY: In order to keep in close touch and 
consult the members, the Parish Council tried to organize 

Specin.l Parish Assemblies every three months. On the 23rd March and 
22ni Ju:;:te, two such Spedal Meetings were held but the attendance proved 
to be very discouraging for holding further such meetings. 

6 EA~TER MASS: For the better accommodation of the wor$hippers in 
1969 the Eostar Mass was celebrated, with the· permission 

of the Primate, in this Hall. Your Parish Council needs your comments 
on this decioion for their future guidi:mceo

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7 24TE APlUL: As usual the commemorative meeting for our martyrs was 
· organized under the auspices of our Church with the 

participation of the Armenian Evangelical Church, the Armenian General 
Benevolent Union and the Armenian Revolutionary Federation. 

8 VISIT TO H. 0. M.: The Parish Council Chairman was invited to attend the 
59th anniversary meeting of the H. 0. M. (High Oknutyan 

Itautyun). I was instructed by the Parish Council to accept the 
invitation and attend the meeting which I did. 

9 COMMEMORATIVE PLATE: After a lapse of about ten years of His 
· Holiness Catholicos Vasken First's visit to our Church 

finally in 1969 a plate was instdled in our Church commemorating this visit. 
The Parish Councilthanks Mr. N. Alexanian for the donation of this plate. 

10 CUFFLINKS: According to a local custom every year cufflinks are 
donated by the Parish Council members to the retiring 

members of the Council in appreciation of their services. Somehow this· 
custom was neglected within the past few years and in the Special Pnrish 
Assembly of the 23rd March, cufflinks were distributed to those members 
who had served the Council since 1965 and were present at that meeting. 

11 FINANCIAL: The attached statements certified by your auditors present 
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our financial position. As your Parish Council, we feel 
proud that for the first time, since the building of this hall, we now 
have 1. surplus of about $11,400. We would even have shown a much 
higher surplus had it not been for certain repairs which had been deferred 
during the past years which we had to take care of in 1969. However, I 
must warn you that this surplus should not discourage our potential 
donors by leading them to think that our Church is no longer in need of 
their help. The fact of the matter is that this surplus is far from being 
adequate as a Reserve Fundb which we desparately need, in an · 
expanding community such as ours, for our future investments• 

CHURCH SERVICES: Every Sunday, except on two occasions, when 
H.ev. Tashjian was away for the ACYOA convention in 

March and for the Diocesan Assembly in ~/iay, High Mass was 
celebrated i.'1 our Church. And on the Sunday of the ·16th of November 
our Primate the Most :Rev. Bishop Tor~f)m Manougiar. was the 
celebrant priest. 
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Durine; the yea.I; ceremonies were performed for 31 Baptis.ms, 
23 lV:arriages, 16 Burials and £e=: requiem mass for · · 
sq families. 

As this is the end of n:y term, I would like to express r.-ly.thanks 
to our 8uffragan Bishop, The rfost Rev. Vache Hovsepian·," to Rev. 
Tashjian and to all my: colleagues in the Parish Council for their help 
and co-operation in theperformance of my duties. I would especially 
also like to thank Ivir. J." Yeretsian who.proved himself to be a very 
exceptional Secretary. h.nd due to the secretarial and te~pnical help 
which was accorded to us through !Vir. Horasa..TJ. 's office, i can say 
that we have been able to keep the ·moot accurate minutes:oi Parish 
Council meetings ao compared to ruty previous year.

However, 
in 19GO after the succeooful settlei;:'lent of n.n insur~be claim not 
only was the debt pcid off, but the necessary mclrltcnnnce \"1-:;rk 
stnrtcd v1hich incessantly continued in 19G9. In 19G9 ~ alone the 
cost of such repairs was n.pproxi:::nntely over :P2, 000! 00. 

M.r. V. Cntchick has been very helpful in guiding n.1d advising 
uo tmd providing the necessnry workr.aen and checking the results. 
The :?arish Council is very gruteful to Mr. V. Cach~ck.

G. Eln:w.ssian wao c.oked to organize a Committee ·with the 
object of helping tl:e newcomers but no activities were reported.

This Committee was formed nnder the Chrurm.anship of 
I.f.r. G. Elmussian with the object of studying the long term 
policy or the needs of our Church in this expanding comr.nu.'lit"l;. 
Thia Cor_·unitteo had three 111eetings and in the lust meeting it 
wna decided, for the time being, to help the A. G.B. U. School 
Building project but no activities were reported in this respect.

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CONCLUDING REMARKS: 

In 1969, we tried to eatabliah an orgimizational otructure 
througl1 vari.:.ms. committees. Some of these committeea, 
us it is obvious fro~ thia report, need to be re-orgCnized. 

How0vcr, the otructu=c must be solidly estcblished: first, 
because it is more democratic; secondly, becauoe by making 
mcmbero participate in the mnnngen~cnt of their Church 
affaire W.:J :make them :::._aore attached to the Church. 

For the better involvement of the remaining paasive members, 
we must encourage their constructive criticism. 

I wish the very best of luck nnd succeos to my successor 
in 1970.
