Various other Committees that had been previously formed by
this Assembly have remained inactive during this past year
and have not reported to the Parish Council - Among them we
feel that the Project 1980 Committee be reactivated and
possibly changed to Project 1975. At our present growth
rate our Church facilities will be inadequate even before

that date and plans to remedy that situation must be for-
mulated without delay.
