GENERAL OBSERVATIONS: As the enclosed Organization Chart indicates, the

Parish Council: is entrustcd with the overall supervision of six auxiliary
organizations or cormittees, In addition to its own cultural and social
prograns liisted gbove , the Parish Council continued to give guidance
and supervision to its auxiliary bodies for the betterrent of the Church
and connunlty activities,

The Key to any good organlzatlon is the quality of personnel and a spirit
of teanwork. The Parish Council's attitude has becn to seek qualified
persons who can work together harmoniously on any cormitte formed or
appointed., Appointed Cormittees and elected executives of auxiliary
bodies are given evéry opportunity to carry out their prograns with
nininun supervision, to learn from their éwn nmistakes and to assume

the responsibilities of their own actions, Nevertheless, if cormittees
or individuals' do not perform satisfactorily or create an unfriendly
atrniosphere w1thin the Church  Cormunity, the Parish Council will not
hesitate to interfere resolutely.

PARISH HALL: A najor source of friction has been the use of the Parish

Hall, The Hall serves not only as a centre for Church affillated
organizations but also as an overall Armenian Centre for other Teronto
based Armenian organizations. The Socio-Culturul prograns of the 'Church
cannot be curtailed te make room for other Armenian Organizations to
step up their activities in the Parish Hall, As the use of‘the Hall has
reached near capu01ty, it is inperative that all cormittees,
organizations and individuals intending to use the Hall, to get
permission or clecarance from the Building use Mm ager, Furthermore it
is essential that Executives of non-church orgonizations 1nprbss upon
their members the importance of. the above,

1973 -MAJOR PROGR.\MS: In 1973 we have two najor eultural prograns in

mind, The 75th Annlyersary of ' our Diocese will be celebrated this year
throughout North America and in the Fall we intend to celebrate
appropriately the 20th Annlvcrsary of our Toronté Church and the
organized life of the Toronto Armenian Cormmunity,

In 1973, furthermore, steps have to be taken to invest the accumulated
cash assets of the Church either for the future expansion of our Centre
or the start of a new project: once the current o ograns of other
Armenian Organizations are ‘clarified.
