A Dinner and entertainment was provided to all executive committee members
and their wives or tusbands of the Church affiliated organizations on
January 13,1974,

- A lecture by Edward Dovletian of Toronto, On YOGA, its forms and its relation
to human evolution on March 10, 1974,

- Armenian Memorial Dey was observed on April 28,1974, The main speaker was
Dr. Nubar Berberian L.C.D. of Boston, Mass.

- The Spring Dance had its theme and decor as the "Night of the Cossacks" with
a dirner and a Ulkranian Folklore Dance show on May 11, 1974,

- Anniversary of the Battle of Sardarabad was celebrated on May 26, 1974 with
a cultural pregram. The main speaker was Archpriest Papken Maksoudian of
Boston, Mass.

- MWorship and fellowship dinner with six visitina seminarians from the
St. Nersess Armenian Theological School of America, on June 4,1974,

- The Annual Parish Picnic was held on June 23,1974 in the Greenwood
Conservation Park of Pickering.

- A professionally prepared Armenian speaking movie film called
"Tears of Happiness" from Hollywood, Calif. was shown for the first time
in Toronto on July 13,1974. We expect to show the film again in the :
Spring of 1975.

- A lecture by Gerard Pederian of Toronto on the Mysteries of the Pyramids
of Egypt on September 15,1974,

- A theatrical presentation for the benefit of the Holy Cross Seminary of
Constantinople was held on Sept. 28, 1974, The theatrical qroup was from
Detroit. :

- N Madagh and dinner held for the Holy Cross Seminary on Sept. 29,1974,

- A Backgammon Night was held for the senior males of the community on
November 9th, 1974.

- A Church Service and Banquet for the visiting Patriarch of Constantinople
was held on Octcber 29,1974.

- A reception was given for the visiting Patriarch of Constantinople
by the Executive Committees of the Church on October 30,1974 in the Stone
Cottage Inn.

- The 21-% Anniversary of the Church was held on December 8th,1974 with a
banquet. The main speaker was Frank Dowsett a non-Armenian who has been
a close friend of the Parish since its early days.



FESTIVAL OF THE ARMENIAN SPIRIT:

It was a fabulous extravaganza of folk dances, songs and theatre that marked

the first Festival on June 1st,1974, in the St. Lawrence Centre for the Performing
Arts put on by the GAYANEH SONG and DANCE ENSEMBLE of our Church. The aroup of
40 boys and girls aged 8 to 15 were oraanized in the Fall 1973 by the Executive
Committee of Sonia Kokorian, Melly Khojajian, and Arpy Yazejian appo1nted by

the Parish Council.

The dance teachers were Dikran and Robert Takhtalian and the song teacher
Lena Tashjian. The Ensemble pianist was Apraham Kandaharian. Twice a week
two-hour rehearsals were held from Oct., 1973 to the Festival time,

During the year a grant of $2000 was received from the Carling Foundation. On
October 26,1974 the Ensemble performed in St. Catharines at the invitation of
our sister Church, On November 3rd, 1974 the Ensemble performed at Waterloo
University for Armenian Night organized by the Armenian students.

SENIOR CITIZENS' CLUB:

In Farch 1974 a Senior Citizens Club was formed at the initiative of Mrs.

S. Hamamjian. About 40 seniors were registered. Three buses twice a week
gathered the seniors from their homes and brought them to the Church Hall for
fellowship and social activities.

The Parish Council appointed a Committee under the chairmanship of
Mrs. S. Hamamjian to look after the Club. The other members are Messrs
S. Erer, G. Bulguryemez and S. Karakashian.

In July 1974 thanks to the efforts of Mrs, Hamamjian and her daughter
Mrs. R. Whitehorn a grant of $7865 was rececived from the Federal Government
for the Senior Citizens' Club.

BOOKSTORE :

The Holy Trinity Armenian Church Bookstore was established by Lorne and
George Shirinian in January 1974,

Throughout the year the Bookstore provided a much needed service to the
parish by selling books in Armenian or English of interest to Armenians at
reduced prices. The Bookstore is a non-profit organization.

