In short, nurturing our youth in Arme_nian spirit, Armenian culture and 
01risti~ri Faith .. ~Par~icular attention will ~e devoted to ~V?id . . 
presentmg Atmen1a h.1story from the standpo1nt of any poht1.cal, · 

· sectarian or ideal gica.l influences. . As . much as possible, an impartial, 
true, tmbiased andlaccurate account of the facts-will be· given. . · · 
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In addition to educating our children to become well mannered, · . 
. knowledgeable C<;~.na. ian citizen, every effort will be made to instill 
in. them an awarene~s of their Armenian heritage, at least for the first 
a,utl probably the most fonnative dec<..Je of. their lives.
