A _PROPOSAL OF IMPORTANCE TO CANADA

The proposals Committee charged with the responsibility of preparing a statement
on Canada, submitted the following to the Assembly.-

''"The 77th Annual Diocasan \ssemb]y convenad in SS.Vartanantz Armenian Church,
Chelmsford,Mass. on Hay 3,4,% 5,1979 received the address of the Diocesan Primate,
His Eminence Archbishop Torkom [fanoogian in which were enumerated the .issues

‘and dévelopments within the Armenian Church Parishes in Canada.
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This Assembly approves all of the actions and dec1s1ons of the Primate and Diocesan
Counc1l with respect to said issues and developments.

The Assembly also recogn1zes and supports the faithful Armenian people in Canada who
have remained loyal to the lawful authorities of the Armenian Church and who have
abided by the dec1s101s and intent of the Pr1mate and the Diocesan Counc11

. This Assembly shares in the paternal concerns of His Holiness Vazken I, relative

- to the welfare of the Armenian faithful and hombly request that the cons1derations
of His Holiness in this regard will reflect the wishes of those fa1thfu1 law
abiding Armenian peopde of Canada.

On this occasion we reaffirm our loyalty and faithfulness to His Ho]1ness Vazken I,
Catholicos of All Armenians''.

Upon motion duly made and se conded; the Assembly unanimously adopted the above
resolution.

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PROPOSED CHURCH RELOCATION

Pursuant to the almost unanimous wishes of the Annual Parish Assembly of February
25,1979, the Parish Council met with tho AGBU Exccutive Committee to ensure that
the location of the future site of the Holy Trinity Armenian church and the AGBU
Centre coincided. The ABBU purchased and seembled a 3.6 acre parcel of land to
the southeast of Highway 40I and Markham Rd. of which approximately I.0 acre
will. bo served for the use of the new church building at the request of the
Parish Council . The Parish Council transferred the sum of $50.000 to the AGBU

at their request, toward the future ourchase of the approximately I.O aCre site.

To pursuc the above project further the Parish Council is in the process of
appointing a Building Committee.
