1. To be able to presert modi 1cations of sorrJG articles of tte bylaws to 
the Diocesan Assembly, ~!r. Armen Kurkjian~ on behalf of tte parish 
council presented these articles with their modified fonns to the 
parish ass~mbly. (Article 14~ Section L).

2. Article# 13 ......... annual or special parish assemblies shall be call(ld 

by the parish priest, or by the chainnan of the parish co neil. or by the 
officers of the annual assembly as the case may be after consultation 
with the parish council. 

3. Article #14, Section A - To elect o?ficers of the annual parish assembly 
from a slate to be determ1ned by the parish assembly. Thrse shall hold 
office until ltlha follo\l.dn annual assembly when their successors shall be 
elected. · 

4. Article J$5 - pecia1 parish assemblies may be held also upon the written 
request of at least one-third of the total members 1fp or fifty r.embers of 
the parish, whichever is the lesser. The request should be addressed to 
the parish priest or to the chairman of the parish council or to the 
officers of the annual assembly, as th case ~.ay b . 

5. Article #17 - The abo~~-mentfoned decisions shall be made by secret 
ballot. 

6. Article #18 - The annual parish assembly shail elect a chairman and two 
secretar1es by plural ity of the members present and votino. Special 
assemblies also shall be conducted by the officers of the annual parish 
assembly. The offi c rs of the parish assembly cannot be a Member o or 
a candidate for the parish council.
