His Eminence visited 
Rumania with the Appeal of Conscience Foundation, attended the 
Conference of Clergy Alumni of the St. James Seminary in Jerusalem, 
visited Athens, Greece and the newly-formed Armenian community of 
Amsterdam. 

2. Plans for Canadian Diocese (see page 572) 

A detailed step by step procedure and time-table, prepared by 
the Reverend Father Mampre Kouzouian, Judge John Najarian and Crosby 
Goshgarian, was presented to the Diocesan Council for its consideration, 
approval and implementation. 

The document was reviewed by the Diocesan Council. Some corrections 
and clarifications were made and the final approved document becomes part 
of these minutes. · 

3. Request of Washington, D.C. Parish {see page 449)
