This communication is necessitated by the unruly behavi or and 
actions of the members of the Holy Cross parish. 

The Reverend Fath er Houssig Nishanian has been assiqned to take 
care of the sacramental and ritual needs of the parishioners , and 
Deacon Krikor Zemroutian will serve as Spiritual Ad ministrator along 
with an appointed parish council, to reorganize and re-estab l ish a 
parish under the authority of the Diocese of the Armenian Ch urch of 
America. 
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
