I . Conveyed greetings of the Parish Council and mys elf on the 
occasion of the 20th Anniversary of His Emenienc e 's Office 
as Primate of the Diocese of the Armenian Church of America. 

2. The present status of the land purchase negotiations with 
Armen- Ontario of A.G.BU ., Toronto and the forthcoming 
visit of the Dioc esan Attorney Mr. Edward Chapian and an 
authorized Repres entative of the Diocese, in order to 
discuss , clarify and fin alize the Draft Agreement. 

J . The adoption of a Resolution by the General Board of the 
Canadian Council of Churches , recognizing and con demning 
the Armenian Genocide perpetrated by Turkey. 

4 . The possibilities of getting a similar Resolution adopted 
by the World Council of Churches at its Conference to be held 
at Vancouver from July 24 to August IO I98J, for which a lot 
of work and efforts are required. 

5· The present composition of the Ad Hoc Committee, which has been 
authorized by Hls Eminence to undertake and arrange for the 
preliminary a setting up of the Canadian Dioces e of the 
Armenian Church , moreso 1n the context of Mr. Sarkis Tchilinguiri an 
the Secretary, who is no longer a member of the Parish Counc1l. 

6 . The question of t he appointment of Rev . Zenob Nalbandian as our 
Parish Priest , vide particulars set out in our letter of April 
20 I 98J , copy of which was sent to the Primate . 

7. The forthcoming visit of His Holiness Karekin Sarkissian, 
Catholicos of Antelias, to Canada and the views and directions 
of the Primate in the matter.
