Yet, where do all of us turn to in time of joy, spiritual 
crises, strife or sadness ••• to God and to our Church. You, 
as an Armenian, will need your Church sometime in your life. 
Your Church also needs you,not as a ' natural babtized member", 
but,hopefully,as an active Christian. This is a practical 
metter, and giving is a PRACTICAL matter, also. 

The practical matter of giving is the practice of systematic and 
proportionate giving of on~•s time, talents, and material possessions 
back to God who is the giver of all Good. The new method of giving 
we are proposing is STEWARDSHIP. For parishioners, it is the 
most equitable monetary method of "supporting" the Church, and 
will leave the organizations of the Church free to pursue 
Christian fellowship and cultural, educational and social 
programs ••• rather than fund raising.
