WHO IS THE CHURCH?

The Church is the people of God, in whose hearts
the living Christ dwells and acts, who come
together in the name of the Lord to praise Him
and to give Him thanks.

The Church is all of us who have been baptized/
confirmed in the Armenian Apostolic Church,
and have a common spiritual, religious, and cul-
tural bond. The Armenian Church is a body of
Christians throughout the world; and Holy
Trinity Church is an indivisible part of that same
one, holy and apostolic Church of Armenia.

WHAT DOES THE CHURCH DO?

The Church provides us with the sacraments
through which we receive the grace of the Holy
Spirit. The Holy Spirit nourishes and sustains us
in our faith, the faith of our forefathers. The
Church provides us with Christian fellowship
and with the spiritual, educational and cultural
activities that are needed by its members in
order to experience the fullness of our common
bond as Armenian Christians.

WHAT IS STEWARDSHIP?

Stewardship is the practice of systematic and
proportionate giving of one’s talents, time and
material possessions back to God, the giver of all
good.

WHAT IS THE STEWARDSHIP PROGRAM
OF CHURCH SUPPORT?

The Stewardship Program of Church Support is
a way to meet the financial obligations of our
Church with Christian concern, dignity, and eq-
uity. It is the one way that views the support of
the Church as a matter of personal commitment
and conscience. It is a method of financial sup-
port based on individual responsibility.

HOW WILL THE STEWARDSHIP PROGRAM
AFFECT 'OUR CHURCH?

Since the Stewardship Program is based upon
annual pledges of financial support made prior to
the beginning of each year, it serves to establish
the operating budget for the coming year. As a
result, we can maintain a predictable income,
respond to inflation, and eliminate some of the
pressure on all Church organizations to contin-
ually fund-raise to meet pre-determined goals.

WHO PARTICIPATES IN THE
STEWARDSHIP PROGRAM?

Each of us does. The Program’s success depends
upon the participation of each person who con-
siders Holy Trinity Church his/her spiritual home,
believes in our Church, and wants to support and
perpetuate its mission and tradition.

WHEN WILL THE STEWARDSHIP
PROGRAM FOR 1988 BEGIN?

The 1988 Stewardship Program will begin on
Sunday, October 18, 1987 at the Banquet cele-
brating the 26th Anniversary of the Consecration
of our Church in Cambridge. Every parishioner
will be invited to pledge a fair share of his/her
financial resources to help support our Church
during 1988. Payment toward the pledge may
begin anytime thereafter.

A Stewardship Telethon will take place at the
beginning of September 1987 to reach those who
have not yet made a Stewardship Pledge for 1988,
to explain the Program and the importance of par-
ticipation.

All 1988 Stewardship Pledges should be made by
Stewardship Sunday/ Anniversary Banquet on
October 18, 1987, and no later than December 31,
1987. However, pledges after that date will be
accepted.



WHAT IS THE GOAL FOR THE 1988
STEWARDSHIP PROGRAM? ' Lo

The goal is three-fold: to increase participation
and support, to raise $110,000 which is approxi-
mately one-third of the projected 1988 operating
budget, and to receive all 1988 Stewardship
Pledges by Stewardship Sunday/ Anniversary
Banquet on October 18, 1987.

WHO WILL BE INCLUDED IN MY
STEWARDSHIP PLEDGE?

Your Stewardship Pledge includes husband,
wife, and children. Self-supporting members of
the family over the age of 18 who live with their
parents should make their own pledge.

HOW CONFIDENTIAL IS MY PLEDGE?

The oniy .persons authorized to review the
Stewardship Pledge records are the Priest,
Secretary, and Treasurer. All records are kept in
confidence.

WHAT ABOUT SPECIAL CONTRIBUTIONS
AND TRADITIONAL GIFTS?

The Stewardship Program will serve to eliminate
the constant financial demands placed upon you.
However, you will still have the opportunity to
make traditional gifts at your discretion during
the year.

WHAT ABOUT VOTING PRIVILEGE?

Determined amounts must be paid toward your
Stewardship Pledge before voting privilege is
granted.

For each individual 18 years and older, $25 per
person toward the Pledge must be paid.

For senior citizens, and students 18 years and
older, $15 per person toward the Pledge must be
paid.

We suggest that your initial Stewardship pay-
ment be sufficient to guarantee voting privilege
for each eligible family member.

Voting privilege for the Annual Meeting held in
February of each year is determined by the previ-
ous year’s Stewardship records.

HOW SHOULD I PAY MY PLEDGE?

Payment toward the Pledge may be made in a
manner that suits you best: annually, monthly,
or in your weekly offering envelope. Payment
toward your 1988 Stewardship Pledge may begin
on or before Sunday, October 18, 1987 or at any
time prior to December 31, 1988.

Those who wish to honor their 1988 Pledge be-
fore the year begins may do so. However, be-
cause of record keeping, 1987 weekly enve-
lopes should not be used to honor 1988 Pledges.

HOW MUCH SHOULD I PLEDGE?

The amount of your Pledge is your individual
responsibility. Some will have the resouces to
contribute at a higher rate. Others will be able to
contribute at a more modest rate. It is a matter of
conscience and commitment.
