Dear Father Khosrof:

A short time age in tha sourse of specially
csonvened Regional Meetingse held in all our communities,
we diseussed the deficit faeing the Diceege in the curpent
year. The defieit was voted during the Assembly with the
underetanding that some meane would be instituted to raise
the meney before the end of the year.

As was indicated at our various meetinge, the
Dioecesan Couneil organized a Stewardship Committee whieh
worked on several plana to ratee funds, but all required
a great deal of time to develop. Fimally, it was determimed
that while it worked on plans for the next year and sub-~
sequent years, for the present defieit each of the parishes
would be approached to railse a portion of the needed funds
on a parish or regiconal basia. One euchk Regional Meeting
was hald in Springfield with the Woresster, Springfield,
Jew Britain, Hartford and Providenece parishes in the region.

The defieit, amounting to $60,000 for 1871,
represants, for the most part, staff and maintengnes costs
whieh ware determined by earlier Assemblies and eonfirmed
by the 1871 Assembly, ae well ae normally rising costs.

In addition to these wae a revised uitility billing that
added more than $10,000 to our cosits.
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Detatle of the budget and the reasons for the
defiots were disoussed in dstail at the Aesenbly, both
by the Budget Committse and the Delegates as a whole,
and it wae on the basie of these disoussions the budget
was approved.

We urge, therefore, that your parishk either
separately or together with the churohes im your region,
make g speoial effort te raiee the part of thie defieit
that has boen assigned to you.
