I am pleased to send you this complimentary copy of the
1980 edition of GIVING USA. Since it is our 25th anniversary
issue, it documents a quarter century of giving as well as a
detailed breakdown of philanthropy in 1979.

From 1955, when giving totalled $6.66 billion to 1979
when it reached $43.31 billion, philanthropy has grown more
than six and one-half times. But the effect of a 9.3 percent
increase in 1979 was seriously diminished by the 13.3 percent
inflation.

In the 80's more effort, more professionalism, more
public understanding and improved public policies all must
be achieved, if philanthropy is to maintain even its present
capacity to deliver human services.
