It ~as good to hear from you. We have been disturbed 
from time to time by the sort of feelings that seem to place 
the AGBU and our Church in a position of competition. We 
have always tried to allay such feelings whenever we have come 
across them. 

Our Directive will serve as notice to our parish authorities. 
but what feelings of this nature exist must be countered with 
continuing efforts to bring understanding of what the AGBU means 
and what the Church means. and why their purposes are comp~ementary. 

Unfortunately. too many of our people--all people. in fact-­
develop the attitude that whatever they are involved in is 
paramount. and everything else secondary. And in the process. they 
lose sight of the purposes for which they are working. 

With respect to your reference to the Western Diocese. it 
perhaps would be out of order for us to suggest such a communication. 
since it is out of our jurisdiction. The matter might best be 
brought to the attention of Bishop Vatche through personal contact 
whenever a suitable occasion presented itself. 

We pray for God's blessing for you and your loved ones.
