PRIMATE'S MESSAGE

This year the parish of St. James Armenian Church of Richmond, Virginia,
will celebrate the 35th anniversary of its consecration with pride and joy.

The Richmond parish has every reason to take pride in its history and past
accomplishments. The earliest Armenian settlers on the American continent were
citizens of Virginia, who came to these shores in the 17th century. Your present
sanctuary was the dream of almost two generations of immigrants from Armenia
who worked very hard to bring to realization what they conceived as a house of God
and a national center.

The construction and consecration of your new church was not an end but a
new beginning for your parish. For several years St. James Church served as the
spiritual center of Armenians scattered in the southern states as far as Florida.

In 1971 you expanded
your complex and built a cultural/educational center where young people, the
leaders of tomorrow, are educated according to the doctrines and traditions of our
Church and people. The fact that you have a good Sunday School, an active ACYOA
and a membership wherein a large percentage of your community is represented
bears testimony to the vitality of your parish.

Anniversaries are meant to have a special significance in parish life. They are
like measuring devices used to calculate distances already covered and to plan the
future course toward a set goal. The destination of your parish is clear; like all other
parishes you must seek salvation through the Church, that is through our Lord
Jesus Christ.

May He guide you all through many more years of community life and may
every moment of those years be filled with His grace and love.
