THE ACYQOA ALUMNI FOUNDATION

A committee made up of ACYOA ALUMNI, for the purpose of involving them
in our organization.

THE ACYOA COLLEGE CONNECTION

A committee that will develop ways of reaching out to Armenian College Students
by sponsoring religious, educational, cultural and social activities for
students on their campuses.

THE ACYOA PUBLIC RELATIONS COMMITTEE

A committee that will generate a high sense of spirit and enthusiasm for the
national programs of the ACYOA. A principle focus for this committee would be
the promotion of the ACYOA Sports Weekend on a North American scale.

THE ACYOA CULTURAL COMMITTEE

A committee that will divide itself into regional committees with the purpose
of promoting ACYOA sponsored Cultural programs. This committee would also stay
abreast of current activities and developments regarding Genocide Recognition.
