JIBBJIAN, YOUTH DIRECTOR OF OUR DIOCESE. HE FIRST ANALYZED AND DISCUSSED 

TBRBI ( 3) VERY IMPORTANT TOPICS, NAMELY:

li'ATBER BRSBSS POINTED OUT THAT IN 1946 WHEN THE ACYOA WAS ORGANIZED IN 

PROVIDENCE, RHODE ISLAND, THAT THIS WAS 'tHE GROUP" WHICH WAS ABLE TO GATHER 

THE YOUltl PEOPLE AROUND THE CHURCHES, HELP, LEAD AND GUIDE THEM, AS WBLL AS 

PROVIDE HEM WITH THE SOCIAL, RELIGIOUS, SPIRITUAL AND EDUCATIONAL NEEDS. 
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URFORTUNATELY, TWO YEARS AGO DUE TO LACK OF LEADERSHIP AND DUE TO VARIOUS 

CHAlOBS IN OUR SOCIETY, HE STATED, THE ACYOA STARTED LOSING GROUND AND TBE 

WHOLE NATIONAL ORGANIZATION AlMOST BECAME COMPLETELY DISSOLVED. 

HOWEVER 1 THIS DID NOT PREVENT MANY CONCERNED PEOPLE IN THE RANKS OF THB 

LAITY, CLERGY AND YOUTH TO COME AND EXPRESS THEIR CONCERN ABOUT THE YOU'l'B 

AID THE OflGAMIZATION. LAST YEAR AT THE YOUTH CONFERENCE IN WATERVLIET, N.Y., 

MANY YOUNG PEOPLE MET TO DISCUSS THE YOUTH PROBLEMS OF THE DIOCESE. FATHBR 

RIRSESS READ THE FOLLOWING PROPOSALS WHICH THEY PRESENTED TO THE DIOCESAN 

ASSEMBLY: 

1. DISSOLVE THE PRESENT CENTRAL ADVISORY OOONCIL OF 
THE ACYOA AND ALL OTHER SUCH GROUPS. THE PRIMATB 
DID CARRY THIS THRU AND ALL FUNDS AND RECORDS WERE 
TURNED OVER TO THE DIOCESAN OFFICE. 

2. DIOCESAN PRIMATE TO APPOINT AN INTERIM YOUTH CC»l­
MI'l.'rEE TO ADMINISTER THE AOYOA DURING THE TRAlfSITION 
PERIOD REQUIRED TO SET UP THE TWO GROUPS ALREADY 
RECOMMENDED. UNFORTUNATELY, NO Ilfl'ERIM YOUTH 0<»4-
MITTEE WAS APPOINTED. HOWEVER, T.HE PRIMATE OUT OF 
CONCERN FOR OUR YOUTH APPOINTED FATHER NERSESS1 AS 
PART TIME YOUTH DIRECTOR OF OUR DIOCESE THIS PAST 
JANUARY. 

3. EACH PARISH HAS BEER DIRECTED TO NAME A YOUTH 
DIRECTOR AND MR. JACK Alfl'RESSIAN, THE DIOCESAN 
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR WAS CHARGED WITH THE INITIAL 
RESPONSIBILITY OF THIS WORK. A Lm'TER WAS SDT 
OUT TO ALL THE PARISHES BY THE PRIMATE DIRECTIIO 
THE PARISH PRIESTS AND PARISH COUICILS TO APPOINT 
A YOUTH DIRECTOR ON THE LOCAL BASIS. UNFOR'l'UKATELY, 
NOT ONE PARISH RESPONDED. ' 

SI!I:E JA.IUARY FATHER NIRSESS BAS BEEN TRYI!O TO CO-ORDINATE THE WORK THAT 

BAS TO BE DOD BOTH ON THE LOCAL AS WELL AS THE NATIONAL LEVEL. BE STATED THAT 

THIS COliFERDCE IS A RESULT OF THE WORK THAT NEW YORK BAS BEEN TRYilll TO DO FOR 

'l'BISI PAST THREE (3) MONTHS. 
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PR<»> THE S'l'UDY WHICH FATHER NERSESS HAS BEEN WORKING ON, HE IIFORMED 

US THAT AT THE PRESENT TIME ACCORDING TO TBE RECORDS AT THE DIOCESE, THRU 

ANNUAL REPORTS RECEIVED FROM EACH PARISH COUNCIL, WE HAVE 627 JUNIOR MEMBERS, 

AGES 14-18 Aim 363 SENIORS, FORMED AS SENIOR GROUPS. 

