WASHINGTON, DC - The 

Washington-Baltimore Arme­
nian community is preparing to 
celebrate double milestones on 
Sunday, October I, 2000. 

The first is the 40th anniversary 
of The. Rev. Fr. Archpriest 
Vertanes Kalayjian's ordination 
into the priesthood and the sec­
ond, the 25th anniversary of Der 
Hayr and Yeretzgin Anahid 
Kalayjian's dedicated services to 
the Parish of St. Mary Armenian 
Church, Washington, DC. The 
Sunday Thanksgiving Celebra­
tion of Holy Badarak will be fol­
lowed with a banquet at the Hyatt 
,Regency of Bethesda, MD. 

Fr. Kalayjian was born in 
Aleppo, Syria. He was admitted 
to the Seminary of Antelias in 
1953. In 1958 he transferred to 
the St. James Seminary of 
Jerusalem Armenian Patriarchate 
where he was ordained as a celi­
bate priest on February 7, 1960. 

As a member of St. James 
Brotherhood he held several re­
sponsible offices. Simulta­
neously, he taught at St. 
Tarkmanchatz H.S. and at the 
Seminary. Later he was ap­
pointed as the Vicar General in 
Amman, the capital of Jordan. 
He supervised the Parochial 
School and, during his tenure, 
the present school building and 
the church edifice were inaugu­
rated. 

As the turbulence of the 50's

in Antelias had forced him to go 
to Jerusalem, under similar cir­
cumstances he chose to leave 
Jerusalem to come to the United 
States, to continue his education 
and serve in the Eastern Diocese 
of the Armenian Church of 
America. 

He arrived in the US in Decem­
ber 1964. The late Primate, Abp. 
Sion Manoogian of blessed 
memory, immediately assigned 
him to St. George Parish in 
Waukegan, IL. Parallel to his 
pastoral work, he did Christian 
Education, Biblical Studies and 
Public Administration at Lake 
Forest, and Carthage colleges 
and Southeastern University. 

In 1967, the Primate, Abp. 
Torkom Manoogian, elevated 
him to the rank ofVartabed (re­
ligious equivalent of Doctor). He 
recalls fondly and with gratitude 
the prominent teachers he had, 
both in Antelias and Jerusalem, 
namely; Shahan Berberian, Vahe 
Vahian. Vahe Oshagan, Patriarch 
Tiran Nersoyan, Patriarch 
Shnork Kaloustian and Patriarch 
Torkom Manoogian. While in 
Waukegan, he greatly benefited 
from frequent encounters with 
Abp. Tiran while Serpazan was 
the Founding Dean of St. 
Nersess Seminary in Evanston, 
IL. 

In 1968 Fr. Vertanes was as­
signed as the pastor of Holy 
Cross, Union City, NJ. 

The year 1968 was a memo­
rable year. St. Vartan Cathedral 
was consecrated by His Holi­

. ness, the late Catholicos Vazken 
I of blessed memory. On that his­
toric occasion, the discussions at 
the Annual Clergy Conference, 
presided over by His Holiness, 
paved the way and created a fa­
vorable atmosphere to offer con­
structive and far-reaching delib­
erations on the issue of reforms 
in clergy celibacy. As a result, 
Abp. Manoogian responded 
positively to the petition, pre­
sented by Fr. Vertanes, to be re­
leased from his vows of celibacy. 
On February 14, 1969 he was 
married to Yeretzgin Anahid and

Fr. Vertanes has served on sev­
eral Diocesan Blue Ribbon 
Committees dealing with the 
Youth and Religious Education; 
he has represented the Diocese 
at the National Council of 
Churches and the Middle East­
em Mission. With a delegation 
of diocesan clergy, he took part 
in the "Poor Peoples' March" 
organized in Washington, DC by 
the late Martin Luther King Jr. 
in 1968. · 

In 1972 he'tvas assigned to St. 
Mary's Church in Elberon, NJ 
(now St. Stepanos) to organize 
it into a "model" parish. 

In the late sixties and early sev­
enties, he led one of many groups 
in the Diocesan Internal Mission 
program as the Chaplain-Group 

Leader revitalizing several par­
ishes, on three occasions. As part 
of his activities with and for the 
youth, he led the ACYOA Sum­
mer Studies Program to Arme­
nia in 1974 and with Yeretzgin 
Anahid in 1984. He was the Di­
rector ofAGBU Camp Nubar for 
three years, and the Director of 
the Diocesan St. Vartan Camp for 
four years. He was the Co­
Founder and Vice-Chairman of 
HAVAD __.:. the Diocesan Chris­
tian missionary program in Ar­
menia. His efforts were directed 
towards the establishment of 
Christian educational camps in 
Armenia. 

In 1976, he assumed the pas­
torate in Washington, where ever 

. since then he has served the St. 
Mary's community, including 
nearby Baltimore city and the 
neighboring towns. In the 
nation's capital, his activities 
have frequently included repre­
senting the Diocese on the Hill 
(the Congress), the Departments 
of State and Justice, and the 
Brookings Institute. He has pre­
sented annual briefings at the 
Appeal of Conscience Confer­
ences and the State Department's 
Foreign Service Institute on the 
status of the Armenian commu­
nities in Eastern Europe and in 
the former Soviet republics. In 
1985, on the 25th anniversary of 
his ordination, he was granted by 
His Holiness the late Catholicos 
Vazken the title of Avak Kahana 
(Archpriest) and the privilege to 
wear the pectoral cross 
(lanchakhatch). 

Being in the nation's capital 
has frequently put Fr. Vertanes in