CYPRUS REFUGEES:

On September 8th, 1974 a special requiem service was held for the Cypriot
victims of the Turkish aggression. On this occasion a special plate collection
was made. Also by a special circular to the Armenian community funds were
solicited as an aid to the Refugees.

The ordeal of the Greek-Cypriots at the hands of the Turkish Army could evoke
but sympathy from Armenians who suffered a similar fate a few decades ago.
This sympathy and the fund raising effort was relayed to the Greek-Cypriot
radio station of Toronto much to their aratitude. Over $600 were collected on
this occasion which was forwarded to the Diocesan Office in New York for
submission to the Cypriot authorities with funds from other parishes.
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ARMENIAN “CHCCL AUXILIARY COMMITTEE:

In the fall of 1974 we decided to reorganize the administration of the

Armenian School by giving the final authority for the academic affairs of the
school to the Principal. The Board of Trustees was dissolved. A new

Committee named the Auxiliary Committee to reflect its new supporting function
was named. The officers are: Haig Selian, Chairman; Edmond Artin, Vice-Chairman;
Arman Guluyan, Secretary; Stepan Semerjian, Treasurer; Massis Afarian, Transport,
The Principal of the School with expanded authority remains Mrs, A. Kandaharian,

CHURCH HALL:

In the Fall of 1974, the Church Hall was cleaned, sanded and painted. New
drapes "nd curtains were instailed as well.

SUNDAY SCHOOL REPORT

Sunday school reopened September 9th, 1974 with an encouraging
attendance of 45 children. This figure fluctuated as the year
progressed and eventually dropped to the present twenty pupils
who attend the school regularly.

In addition to the Bible study, stories, sharagan, songs, slide
presentation followed by games, colouring and model making, we
introduced a children‘s film show on every 2nd Sunday of each
month.

Sonia Ghazarian accompanying them on the piano.

We are hopeful that more parents will show increased interest in
our activities and that they in their turn will encourage their
children to attend Sunday School.

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NOR SEROUNT ANNUAL REPORT - 1974

Three achievements of major significance were recorded by NOR
SEROUNT during 197L. The first one was the installation of new
offset printing equipment - a project which was under study for
many years. This new method of printing offers us increased -
flexibility and a higher capacity in production. - '

The second undertaking was the Armenian Historical World Exhibition
held last October. To celebrate Cultural Month as well as to
commemorate Father Haroutioun Shemavonian, the founder of the
Parish Council an exhibition of more than 1,000 Armenian language
periodicals and newspapers from around the world.

The third innovation is the new cover design. Starting with the
September/October edition of NOR SEROUNT the cover of our proud
publication has become a mosaic of our parish life, where our
personages, living or dead, as well as our institutions will

be depicted. This arrangements will save us about $400. yearly
on outside printing costs and at the same time will offer an
opportunity to those who are artistically inclined to contribute
with their talent.

The bookstore camé -into being February 16, 1974 as a non-profit

operation. In the first six months of operation it doubled.its..

original capital investment. The $524.77, which was lent by the
Parlsh Council has been repaid in full.

The summary of the accounts is this:

It was originally hoped that the proceeds from the bookstore

would be used for promoting various cultural events. A poetry
reading was held April 26, 1974, which was quite successful.
However, it does not seem 11ke1y that guest speakers will again

be got in so cheaply. A program of publication has been considered,
but that would require much larger amounts of capital than the
bookstore handles. In the early days of operation, a few books
were donated to the Church Library, but it has since been observed
- that the Library is scarcely-used. This still seems a logical
enterprise, but only if a definite effort to encourage the

- Library's use proves to be effective.

The function of the bookstore, like the library, has been to
promote Armenian.culture. After it got on a steady financial
basis, the profit margin was cut even lower, so that it now
averages 15-20%. This has made the books more easily available,
and the community response is gratifying. It is the policy of
the bookstore, for now, at least, to operate on this low-key
level, and there are no plans or projects fdr the near future.