A SECOND Lm'l'ER WAS SENT AFTER THE APPOINTMENT OF THE DIOCESAN YOUTH 

DIRECTOR REQUESTING AGAIN THAT EACH PARISH APPOINT A YOUTH DIRECTOR ON THE 

LOCAL LEVEL. AT THE PRESENT TIME 19 OUT OF ~PARISHES HAVE SENT IN NAMES 

OF PARISH YOUTH DIRECTORS TO THE DIOCESAN OFFICE. 

FATHER NERSBSS THEN WENT OVER SOME OF THE ISSUES AND PROBL!MS COBFRONTilll

PURPOSE HERE TODAY IS TO SET UP A PROORAM OF EVENTS WITH THE FllfANCIAL ASPECTS 

FOR 1973 TO GIVE TO FATHER NERSESS FOR HIM TO IMPLEMENT THEM, BUT WHAT WE 

MUST CONCElli'RATE ON IS THE NATIONAL ORGANIZATION AND NOT THE LOCAL. WE ARE 

HERE TO DESIGN AHD GIVE THEM WHAT WE WANT, AS WELL AS DISCUSS THE PROBLEMS 

OF OUR YOUTH AND THE ORGANIZATION.

TBE FIRST QUESTION RAISED WAS THE MONATARY ISSUE WHICH FATHER NERSESS 

TRIED TO CLARIFY. HE POINTED OUT FROM THE $22,000, $181000 WAS FROM SECURITIES 

Aim $4,000 WAS A COMBINATION OF THE SPRINGFIELD SPORTS WEEKEND AM> OTHER 

PARISHES. IF THE YOUTH GROUPS IN THE PARISHES DO NOT HELP TO SUPPORT THE FUND 

IN SCKEWAY, THEN THE DIOCESE WILL HAVE TO DEPLETE WHAT WE HAVE NOW. HOWEVER, 

HE STRESSED TO US THAT WE SHOULD NOT CONCE~ OURSELVES SO MUCH WITH THE FUIIDS 

RIGHT NOW, AS BE IS SURE THAT IF THE PRIMATE AND THE DIOCESE SEE THERE IS 

SERIOUS CONCERN AND BACKitG TOWARD THE NATIONAL PROORAMS, THE CO-ORDINATOR 

AND EXECUTIVE SECRETARY THE 'DIOCESE WILL GIVE US SUPPORT, BUT IF WE SIT BACK 

IXPECTI:r«; THE DIOCESE TO TAKE ACTION THEN WE CAN EXPECT NO HELP FROM THEM, WE 

MUST HELP OURSELVES. 
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MANY WERE UPSET AND DISSATISFIED WITH THE WAY THE DIOCESE HAS HELPED 

IN THE PAST. THE FOLLOWIHl QUESTIONS WERE ASKED BY MANY: 

l. WHY DID THE NATIONAL ORGANIZATION FOLD AND 
WHY ARE WE HERE IN THIS STATE TODAY? 

2. WHY, WHEN WE NEEDED AN EXECUTIVE SECRETARY 
DID IT TAKE THE DIOCESE SO LOHl TO FIND ONE? 

3· THE PROGRAMS WHICH WE HAVE PROPOSED AT PAST 
ASSEMBLIES, WHY HAVE THEY NOT WORKED? 

4. WHAT TOOK THE DIOCESE TO REALIZE THAT WE 
FINALLY NEEDED SOMEONE, THAT IS A DIOCESAN 
YOUTH DIRECTOR, AND WHEN WILL HE BECOME ON 
A FULL TIME BASIS 'l 

5. WHY ARE WE BELONGING TO A NATIONAL ORGANIZATION, 
IF THEY CANNOT SUPPORT US 'l . 

6. WHY HAS IT TAKEN FOUR (4} YEARS TO FINALLY

MANY OF THE DELEGATES FELT THE REASON WHY THE NATIONAL ORGANIZATION 

FOLDBD WAS BECAUSE WE REALIZED THAT WE COULD NOT FUNCTION AS WE WERE, SO 

WE PRESENTED THE DIOCESE WITH A SET OF PROPOSALS WHICH THEY DID NOT FOLLOW 

TBRU ON1 IT WAS NOT DUE TO LACK OF LEADERSHIP. HOWEVER, MARTA FELT THAT IT 

UP 
WAS NOT COMPLETBLY THE DIOCESE WHO WERE TO BLAME. IT IS, TO US, THE YOUTH, 

TO WORK OUT OUR PROBLEMS AND WE SHOULD NOT EXPECT THE DIOCESE TO BE OUR 

BACK-BONE. WE SHOULD BE ABLE TO TELL THE DIOCESE WHAT WE WOULD LIKE TO SEE 

.. ; 
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Aim THE DIFFERENCE THIS YEAR IS, WE HAVE FATHER NERSESS WHO WE CAN TELL 

WHAT WE WANT AND BE WILL TRY TO IMPLEMENT THEM FOR US. 

DAVID MENTIONED THAT BEFORE THE EMPHASIS WAS ON A STROI«l NATIONAL 

ORGANIZATION AND WHEN THE NATIONAL ORGANIZATION FELL APART SO DID THE LOCAL 

ACYOA CHAPI'ERS • EMPHASIS NOW SHOULD BE ON STRORJ LOCAL YOUTH GROUPS WITH THB 

YOUTH DIRECTOR OF '!'BE DIOCESE CO-ORDINATING NATIONAL EFFORTS FROM NEW YORK 

UNTIL WE CAN BECOME STRONG AGAIN. THERE ALSO SHOULD BE MORE INTER-CHAP!'ER 

:RELATIONSHIPS AND AID. 

ALSO, DAVID POINTED OUT THAT WE CANNOT DEMAND THIJ.t:iS FROM THE DIOCESE 

AND EXPECT TO GET IT AS WE Wr:tNT, WE MUST BE REASONABLE. WE HAVE TO REALIZE 

AND BE CONTEIT THAT WE FINALLY HAVE SOMEONE, EVEN THOOOH BE IS PART-TIMB, 

AND NOT DWELL UPON THE PAST,TO Alf EXTENT. l1l tJB THROUGH~· NERSESS WE CAN 

GO AlfD IT IS UP TO US TO DECIDE WHAT WE WANT HIM TO DO FOR US, HOWEVER, WE 

N.1ST BE AWARE THAT WHAT EVER WE TELL FATHER NERSESS, THEY STILL MAY NOT "'CEPr 
IT, BUT BE IS OUR VOICE IN THE DIOCESE. THE MimE FACT THAT THE PRIMATE HAS 

APPOIITBD SOMEONE PART OR FULL TIME, IS A BEGINNING. 

ONE OF THE PROBLEMS ATTRIBUTED TO THE DECLINE IN SENIOR MBMBERSBIP IS 

DUE TO A SENIOR AND JUNIOR PROBLEM ON THE NATIONAL LEVEL. MAft SEKIORS ARB 

DROPPII«} OUT EARLY DUE TO THE JUNIORS COMING TO SENIOR FUNCTIONS. IT WAS 

' 
VOTED ON BY THE MAJORITY THAT WE WOULD DISTINGUISH WHAT IS A JUNIOR Aim SENIOR 

FUNCTION. HOWEVER, AS FOR THIS YEARS SPORTS WEEKEND IT WOULD BE UP TO FATHER 

BERSESS TO IMPRESS ON PHILADELPHIA THE VIEWS OF THE DEI..EnATES WANTI:t«l IT TO 

BE A SENIOR PUNCTION, AS PLANS HAVE ALREADY INCLUDED THE JUNIORS. THERE WOULD 

BE OBLY OD WAY TO PREVENT JUNIORS FROM COMING AND THAT IS FOR THEM TO HAVE 

THEIR OWN FUNCTION. 
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BEFORE OUR WNCB, PHILADELPHIA GAVE A BRIEF REPORT OF THE COMitO 

SPORTS WEEKBRD. AT 2:30 P.M. THE MEETING RESUMED. 

THE FIRST MAJOR ISSUE DISCUSSED WAS WHAT THE FUNCTION OF OUR YOUTH 

DIRICTOR, PART TIM! WITH A POSSIBILITY OF A SECRETARY, SHOULD BB AliD THE 

FOI..LOWIIIG WBRl!l DECIDED UPON:

THEY NEED AND WANT THE DIOCESE TO TAKE

4. TO BE OUR VOICE IN NEW YORK. 

5. IN CHARGE OF THE :NATIONAL PUBLICATIONS 

THE FOLLOWilll WAS DECIDED ON FOR TBE NATIONAL STRUCTURE OF OUR ORGAN-

IZATION: 

STRONG LOCAL GROUPS AND THE YOUTH DIRECTOR CO-ORDINATIIIl 
ABD IMPLEMENTING NATIONAL GROUPS THROUGH NEW YORK. NO 
DICTATIRl. SOME OOOANIZATION. 

RmiOliAL DISTRICTS OR GROOPS WILL BE LOOKED INTO AND ENCOURAGED IF IT 

WILL HELP THE WEAK LOCAL CHA.P:rERS, MAINLY NEW Em.LA.ND. IT SHOULD BE UP TO 

mE LOCAL C11AP'.rBRS TO FORM THIS GROUP AND NOT THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE YOUTH 

DIBICTOR. HOWEVER, IF THIS GROUP GOES TOO FAR ON ITS OWN AND TAKES POWER 

AWAY FROM THE NATIONAL ORGANIZATION OR IF IT GETS IN THE WAY OF STRONG LOOAL 

CHAP.rEBS ~IT WILL THEN BE DISCOURAGED. 

A SUGGESTION WAS MADE THAT THE YOUTH DIRECTOR SHOULD BE ON A FULL TIMB 

BASIS AND THAT THE YOUTH SHOULD BB ABLE TO VOTE ON WHO THEY WOULD LIKE TO 

SEE POR THIS POSITION. A SPECIAL YOUTH C<*MITTEE FOR THIS PURPOSE SHOULD BE 
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A.PPOilfrED, HOWEVER, MANY OF THE DELEGATES FELT THAT THIS WAS COMIRJ. ON 

A LITTLE TOO STRONG. NO FURTHER DECISION WAS MADE ON THIS AT THE PRESENT 

TIME. 

OUR NEXT DISCUSSION INVOLVED THE FINANCIAL ASPECT. DAVID READ THE 

PROPOSAL WHICH• THE SPECIAL Y0t1rll COMMITTEE

FOR THIS CONFERENCE CAME UP 

WITH: 

"PROPOSE THAT THE PRIMATE AND THE DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY LEVY 
ON EACH PARISH, AN ADDITIONAL X~ TAX ON ITS ANNUAL ASSESS­
MENT TO THE DIOCESE, WHICH THE PARISH WILL OBTAIN FROM THE 
RESPECTIVE YOUTH GROUP, FOR THE CREATION OF A DIOCESAN 
YOUTH FUND TO BE USED EXCLUSIVELY AS IS DIRECTED BY THE 
ANNUAL YOUTH ASSEMBLY: 

THE COMMITTEE FELT BY WRITING THE PROPOSAL IN THIS WAY 1 THOSE PARISH 

COUNCIIB WHO BA.VE NOT TAKEN THE INTEREST IN FORMING AND RELPII«Z THE YOurR 

GROUPS WILL DO SO NOW, ONLY BECAUSE IF THE YOUTH DO NOT RAISE THE MONEY, 

THE PARISH COUNCIL WILL BE OBLIGATED TO TAKE IT OUT OF THEIR TREASURY • 

MANY DELmATES HAD A STROm OBJECTION AGAINST USING THEIR OWN MONEY 

TO FUliD THEMSELVES AND FELT THAT THE DIOCESE SHOULD BE WILLilG TO PUT MONEY
